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Z1ika: NAS JRB Partners with Parish in the Fight

It seems Americans constantly learn of
new diseases threatening to either make
their way to the United States or explode
in the frequency with which they infect
new hosts.

Ailments such as West Nile virus, Ebola
virus, avian flu, mad cow disease, and
Middle East respiratory syndrome (MERS)
have made their way into the national con-
sciousness over the past few years. Now, a
new threat has become a part of many
Americans daily routine: the Zika virus.

“Unless you live in a cave, it’s very hard
to avoid hearing about Zika,” said Capt.
Mark Sucato, commanding officer of
Naval Air Station Joint Reserve Base
(NAS JRB) New Orleans. “It’s all over the
media, depending on where you are in the
world. The Navy and Marine Corps lead-
ership is taking a close look at how best to
deal with Zika.”

Zika virus disease is caused by a virus
transmitted primarily by the Aedes family
of mosquitoes. People with the disease can
have symptoms including mild fever, skin
rash, conjunctivitis, muscle and joint pain,
malaise or headache. These symptoms nor-
mally last for 2-7 days. There is scientific
consensus that Zika virus is a cause of mi-
crocephaly and Guillain-Barré syndrome.
Links to other neurological complications
are also being investigated. While Zika is
primarily transmitted by mosquitoes, it can
also be transmitted person-to-person
through sexual intercourse.

The primary transmitters of Zika virus to
people are the Aedes aegypti and Aedes al-
bopictus mosquitoes. These are the same

variety of mosquito that transmits dengue,
chikungunya and yellow fevers to humans.
These mosquitoes usually bite during the
day, most often in the early morning and
late afternoon to evening.

Local Potential Threat

According to Chris Denney of the
Plaguemines Parish Mosquito Control De-
partment, it is important for people to
know is that the Aedes mosquitoes are not
prevalent in Plaquemines Parish.

“The Zika virus is not an immediate
threat to the people of Plaguemines
Parish,” said Denney. “But it’s important
to take a proactive stance to reduce the po-
tential breeding grounds for mosquitoes.”

The Aedes mosquitoes are not the type
of mosquito that live or reproduce around

the natural bodies of water such as ditches
or bayous that are so common in this area.
This mosquito prefers to reproduce in stag-
nant pools of water that are often found
near homes. Even a small amount of water
left sitting inside a bucket or plastic pool
can become a breeding ground for signifi-
cant amounts of mosquitoes.

“Just a bottle cap full of water can pro-
duce huge numbers of these mosquitoes,”
said Denney.

Because these mosquitoes breed in
standing pools of water, simply spraying
for mosquitoes will not prevent the devel-
opment of mosquito larvae. The Aedes
mosquitoes have a range of only 1-3 miles
away from the area from which they
spawn. As a result, it is vital that residents

pay careful attention to areas where stand-
ing water may develop around their homes.

Prevention at Home

Simple things such as turning over plas-
tic wading pools and wheelbarrows when
not in use, discarding used tires and clean-
ing gutters frequently can help prevent the
development of mosquitoes.

While much of the fight against Zika and
its mosquito transmitters depend on main-
tenance around the home, both the parish

Denney, it is more efficient for the parish to
spray aerially.

“We used to bring the trucks onto base,”
said Denney. “But the plane can spray the
whole base in about 20 minutes.”

NAS JRB New Orleans is also taking its
own precautions to prevent Zika from es-
tablishing itself in the area. According to
Lt. Cmdr. Micah Kiletico, NAS JRB’s

and NAS JRB New Orleans are working
together to prevent the Aedes mosquito
population from growing. Although, some
of these efforts may not be readily appar-
ent, residents should feel assured that they
are in fact occurring. Many local residents
may be used to seeing trucks traveling up
and down local streets spraying chemicals
to kill mosquitoes. While these trucks may
be fairly ubiquitous off the installation,
they are rare on base. Instead, according to

public works officer, the installation is cur-
rently in the process of updating its Inte-
grated Pest Management Plan (IPMP). The
base’s IPMP, established in 2009, is the
overall pest management plan and outlines
the roles and responsibilities of everyone
on the base, including the commanding of-
ficer, the Public Works department, Envi-
ronmental department and medical.

“The plan isn’t specific to mosquitoes,”
said Kiletico. “It includes all of the pests
we may deal with on the base such as rac-
coons or alligators, but Zika is a game
changer.”

The preventative medicine division of
Naval Branch Health Clinic Belle Chasse
is responsible for trapping mosquitoes, said
Kiletico. These traps are currently being
updated to specifically target the Aedes
family of mosquito. In previous years, the
number of female mosquitoes needed to
trigger the public works department to take
action to reduce the mosquito population
was 25. Since the beginning of the Zika
virus outbreak, the new IPMP calls for the
threshold to be reduced to five. Once this
threshold is met, the base is required to ei-
ther hire a contractor to spray or partner
with Plaquemines Parish to increase spray-
ing. In addition, mosquito repellant sprays
and lotions are available free of charge
over the counter at medical for all active
duty and Department of Defense employ-
ees.

“It’s vital for everyone on base to know
that we are actively involved in controlling
the mosquito population,” said Mike
Sloane, NAS JRB safety manager.
“Whether it’s trapping or spraying, | want
to tell everyone that we are actively en-
gaged in reassuring the public that we have
all the right testing in place to protect our
people and their families.”

tragedy happens, you have an
already built-in network of peo-
ple who are genuine.

For those of you responding
to the tragedy of others, | have a
few words of encouragement.
So often, leaders and/or care-
givers become overwhelmed.
We care too much. We invest in
the lives of our people and
sometimes get hurt. If this has
happened to you, you under-
stand all too well. We then have
tendency to keep our distance
next time or perhaps we think
the person should “deal with it”
and move on. Sometimes well

intentioned people state “I know
exactly how you feel” which is
never true. Or they give advice.
Or they make it political by fo-
cusing on the failures of a per-
son or organization. However,
as a caregiver or friend, the only
thing you need to do is to be
genuine and BE PRESENT.
You don’t have to say much.
Simply be available. They can-
not be fixed. They need to
grieve. They need to process.
Just walk with them though the
journey and be a friend.
