KURIHAMA FLOWER WORLD

KURIHAMA FLOWER WORLD (< 9 iXEfED[H )is a fun place for families to have a picnic or just enjoy nature. Flower
World is a seasonal flower park filled with poppies in spring and cosmos in fall. There is even an Herb Garden for those
who have a green thumb or enjoy gardening. To keep the kids entertained, Adventure Land is a huge playground with
an amazing wooden and rope playground, a long roller slide, and a giant Godzilla slide. It is highly recommend for visitors
to use the Cosmo tourist wheeled train (Fee: ¥ 190; runs 3x per hour) unless you prefer a long, steep hike to the
playground on top of the hill.

The park is free except for the entrance (¥ 500 for adults and ¥ 200 for children) to the Herb Garden. You can bring your
own picnic basket or buy food at the two restaurants located inside the park. Snacks and ice cream are available at a

restaurant near the playground on weekends and daily during the summer season. It is open every day from 0900 to
1800.

BY TRAIN

From YOKOSUKA CHUO:

1. At YOKOSUKA CHUO (#4787 #4v) Station, buy a ¥ 190 ticket to KEIKYU KURIHAMA (Fi&/A Big) Station.

2. Goto Platform #1, take a train with either a GREEN or RED kaniji sign bound for MISAKIGUCHI (=il& 1) or KEIKYU
KURIHAMA (L7 B k) Station.

3. Get off at KEIKYU KURIHAMA (3X72/A i) and leave the station through the EAST EXIT (3R 1).

4. Outside the station, turn right towards the first stoplight, cross the street, and then turn left following the sidewalk
towards Rt. 134. At the next stoplight with a pedestrian overpass, turn right onto Rt. 134 and walk toward the
Kurihama intersection with a Lawson 100 store on the right corner. Cross Rt.134 toward the AEON department store
corner, walk straight for about 200m toward Kurihama Port. At the 2nd stoplight, cross the street, and walk to the
narrow street where an NTT building is located to your left. The park entrance is at the end of this narrow road.

From IKEGO:
1. At JIMMUJI (#3#3F) Station, buy a ¥ 270 ticket to KEIKYU KURIHAMA (FX&/A EiE) Station.
2. Go to Platform #2, take a train to KANAZAWA HAKKEI (4R J\ i), then transfer to a KEIKYU MAIN LINE train with

either a GREEN or RED kaniji sign bound for MISAKIGUCHI (=1 1) or KEIKYU KURIHAMA (F/2/A B ikz) Station.
3. Continue with Step #3 above.

BY CAR

From YOKOSUKA:
1. Exit the main gate and turn left onto Rt.16. >>>Follow the main route and stay in the right lane. After passing
a Yamada store (yellow building), get ready to make a right turn to Rt. 134 toward Misaki/Kurihama at the KFC
and Shell gas corner (Otsu intersection).

2. Stay in the left lane and continue straight to Rt.134 past the split to Rt. 27. You should see a D2 store and
ZAP Pachinko parlor on your left.

3. After passing PS-1 Pachinko parlor, JR Kurihama station, then a Ringer Hut restaurant all on your right side, get
ready to make a right turn onto Rt. 134 toward Jogashima/Misaki. Right after passing AEON department store
on your left, turn left at the next stoplight (Kurihama intersection) toward Kurihama Port. Go straight toward the
2" stoplight and turn right to a narrow road, where an NTC building is located to your left. The park entrance and
parking is at the end of this narrow road. Parking is available from 8:00am to 5:00pm with a ¥ 600 fee.

From IKEGO:
Drive to YOKOSUKA NAVAL BASE, passing the main and Womble gate, and then follow the directions above
starting with “>>>Follow the main route ~"
