From YOKOSUKA:

1. At YOKOSUKA CHUO (#2872 H3) Station, buy a ¥770 transfer ticket to EBISU (&Lt #) Station via the
JR YAMANOTE (J R [LI=F#2) Line.

**Note** To buy a transfer ticket, touch the following buttons on the screen:
<<<English —Ticket — Connecting Ticket tab — Change at Shinagawa JR Line —Ticket fare amount>>>

2. Go to Platform #2 and take a train with either a GREEN or RED kaniji sign bound for SHINAGAWA (i )![) Station.
**Note** If possible, get on one of the last two cars of the train. This will make it easier and faster
to find the entrance to the JR Lines at Shinagawa (4n)!) Station .

3. Get off at SHINAGAWA (&1)1]) Station. Take the stairs up and follow the elevated walkway near the end of the
platform. Go through the wicket machines to enter the JR Line area. Do not forget to retrieve your ticket. Go
to Platform #2 of the JR YAMANOTE (J R [LUF#) Line bound for SHIBUYA (#:4) and SHINJUKU (¥715).
EBISU Station is the 4™ stop from Shinagawa Station.

4. Get off at EBISU (F& k%) Station and use the West Exit (7 1) to transfer to HIBIYA Subway Line (gray circle)
located outside of the station. After going through the wicket machines, turn left and walk all the way to the
end of the hallway. Then, take the escalator going down toward the street level and the entrance to the HIBIYA
Subway Line.

5. Buy a ¥160 subway ticket, go to Platform #2, and take a train bound for Ginza and Ueno. Make sure to ride on the
last two cars of the train for quick and easy access to Exit #1 at HIROO ()4 &) Station.

6. Get off at HIROO (/& 2) Station and leave through Exit #1. At street level, turn left, and use the map on the
opposite page as a guide for walking directions toward the New Sanno Hotel.

Alternative Train Route

Yokosuka Chuo Station — Keikyu Line — Get off at Yokohama Station — Follow signs for Tokyu Toyoko Line —
Tokyu Toyoko Line — Get off at Naka-meguro Station — Go to Platform #3 — Transfer to Hibiya Subway Line —
Get off at Hiroo Station — Exite #1 — Walk to New Sanno Hotel.

At JIMMUJI (#3X=F) Station, buy a ¥700 transfer ticket to EBISU (B tt5%) Station via the JR YAMANOTE ([LLDF
#%) Line. See note in Step #1 in the directions of “From Yokosuka.”
Go to Platform #2 and take a train to KANAZAWA HAKKEI (4:{R /\ &) Station.
Get off at KANAZAWA HAKKEI (€31 /\ £&) Station, go to Platform #3, and transfer to a KEIKYU MAIN LINE train
with either a RED or GREEN kaniji sign bound for SHINAGAWA (/i /[) Station.

**Note** If possible, get on one of the last two cars of the train. This will make it easier and faster

to find the entrance to the JR Lines at Shinagawa (%&/!|) Station.

Continue with Step #3 in the directions “From Yokosuka” or the alternative bus route below.

ALTERNATIVE ROUTE by BUS:

**Note** Instead of riding the last two cars of a KEIKYU Line train, ride the first two cars for easy
and fast access to the stairs at the front of the platform at Shinagawa Station.

. At SHINAGAWA Station, go down the stairs near the front of the platform. As you exit the station, look for a

pedestrian overpass directly in front of the station.
Cross the overpass and go to the bus stops in front of Hotel Pacific.
Take Bus #97 at Bus stop #7. The ride will costs ¥200 (exact change needed) and takes about 10 - 15 minutes.
Get off at the TENGENJI-BASHI (REL3548) bus stop. Look back in the direction from which the bus came and you
will see the New Sanno Hotel across the street.

**Note** To be safe, use the pedestrian overpass at the TENGENJI CROSSING.
