Public Works adjusting HVAC controls to winter settings

To ensure compliance with the Energy instruction 4101.1C for stated energy usage goals, Public Works will be adjusting temperature settings starting Tuesday, NOV 1 in all facilities (except critical areas). This policy supports U.S. Navy energy conservation programs. Controls will be set to provide a space temperature of 21 degrees Celsius (70 degrees Fahrenheit). During unoccupied hours, temperature will be set to a lower value. Consider wearing thicker seasonal clothing during the next few months and ensure that doors and windows remain closed to retain heat. Space heaters and portable heating units are not authorized for use.
