	 Sailors from Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) participated in the 
annual Kurihama Perry Festival by performing as historical figures in a parade held 
in Kurihama, Japan July 17.
	 This year, approximately 20,000 
people attended the festival and parade, 
and approximately 95,000 people attended 
the fireworks display.
	 The festival, which is held every July, 
is meant to commemorate the landing of 
Commodore Matthew Perry in Kurihama 
and is sponsored by the Kurihama Tourist 
Association, Kurihama Shopping Mall and 
Yokosuka City.
	 In 1853, Commodore Matthew C. Perry 
visited Japan aboard the USS Susquehanna, 
flag ship of the U.S. Navy East India 
Squadron, accompanied by three war 
vessels to present the Tokugawa Shogunate 
with a letter from U.S. President Millard 
Fillmore. In 1854, the United States 
and Japan signed a treaty of amity and 
commerce.
	 The parade went through Kurihama 
Shopping mall to Keikyu Kurihama train 
station and featured Yokosuka Mayor 
Yuto Yoshida, CFAY Commanding Officer 
Capt. David Owen and other distinguished 
guests, followed by entertainment in the 
form of cheerleaders, marching bands, 
a drum and fife corps and Japanese folk 
dance groups.


	 In the parade, six CFAY Sailors - Chief Religious Programs Specialist Lisa 
Wimbush, Chief Personnel Specialist (SW/AW) John Valentin, Fire Controlman 1st 
Class (SW) Walter Haward, Mater-at-Arms 1st Class (SW) Adladdin Slate, Yeoman 
2nd Class (SW/AW) Tomorror Caine and Cryptologic Technician (Technical) 2nd Class 
Arthur Bailey, dressed as Commodore Perry and his crew in 19th-century-era Navy 


costumes, and waved and shook hands with 
spectators.
	  Unlike other events where Americans 
help celebrate Japanese events or Japanese 
helping to celebrate United States events, 
the Kurihama festival is a good way for 
Americans and Japanese to celebrate a 
historical event that involved both countries.
	  “I like doing events that involve Japanese 
and American cultural history and I think 
that it’s a good experience for me and 
everybody else in Japan,” said Slate, who 
played the role of Capt. Franklin Buchanan 
in the parade. “It helps our relationship with 
Japan. It shows that we are interested in the 
Japanese people and their culture and their 
country.”
	  Slate enjoys participating in local events 
and thinks that others would enjoy the 
experience as well.
	  “Every chance I get, I participate in the 
Japanese parades. I participated in this 
particular parade last year… and it was 
just as fun as it was this year,” said Slate. 
“I would highly recommend anybody from 
the CFAY community, whether they are 
military or civilian, to participate in these 
types of events. If they have an opportunity, 
they need to jump on it.”

USNH Yokosuka deploys staff; reduces Negishi clinic services

	 This summer and fall, nearly 70 medical staff from U.S. 
Naval Hospital (USNH) Yokosuka will deploy in support 
of overseas contingency operations and Navy 
missions worldwide. From Iraq to Afghanistan, 
on land and at sea, USNH Yokosuka Sailors are, 
and will continue to be, on the front lines of the 
United States military mission abroad.
	 As a military treatment facility, these 
deployments occur regularly and are prepared 
for in advance to minimize the effect on 
beneficiaries. However, due to the fluid nature 
of deployments and other workforce shaping 
variables, USNH Yokosuka currently has more 
medical providers deployed than expected. As 
such, some changes to services are anticipated as 
the hospital adapts to operational requirements 
of our Navy and Marine Corps.
	 “It is important for folks to know that we may 
make some changes, but we do so for the benefit 
of our entire community,” said USNH Yokosuka 
Commanding Officer Capt. Kevin Moore. “We 
are committed to caring for their needs no matter 
what challenges present themselves.”
	 Regrettably, one noticeable change will 
be the reduction in services at Branch Health 
Annex (BHA) Yokohama on board Commander 
Fleet Activities Yokosuka, Negishi Housing 


Detachment after Aug. 13. While emergency ambulance 
response will remain, primary care services will no longer be 
offered at that facility. USNH Yokosuka will be consolidating 
those services to the core hospital facility.
	 “We have exhausted all of our options and have no

choice but to reduce services at BHA Yokohama,” said 
Moore. “It’s a shame and I wish we didn’t have to do it, 
but with fewer medical providers on hand right now, we 
need to assign them to the clinics where they can see the 
most patients.”


      Due to the shift of care to the main hospital and 
deployment of medical providers, patients may 
encounter longer wait times for appointments. 
However, USNH Yokosuka is using creative 
solutions to mitigate these potential delays.
   “We are trying to ease the scheduling 
congestion by giving patients more options 
regarding the providers they see,” said Director 
for Medical Services Capt. (Dr.) Treyce Knee. 
“For example, patients under the age of 17 are 
now scheduled to see pediatrics providers who 
can provide more timely access to care than 
the family practice clinic where we are short 
on staff.”
    Other solutions include a special clinic Aug. 
28 for local student’s sports physicals. Sports 
physicals are required annually for many 
students who participate in extracurricular 
activities and regularly clog the clinic schedules 
in the months prior to the start of the school year.
       The community can also help by ensuring that 
patients call the hospital to cancel or reschedule 
appointments 24 hours in advance if they can’t 
make it. Last summer 1,560 appointments were 
wasted due to patient “no-shows.”

	 Defense Secretary Robert M. Gates established a Defense 
Department Comprehensive Review Working Group to 
begin a review of the issues associated with implementing 
a repeal of the law commonly known as “Don’t Ask, Don’t 
Tell” should repeal occur.
	 Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army (Manpower and 
Reserve Affairs), Karl F. Schneider; Deputy Judge Advocate 
General, Headquarters U.S. Air Force, Washington, D.C., 
Maj. Gen. Steven J. Lepper and Senior Enlisted Advisor, 
Office of the Administrative Assistant to the Secretary of 
the Army, Sgt. Major Jeffery Seidel will host an Information 
Exchange Forum (IEF) for Yokosuka family members Aug. 
3 from 9:30-10:30 a.m. in the Benny Decker Theater.
	 During this forum leaders encourage participants to 
engage in an open and honest discussion about issues 
associated with repeal of the law, including impacts, if 
any, on military readiness, military effectiveness and unit 


cohesion, recruiting/retention and family readiness.
	 Following the IEF, working group members will conduct 
small focus groups with family members to focus on specific 
questions. Participants should understand the law commonly 
known as “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” remains in effect and they 
should not disclose confidential information at this event.
	 The working group’s mission is not to engage in debate 
about whether to repeal the law. The mission is to gain a 
better understanding of how repeal might affect service 
members and their families should repeal occur.
	 A plan of action to address the issues involved with 
implementation of a repeal of the law will be submitted to 
the Secretary of Defense no later than Dec. 1, 2010.

George Washington Sailors visit wreckage of ROK ship Cheonan

	 Sailors from USS George Washington (CVN 73) 
(GW) and Carrier Air Wing 5 visited the wreckage of the 
Republic of Korea ship Cheonan July 22 as part of the 
ship’s four-day port visit to Busan.
	 The GW Sailors, who took part, looked at schematics 
and evidence of damage the ship received when it sank 
March 26, killing 46 of the ship’s 104-man crew.
	 “This was an excellent opportunity for our continued 
relationship with Korea and a way to strengthen our 
bonds of alliance,” said GW Executive Officer Capt. 
Daniel C. Grieco.


	 The GW crew flew from Busan to the wreck site in 
Pyeongtaek via a U.S. Army helicopter. The one-hour 
flight gave them an opportunity to not only witness the 
destroyed ship, but also a chance to see much of the 
southern peninsula from the air.
	 “This is an absolutely amazing country,” said Cmdr. 
John Lund, GW engineering officer. “It’s not just the terrain 
that’s beautiful; it’s how they laid out their infrastructure, 
that was amazing to see.”
	 The combined alliance maritime and air readiness 
exercise “Invincible Spirit” involving the Republic of 
Korea and the United States took place in the seas east of 
the Korean peninsula July 25-28.
	 This was a first in a series of joint military exercises 
that will occur over the coming months in the Sea of Japan 
and Yellow Sea.
	 GW is the Navy’s only permanently forward-deployed 
nuclear aircraft carrier, which operates from Commander 
Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) in Yokosuka, Japan. It 
is currently on its summer patrol ensuring security and 
stability in the Western Pacific.

The editor asks:
	 “Did you know that on this date, July 30, 1942, President 
Franklin Delano Roosevelt signed an act establishing Women 
Accepted for Volunteer Emergency Service (WAVES)?
	 “During World War II, more than 80,000 officer and 
enlisted women served in the WAVES to release male naval 
personnel for sea duty.
	 “In August 1942, Lt. Cmdr. Mildred Helen McAfee was 
sworn in as the first female commissioned officer in U.S. Navy 
history to be director of the WAVES.
	 “WAVES served in communications, air traffic control, 
naval air navigation and clerical positions in the continental 
United States, Hawaii, Alaska and the Caribbean. When 
recruiting ended in 1945, there were well over 8,000 female 
officers and some ten times that many enlisted WAVES, about 
2.5 percent of the Navy’s total strength. In some places WAVES 
constituted a majority of the uniformed naval personnel.
	 “After passage of the Women’s Armed Service Integration 
Act in 1948, women were enlisted into the regular Navy, and 
many remained in uniform to help get the Navy into, and 
through, the post-war era.”


Lt. Cmdr. Mildred Helen McAfee, the first female 
commissioned officer in the U.S. Navy, was appointed 
director of the WAVES in 1942.

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Yokosuka Seabee caps 21-year career with retirement ceremony

	 Public Works Department (PWD) Yokosuka Self-Help Project Supervisor and Assistant 
Public Works Officer Senior Chief Builder (SCW) Eric L. Tapia capped a successful 21-
year career as a Seabee with his retirement ceremony at the PWD Yokosuka Self-Help 
facility on board Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) July 16.
	 “Today, we are gathered here to pay a special tribute to Senior Chief Tapia and his 
family upon his retirement following 21years of stellar Navy service,” said Yokosuka Public 
Works Officer Cmdr. Tim DeWitt during his opening remarks. “We are also gathered to 
say ‘thank you’ to his family. We know that you, more than any of us, are vividly aware of 
the sacrifices your husband, your father and our service members made for our country.”
	 During the ceremony, Tapia was awarded his second Navy and Marine Corps 
Commendation Medal for his outstanding performance while serving as construction 
project manager and assistant public works officer (APWO) for PWD Yokosuka from 
August 2007 to July 2010.
	 According to the award citation, he “managed 27 diverse construction contracts with a 
total value of $13 million - including the highly visible and timely renovation of a 35,000 
square-foot warehouse in support of the arrival of USS George Washington (CVN 73) to 
Japan. As APWO he provided phenomenal facility support for Yokosuka’s operational 
command and staff tenants resulting in $55 million worth of sustainment, restoration 
and modernization projects for Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka fiscal year 2011 
maintenance execution plan.”
	 “It has been a long adventure and it’s been great,” Tapia said of his naval career. “I 
have met people around the world. I will miss the camaraderie, especially. I’ll miss all 
those guys... all the training, all the days in the field. There is no way to say how much 
I am going to miss that.
	 “To the young Seabees out there, us old salts will talk about the ‘good old days’ – the 
good old days weren’t always the present days, so when you look back on your time, to 
this day, it’ll be the good old days – remember that.”
	 During his concluding remarks, Tapia emotionally quoted John F. Kennedy, whom 
he stated as one of his favorite presidents.
	 “I can imagine no more rewarding a career. And any man who may be asked in this 
century what he did to make his life worthwhile, I think I can respond with a good deal 
of pride and satisfaction: I served in the United States Navy.”
	 Tapia was born in Las Vegas, New Mexico, and joined the New Mexico National 
Guard in 1981. In 1989 he enlisted in the U.S. Navy and attended boot camp at Navy

Recruit Training Command Orlando, Fla., followed by Builder ‘A’ School in Gulfport, 
Miss. His initial assignment was with Navy Mobile Construction Battalion (NMCB) 
1, out of Gulfport, Miss. His follow-on tours included PWD Naval Facility Argentia, 
Newfoundland, Canada, Naval Air Station Jacksonville, Fla., NMCB 4 (deploying to

DoD to resume restructured Military Spouse Career Program

	 The Military Spouse Career Advancement Accounts 
(MyCAA) program will resume Oct. 25, but with some 
significant changes to the popular spouse employment 
program, the Department of Defense (DoD) announced 
July 20.
	 Changes include a reduction in the amount of 
financial aid, a change in the population eligible to 
receive that aid – from all military spouses to spouses 
of junior service members - and more robust counseling 
services.
	 These changes bring the program, commonly known 
as MyCAA, back to its original intent of equipping 
military spouses of junior service members with portable 
careers, such as in real estate or health care. The program 
was launched in November 2007 for spouses of junior 
service members, and was expanded to all pay grades 
and programs of study in March 2009.
	 “We’re trying to empower, to give spouses in 
particular, an opportunity to be immediately impactful as 
soon as they get into a community,” said Clifford Stanley, 


undersecretary of defense for personnel and readiness. 
“We want to make sure they have opportunities to work 
when they get to a new duty station.”
	 Officials temporarily halted the program Feb. 16, 
pending a top-to-bottom review, after an enrollment 
surge overwhelmed the system and caused the program 
to nearly reach its budget threshold. In March, with the 
review still under way, officials resumed the program 
for the more than 136,000 spouses who already had 
established an account.
	 According to Stanley, the review took time, but 
officials wanted to ensure they could sustain the program 
for the long-term, particularly in light of fiscal realities 
the government is facing.
	 “We want to help people be employed, but at the same 
time we have to be cost conscious,” he said. “The aim is 
to sustain the program, we don’t want to start it and stop 
it. This is something we want to continue because it’s 
important to take care of our families and our spouses.”
	 The previous program offered all spouses of active 
duty service members a lifetime benefit of $6,000 to be 
used for education purposes.
	 Under the new parameters, spouses of junior service 


members can apply for a maximum financial benefit of 
$4,000 for up to three years from the start date of the 
first class, with a $2,000 annual cap. Spouses pursuing 
licenses or certifications requiring an up-front fee of 
greater than $2,000 may apply for a waiver of the annual 
cap up to the maximum benefit of $4,000.
	 Financial aid will be limited to spouses of active 
duty service members in pay grades E-1 to E-5, W-1 to 
W-2 and O-1 to O-2, as well as the spouses of activated 
guard and reserve members within those ranks. Spouses 
of guard and reserve members must be able to start and 
complete their courses while their sponsor is on Title 10 
orders.
	 “Those spouses eligible to receive aid can use 
the money to fund associate’s degrees, licenses and 
certification programs, not higher degrees. The program 
wasn’t intended to support bachelor’s and master’s 
degrees,” Stanley said. “However, spouses pursuing 
higher degrees can explore a plethora of other education 
opportunities, such as scholarships, federal grants and 
the [Post 9/11] G.I. Bill, with the help from Military 
OneSource consultants.”

	 Spouses currently enrolled in the program can continue their participation through 
Oct. 21, when MyCAA will ramp down and prepare for the Oct. 25 launch. As of 
Oct. 25, those spouses who fall within the eligible pay grades can continue their 
program participation. Spouses who no longer are eligible for financial aid still can 
participate by accessing career and education counseling services.
	 “There are still opportunities,” Stanley said. “This one program is just one small 
part of the overall equation of taking care of our family members. It’s an important 
part, but it’s a small part.”
	 To fund the program, officials have budgeted about $210 million for 2010 with 
an increase to $250 million for 2011 due to an expected spike in enrollments. For 
future years, officials are estimating a budget of about $190 million per year.
	 To ensure the vitality of the program, Military OneSource counselors will 
encourage spouses to explore other funding resources, including federal benefits. 
And staffing levels have been increased to handle the anticipated call volume and 
enable more one-on-one counseling with spouses. Officials also will monitor the 
program much closer now to ensure they can maintain it.
	 “The program became wildly popular before, mainly through word of mouth,” 
Stanley said. “People heard about the program and immediately recognized it was 
a good deal. It’s still a good deal. We always tend to look at the glass as half empty. 
We are doing the best we can with what we have – I wish we had a lot more money, 
but we don’t - but this glass is still half full.”

Navy Medical Research begins study to test E. coli vaccine

	 The Naval Medical Research Center (NMRC) will 
soon begin a study to test a new vaccine that could help 
eliminate diseases that cripple armies, put travelers 
in sick beds and cause millions of child 
deaths in undeveloped countries.
	 The Seattle-based group Program 
for Appropriate Technology and Health 
(PATH) and NMRC will collaborate to 
conduct laboratory toxicology testing of 
the vaccine to prevent diseases that cause 
debilitating stomach illnesses.
	 Testing is usually required by the U.S. 
Food and Drug Administration (FDA) 
before a vaccine is tested in humans.
	 “Clearly, a highly effective vaccine 
against enterotoxigenic E. coli (ETEC) 
would solve a large part of the problem 
of infectious diarrhea among the military, 
civilian travelers and children around 
the globe,” said Capt. Stephen Savarino, 
leader of the NMRC research team that 
invented and put into practice the new 
vaccine technology. “We believe this 
vaccine candidate has the potential to 
curtail the number and severity of food-
borne illnesses due to ETEC. It may 
also decrease the risk of post-infectious 
irritable bowel syndrome, which afflicts 
one in 10 who experience travelers’ 
diarrhea.”
	 According to the NMRC research team, 
food borne diseases, including travelers’ 
diarrhea, have been a scourge of military 


operations throughout history. These diseases represent 
a very common communicable threat to United States 
and coalition forces deploying to Iraq and Afghanistan, 
with the potential to degrade force health and operational 
readiness.
	 These diseases also afflict 40 percent to 60 percent of 


the 64 million who travel from industrialized countries 
to lesser developed countries each year. According to 
the World Health Organization, acute gastroenteritis 
is also a serious child health threat in the developing 
world, accounting for 1.5 million deaths annually. In 
each of these settings, ETEC is the most common cause 


of bacterial diarrhea and in severe cases 
can lead to dehydration and shock when 
not treated promptly and effectively.
	 For several years, ETEC has been 
the focus of research by the NMRC 
team. NMRC announced this past March, 
a research and licensing agreement 
with Sanofi-Pasteur to further advance 
preclinical development of the adhesin-
based ETEC vaccine technology. If 
the first-in-human clinical trials show 
that the vaccine is safe and elicits good 
immune responses, it will enable further 
development of a multivalent adhesin-
based ETEC vaccine.
	 “We are pleased to see the collaboration 
with PATH accelerate our clinical 
development of this vaccine. PATH is 
committing their expertise and resources 
to ensure that this study is done to the 
highest standard and to advance a vaccine 
candidate that also has the potential to 
reduce the burden of diarrheal disease 
among children in the developing world,” 
said Capt. Richard L. Haberberger Jr., 
NMRC commanding officer. “In today’s 
research environment, partnering with 
organizations like this is often needed 
to advance development of our products 
through the paces of clinical testing.”

Protecting your skin: Don’t let too much sun spoil your fun

	 Cold weather, short days and big coats are a thing of the past. Summer is here and 
time to enjoy warm weather, long sun-filled days and light, airy clothes.
	 But nothing can ruin summer fun quite like a sunburn. Not only is sunburn a 
painful condition, the skin damage is often permanent and can have serious long-
term health effects.
	 According to the National Institutes of Health (NIH), significant problems are 
experienced by millions of sunburned people each year.
	 TRICARE wants you to be informed of potential risks and ways to protect yourself 
and family members when outside enjoying the summer days.
	 The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommends that you 
protect your skin from sun exposure everyday, not just on sunny days. Exposed skin 
should be protected from excessive sun exposure to the sun’s damaging ultraviolet 
(UV) rays. Many are unaware that UV rays can cause harm on cloudy and hazy days 
as well as bright and sunny days.
	 We have all observed that sunburn can occur in a very short time in light-skinned 
individuals with midday sun exposure. And although a dark-skinned person may be 
less sensitive, sun exposure can burn and damage dark skin, too. Whether light or dark-


skinned, a sunburn can be very harmful. The skin becomes red, painful and tender to 
touch. Blisters may develop hours, to days later. The skin may also peel on sunburned 
areas after several days. For a serious sunburn, you may need to seek medical attention.
	 One serious long-term health problem is the heightened risk of developing skin 
cancer. The NIH reports that skin cancer usually appears in adulthood, but is caused by 
sun exposure and sunburns that began as early as childhood. Unprotected sun exposure 
can also cause premature aging of the skin.
	 So don’t let too much sun exposure spoil your summer fun. To prevent damage, 
the CDC recommends these measures for sun protection:
	 • Use sunscreen with sun protective factor (SPF) 15 or higher –look for both UV-A 
and UV-B protection. Apply it generously, and remember that many brands require 
periodic reapplication if you’re sweating or swimming.  
	 • Wear clothing to protect exposed skin. 
	 • Wear a hat with a wide brim to shade the face, head, ears and neck. 
	 • Wear sunglasses that wrap around and block as close to 100 percent of both UV-A 
and UV-B rays as possible. 
	 • Stay in the shade, especially during midday hours.
	 To help beneficiaries catch potential problems early, TRICARE covers skin cancer 
screening exams for individuals with a family or personal history of skin cancer, 
increased occupational or recreational exposure to sunlight or clinical evidence of 
precursor lesions.

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Power sharing in 
relationships

	 Do you remember playing on the seesaw, or teeter-totter, on the playground 
when you were a child?  It was so much fun going up and down, up and down, 
for endless hours of simple entertainment.
	 The teeter-totter was a great opportunity for socializing on the playground, 
because you quickly found out that it doesn’t work very well all by yourself. It 
takes two (and sometimes more) to make the teeter-totter work.
	 Also, you and your seesaw partner had to match up closely in size and weight. 
But, this is where the fun and creativity of the child’s mind on the playground 
kicks into gear.
	 If you put two small children on one end, to balance out one bigger kid on 
the other end, then you could have even more fun by including more of your 
friends.
	 The seesaw was also one of my earliest lessons in the laws of physics. In 
middle or high school science class, I learned about two objects known as the 
lever and fulcrum.
	 The teeter-totter board is the lever, and the fulcrum is the point upon which 
the board balances or rotates. If the fulcrum is in the middle, then both sides are 
equally balanced, and one child doesn’t have more leverage than the other.
	 Imagine, however, a teeter-totter board that has one side longer than the 
other. The child on the shorter end would have a much harder time making his 
end go up and down, and the child on the longer end could raise and lower her 
end with much greater ease.
	 Once the fulcrum is moved closer to one end or the other, the amount of 
leverage, or power, moves to the advantage of the person who has the longer 
end of the lever.
	 Now, let’s shift gears and apply this example of the seesaw to our significant 
relationships.  Some idealists would say that, in order for a marriage to work, 
power must be shared equally between the two partners at all times - the 
“fulcrum” must remain in the middle, and the “seesaw” must be balanced at all 
times. That may be ideal, but it is not realistic. There will be times when one 
partner in a couple will have more power and influence than the other.
	 The spouse who is on active duty may have more power when it comes to 
deciding upon the next duty station, state, or country the family will move to, 
and therefore occupy the “long end” of the seesaw. However, the non-military 
spouse may have more power and influence in choosing a home or the kid’s 
schools, once the family has arrived in the new location.
	 A mean prank that my friends used to pull on the playground would be for 
one child to jump off the seesaw at the moment he or she was on the “down” 
side, leaving the other child on the “up” side to fall suddenly, slamming their 
end of the seesaw to the ground.
	 When one person holds the power to make decisions that affect the whole 
family (in other words, sits on the “long end” of the seesaw), then that person 
must be trusted to use their power in the best interests of everyone involved.
	 If you are the one who is holding power, be sure to listen very carefully and 
be attentive to the needs of your spouse and family. If you are on the “short” 
end of the seesaw, then it is up to you to clearly communicate your needs and 
help your spouse make those difficult decisions.
	 Marriages and significant relationships last longer, and are strengthened, 
when power and influence is used lovingly and appropriately, and especially 
when power is not abused. Also keep in mind that, when circumstances in life 
change for either spouse, then the position of the “fulcrum” can change as well, 
and there can be a shift in power that occurs within the marriage.
	 Above all, keep talking to each other and building up that trust which is 
essential to any healthy relationship. Remember, a teeter-totter can be a whole 
lot of fun, as long you “play nicely” with others. God bless!


Navy embraces diversity with 
employee resource groups

	 The chief of naval personnel (CNP) has a goal to reach that is both lofty and 
obtainable - to demonstrate that the U.S. Navy is an organization ranked among the 
top 50 best employers.
	 Vice Adm. Mark Ferguson believes one way to improve the Navy’s competitive 
advantage is by integrating a part of corporate America into the Navy mindset with 


the creation of employee resource groups 
(ERGs).
     “Employee resource groups are widely 
used by top performing organizations 
in order to gain broader perspective on 
policies and practices desired by or affecting 
employees,” said Ferguson. “The groups 
also serve as a means for employees to 
connect with peers and consider issues to 
stimulate positive change at the individual 
and management level.”
    The ERGs have support not just with 
military leaders, but with senior civilian 
leaders in the Navy as well. Assistant 
Secretary of the Navy for Manpower and 
Reserves Affairs Juan Garcia recently 
addressed a joint gathering of the 
Association of Naval Services Officers 
(ANSO) Washington, D.C., chapter and the 
Hispanic ERG of the Office of the Chief 
of Naval Operations N1 (Manpower and 
Personnel).
     “By 2030, we set a goal of having a 
flag pool, that is, post-major command O-6 
(captains), that looks like America,” said 
Garcia. “ERGs are the engines that are 
helping us get there.”
    In the fall of 2008, Ferguson asked 
the Navy Diversity Directorate to create 
employee resource groups. The first ERG 
was soon established with a focus on 
women. In December 2008, the Hispanic 
ERG and Asian Pacific Islander ERG 
were formed. In 2009, an employee 
resource group for African Americans was 
established.
    “We want to emulate the successful 


organizations to serve our Sailors more effectively and give our leadership a better 
understanding of the concerns of the entire Navy team - military, civilian and contractor,” 
said Lt. Cmdr. Michael Files, special assistant to the assistant deputy chief of naval 
operations for manpower, personnel, training and education, and action officer for CNP 
African-American ERG.
	 While the ERGs focus on encouraging employees who are diverse to participate, 
all employees are encouraged to attend. The inclusiveness of ERGs is stressed because 
the issues they address affect every member of the Navy. Their primary goal to date has 
been to focus on professional development and mentoring.
	 Files said it’s beneficial to have employees of like minds coming together and 
addressing issues that impact them.
	 “In a large setting that is more diverse, some employees may be reluctant to speak 
up, but if allowed to form ERGs, there is more support among peers to address issues 
that impact an employee’s professional environment and development,” said Files.
	 In the two years since the ERGs were formed, there have been successes and areas 
that need more focus, but the overall goals of improving diversity and giving employees 
a greater voice are showing progress.
