	 The JROTC students three-day training event ended 
with the last day of competition between the platoons, 
which included marching and sports competitions.
	 One volunteer instructor, Operation’s Specialist 1st 
Class Timothy Jones, said he felt the event was about 
teaching leadership skills and showing the young adults 
a different side of life.
	 “You really see the recruits change in those three days,” 
said Jones. “I really hope it will help them learn from my 
experiences and become better young men and women.”
	 Many of the volunteers said they felt a parental 
responsibility for the teens, at times teaching them 
about military life, at other times serving as a father or 
mother figure for them.
	 “My father set a good foundation for my life and 
was always there for me,” said Jones. “We teach them 
to never give up, to never quit or be too proud to ask 
for help.

CNIC Immunization Policy for Child and Youth Programs 
(CYP) – A recently published policy memorandum from CNIC 
establishes that all children six months and older who attend 
Navy CYP programs are required to receive the annual influenza 
vaccine effective immediately. This is in accordance with the 
Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP), which 
recommends the annual administration of the influenza vaccine for 
all persons six months and older. Additionally, CYP professionals, 
regular volunteers and child development home providers shall 
obtain appropriate immunization against communicable diseases 
in accordance with recommendations from the ACIP, which 
includes the annual administration of the influenza vaccine. 
The requirement for appropriate immunization is a condition 
of continued employment or active participation in the CYP 
program.

Medical Home Port Program – U.S. Naval Hospital Yokosuka 
recently implemented the Medical Home Port program which 
introduces a new model of patient and family-centered healthcare 
delivery for primary care.  The model emphasizes team-based 
healthcare, with the patient being essential to the team and 
establishes the provider/patient relationship as paramount.  
This leverages other members of the primary care team to also 
actively participate in patient care. Since its implementation, it has 
become necessary to balance the number of patients assigned to 
each provider based on current availability and scope of medical 
practice across three primary care clinics - Family Medicine 
Clinic, Pediatrics, and Internal Medicine Clinic.  Because of this, 
some patients will receive notification of a change of assigned 
Primary Care Manager and clinic that best suits your medical 
needs.  Inherent to implementing the new program are challenges 
to changes that the patients may experience.  These changes 
are necessary to align patients and providers appropriately and 
distribute workload to ensure the best possible access to care.  We 
sincerely apologize for any inconvenience that this may cause.

George Washington Sailors celebrate Thanksgiving


Lassen Sailors continue Thailand flood relief efforts

	 LOP BURI, Thailand – Sailors from the Arleigh Burke-class guided missile destroyer 
USS Lassen (DDG 82) continued providing flood relief assistance and disaster relief to 
Thailand during a combined services project at Watsanamchai Temple School on. 
	 Since arriving on the 16th, Sailors have been providing assistance to victims of flooding 
that began in late July, claimed hundreds of lives and left many without food, water and 
basic supplies. 
	 Twenty Sailors from Lassen combined forces with personnel from the U.S. Marines, U.S. 
Army, U.S. Air Force and the Royal Thai Army to help rehabilitate the school. The school 
suffered heavy water damage inside and on the surrounding compound. Flood water still 
surrounded the entire town as the team approached their destination.  
	 During the day, the team helped students and faculty members of the school remove 
water damaged furniture and equipment from the school’s cafeteria.
	 The floors and walls were then scrubbed down, as the team worked to remove stains and 
watermarks. The grounds of the school were also raked free of debris and major obstacles 
such as fallen trees. 
	 Although they had participated in other community service projects supporting the 
flood victims, for many of the Sailors, this was their first time seeing the full extent of 
flooding damage left on the community. “We saw water up to four feet in some areas,” 
said Lt. Nicholas Fleming. 
	 Many Sailors said they were encouraged by the results of their hard work after the event. 
Hospital Corpsman 3rd Class Sebastian Kayser said it was a great feeling knowing they did 
something positive for people who needed help. 
	 “It was definitely one of the most satisfying things I’ve done since I’ve been in the Navy,”

he said. “I felt like I really made a difference in someone’s life.”

	 今年の初夏に訪れた清津峡では、八木沢集落から5キロ地点
の高石沢が雪解けによって増水し、どうしても渡渉できずにやむ
なく敗退した。そこで水量が減少する晩秋を待って、再挑戦すべ
く出かけてみた。


 	 前回の記事（6月17日号）と重複するが、清津川は新潟・長野・
群馬の県境に聳える分水嶺・白砂山を主源流として佐武流山、
苗場山、谷川岳連峰など豪雪の山々の源流水を集め、十日町で
信濃川に合流して新潟市街から日本海へと注いでいる。清津
峡は清津川の湯沢町八木沢から十日町小出に至る長さ12キロ
の山深い両岸切り立った岩壁の間を流れる峡谷で、黒部峡谷、
大杉谷と並んで日本三大峡谷に数えられている。わたしが中学
生の頃だったか、「日本の渓谷」という写真集に掲載されていた
清津峡の深いＶ字峡谷に感銘を受け、いつか訪れてみたいと
願っていた。しかしその機会もないまま、1988年に清津峡で起
きた落石事故のため、峡谷沿いの登山道は閉鎖されてしまった。
その後、清津峡温泉に完成した遊歩道トンネルによって、ふたた
び峡谷の一部を見ることができるようになったが、長さ750メート
ルの観光用トンネルの見晴台4箇所から眺めるだけではまった
く物足りなかった。塚本閣治「上信越国境の山」（昭和21年刊）
によると、清津峡は黒岩沢付近よりＶ字峡谷の奇岩奇勝が続く
と解説されており、現
在の遊歩道トンネル終
点から2.5キロほど上
流域に、この峡谷の核
心部があると考えられ
る。そこで初夏に清津
峡温泉から新たに作ら
れた満寿山の尾根沿
いの登山道を探り、ま
た上流の八木沢集落
から沢沿いの道を歩い
てみたが、どちらからも
核心部には行き着け
なかった。今回の山旅
ではなんとしても少年
の頃写真集で見た、あ
のＶ字峡谷をこの目で
眺めてみたいと強く思
うのであった。
	 深夜に自宅を発って
関越道を飛ばし、夜明
け前に越後湯沢八木沢
集落に到着。まだ暗い
中をさっそく出発した。
なにしろ長い一日にな
ることが予想されるの
で、時間はあまり無駄
には出来ない。ザック
の中身はカメラ二台と三脚一式、昼食とガソリンコンロ、レイン
ジャケットなどでかなりの重さであるが、水が補給可能な沢沿い
のコースなので、水筒は1リットルの小さいものにした。出だしは
五ヶ月前に歩いたばかりの整備されたハイキングコースで何の
不安もなく、ヘッドランプの光を頼りに暗い森の中をがんがん
飛ばしていった。ザックには熊除けのベルを取り付け、加えて数
分毎にホイッスルを鳴らしながら歩く。熊は冬篭りぎりぎりの時
期なので、用心に越したことはない。30分ほど歩いて大峰の原


水と名付けられた水場に着き、美味
しい水で喉を潤し休憩した。少しず
つ空は明るくなり、雲が赤みを帯び
てきた。
	 八木沢からほぼ1時間ほど歩い
た頃、熊よけのホイッスルに反応
してなにやら森が騒がしい。だん
だん近づいてくる鳴き声はサルの
ようだ。構わずそのまま進んでいく
と、薄暗い森の倒木の上に、二匹
のサルが背中を向けて静かに前方
を見ている。そしてわたしを挟んで
後方の森からは、サルの群れがけ
たたましく鳴き声を上げている。ど
うやらわたしは群れの真ん中に入
り込んでしまったようだ。そしてな
んと道の前方には、一匹の大きな
サルが岩の上に座って、じっとこち
らを見ているではないか。観光地
にいるエサねだりの人馴れしたサ
ルと違い、この連中はより野生に近
いので、ひとつ対応を間違えれば
襲撃されるのではという不安が頭を
掠めた。岩の上のボスらしきサルの
表情をチラッと窺うと、彼もかなり緊
張しているように見える。ここはなに
よりサルを興奮させないことが肝心
なので、ボスザルと目を合わせない
ようにして、ゆっくりゆっくりと通り過ぎて事なきを得た。
	 しばらく行くと栄太郎峠分岐点と書かれた道標があり、ここか
らハイキングのメインルートとなる栄太郎峠経由越後湯沢ロー
プウェー駅方面への道と別れる。案内板にはここから鹿飛橋ま
では上級者向きコースと標されているが、途中沢が崩壊した地
点の高巻きにはロープが張られているので難なく通過でき、八
木沢集落から2時間で鹿飛橋に到着した。前回来たとき橋の欄
干は雪の重みで破壊されないように外されたままだったが、いま
は登山シーズン中なのでしっかりと取り付け
てある。鹿飛橋には、この先は悪路のため一
般のトレッカーはここで引き返すようにと、警
告の立て札が置かれている。鹿飛橋からの
眺めは上流下流ともに両側の岩壁が迫っ
て深い谷を形成し、峡谷らしい景観を見せ
ている。晩秋とあって、初夏に訪れた時と比
べると水量は少なくやや迫力に欠けるが、
周辺は紅葉最盛期で全山錦繍の彩だ。
	 鹿飛橋からの登山道は荒れた箇所もあ
って歩きにくくなるが、踏み跡ははっきりし
て迷うようなことはない。30分ほどで高石
沢に出た。前回はここで増水した沢に阻ま
れて、敗退したのであった。今は静かな流
れを見せる高石沢だが、どこも幅があって
飛び越えることは難しく、足を濡らさなけれ
ば渡渉出来そうにない。すぐ下に大きな滝
が待ち構えているので、なるべく上流地点
から渡ろうと試みたが意外と水深は深く、渡
り始めたとたん水中の岩に生えた苔に足を
滑らせ、あっという間にひっくり返ってしまっ


た。重いザックが水の流れ
に引っ張られ、なかなか起
き上がれない。必死でなん
とか対岸に渡ったが、全身
濡れ鼠になってしまった。幸いザックの中身は
濡れてなかったが、着替えもないのでそのまま
歩いて乾かすことにする。今日はとても暖かい
ので助かった。歩くたびに靴からブシュブシュと
水が出てきて気持ちが悪い。この先は未知の領
域なので、より慎重に進むとしよう。
　相変わらず道は悪く、しかも峡谷は樹林に邪
魔されて木々の間からしか見えないのが残念
だが、周囲の紅葉はとても素晴らしい。鼻と呼ば
れる八木沢と清津峡温泉の中間6キロ地点を過
ぎ、しばらく水平な道を歩いてから沢に下ると足
尾沢橋だった。八木沢から7キロ、約4時間で到
着した。ここからは初夏に登った満寿山が真正
面に見える。コンクリートの立派な足尾沢橋を
渡り、日当たりのよい場所を選んで昼食にする。
マッチが濡れてしまったので、乾かしてからガソ
リンコンロに火をつけ、コーヒーを淹れるため
に湯を沸かすが、どうしたことか沸く寸前にケト
ルがひっくり返えり、お湯は地面に流れてしまっ
た。沢に下りて水を汲みなおしふたたび火にか
けるが、今度はコーヒーが見当たらない。どうや
ら車に忘れてきたようである。なんと間の悪い
日だろうか。仕方なく持参のパンをお湯で食べ
ることにする。のんびり日向ぼっこを楽しみなが


らパンを食べていると、ブーンという羽音がした。先ほどもスズ
メバチを見かけたので用心していたが、なんといま胡坐をかい
た足元にいるのは、まぎれもなくスズメバチだ。まずいことに濡
れた衣服を乾かすために下着以外は脱いでしまったので、肌の
露出部分が多くてかなり危険な状況である。スズメバチは左腕に
止まり、そしてゆっくりと歩きだした。ここは下手な動きをすると刺
される恐れがあるのでじっとしていると、今度はパンの袋にたか
った。菓子パンの匂いに惹かれているようだ。ゆっくりと袋の口を


閉めると、やがてどこかに飛び去った。スズメバチに対処するには、
静かに気配を消しているに限る。こちらは何も悪いことをしていな
いので刺されるいわれはない筈だが、騒いだり払ったりすれば仲
間を呼んで集団で襲ってくる可能性もある。よく秋の山でスズメバ
チによる被害が報告されるが、そのほとんどはハチの巣の存在に
気づかずに近くで人間がむやみに騒いだことにより、刺激された
ハチが防御本能を発揮して襲ってくるようである。巣は至るとこ
ろにあると考えて行動すべきであり、またひとりでもパニックに陥
って騒いだり逃げたりすればハチの攻撃を招きやすいので、グ


ループ登山のときはより注意す
る必要がある。
　さて足尾沢橋から先は急登と
なって、初夏に清津峡温泉側か
ら登った満寿山から延びる日向
の肩に突き上げている。この足
尾沢から日向の肩までの途中
に、二十数年前まで清津峡温泉
に続いていた道の痕跡が見つ
かれば、それを辿って清津峡核
心部の黒岩沢へ近づくことがで
きる筈である。あまり高度を上
げすぎると沢から離れてしまう
ので、古い写真を参考に沢との
距離をチェックしながら急斜面
の藪を進むが、どこにも踏み跡
らしきは見つからない。ザック
を置いてザイルだけの空身で
2時間近く探したが無駄骨だっ
た。晩秋の日は正午を過ぎてだ
いぶ傾き始めている。そろそろ
帰路につかないと途中で日が暮
れてしまう。清津峡核心部の景
観は、またもや幻となってしまっ
たようだ。心残りはあるが、来年
また挑戦するつもりで撤退した。


　今回を含め三回の探索で、清津峡温泉と鹿飛橋の間で一度も
人に出会わなかった。登山ブームといわれながら、人が集中す
る山が限られているのはもったいない話である。清津峡のよう
な素晴らしい峡谷は、多くの人が見られるようにすべきだろう。
現在の満寿山に登るコースでは沢から離れてすぎて、峡谷の核
心部を展望することはできないので、足尾沢橋から清津峡温泉
まで黒部峡谷のように岩壁に道を穿って探勝コースを作ったら
どうだろうか。八木沢と小出の両方の登山口に温泉があり、この
豊かな資源を生かせば多くの登山客を呼ぶことが出来るはずで
ある。わたしは下山後、八木沢から数分の三俣温泉に立ち寄って
登山の汗を流した。山から下りて温泉に浸れるのは本当にありが
たい。いで湯によって疲れきった身体は癒され、今日の苦闘も楽
しく思い出されるのであった。

この地図による岩場の表示を見ると、やはり黒
岩沢周辺が清津峡の核心部だと分かる。峡谷沿
いの点線がかつての登山道である。この古い地
図では満寿山が万寿山と表記されている。（昭
和45年刊「日本の渓谷」より）


今回の山旅のフィナーレは三俣温泉。八木沢集落から数分の距離
にあり、ゆっくりと登山の疲れを癒やすことが出来た。


八木沢集落を夜明け前に出発して7キロの山道をひたすら歩きと
おし、苦闘4時間で到着した足尾沢合流地点から眺めた満寿山と
清津峡。満寿山の真下あたりが清津峡核心部の黒岩沢付近だと
思われるが、ここから先は沢沿いには行けず、念願の核心部に
近づくことは出来なかった。

	 More than 18,300 boxes of Girl Scout cookies

	 “Receiving the cookies has an immediate and 
positive effect on shipboard morale. Candidly, you 
may not see Sailors jump at the chance to join a 
working party, but with the pier side delivery of Girl 
Scout cookies there does not seem to be a shortage of 
volunteers,” Chapple added.
	 “Last year, in the Japan area, we distributed nearly

	 Known as “Operation Thin Mint,” San Diego 
Girl Scout troops and their cookie customers have 
purchased and sent more than 1.6 million boxes of 
Girl Scout cookies and colorful cards and notes of 
thanks to deployed troops serving in Afghanistan, 
Iraq, Africa, Japan, Korea, and the Arabian Gulf, 
western Pacific and Indian Ocean since 2002.
	 Mayflower Moving Company of San Diego stored 
the cookies prior to shipping and American President 
Lines generously provides free shipping overseas. 
Upon arrival in Japan, NAVSUP FLC Yokosuka 
and DLA Distribution Yokosuka orchestrate their 
transfer to the warfighters.
	 “During the last five years the men and women 
serving on forward-deployed naval-force ships 
in Yokosuka have been treated to a taste of home 
courtesy of the San Diego-Imperial Council of Girl 
Scouts and the wonderful citizens from the city of 
San Diego,” Denny said.

	 Afloat Training Group Western Pacific (ATGWP) Yokosuka held its semiannual 
bazaar in Yokosuka Middle School’s gym Nov. 20.

	 A four-member team from the Department of Defense (DoD) Voluntary Protection 
Programs (VPP) Center of Excellence (CX) recently visited U.S. Naval Ship Repair 
Facility and Japan Regional Maintenance Center (SRF-JRMC) Oct. 24-28, 2011 and its 
Sasebo detachment from Oct. 17-20 to conduct a thorough VPP CX Star Assessment.
	 The purpose of the assessment 
was  to  p rov ide  in fo rmat ion  and 
recommendations to the Deputy Assistant 
Secretary of the Navy for Safety that may 
be used to determine if SRF-JRMC will 
receive the Secretary of the Navy Award 
for Safety Management Excellence 
Outside the Continental United States 
(OCONUS).  This Navy award is the 
equivalent of the Occupational Safety 
and Health Administration’s Voluntary 
Protection Programs (VPP) Star Site 
Status awarded to U.S. industry.
	 The multi-day VPP CX Star assessment 
consisted of an opening conference, 
document review, walkthrough of 
worksites, employee and management 
interviews, gap analysis and action plan 
report, and a closing conference.
	 “Our team reviewed safety and health 
program documentation, interviewed 
almost 100 employees about safety and 
health, and performed safety checks in 
almost every SRF work area in order to 
determine if the four elements and 81 
sub-elements of the VPP criteria had been met,” said Allan Butler, the team leader. 
	 “It was a tough audit for us,” said SRF-JRMC Safety and Occupational Health 
Division Head, Hitoshi Kato. “To receive recognition as a Navy VPP Star Site, we 
have to pass 81 OSHA requirements. Receiving a VPP Star Site recognition means 
that SRF-JRMC is one of the Navy’s safest commands and that we have a highly 
effective safety program, program implementation and sustainment, strong leadership 
and aggressive employee involvement.”
	 Each requirement has three stages. The first stage is developing a VPP instruction 
and a Standard Operation Procedure (SOP), the 2nd stage is making a plan to 
implement the instruction/SOP, and the 3rd stage is the actual implementation, 
follow-up, and effectiveness evaluation, according to Kato. 
	 Kenichi Yokoi, a member of the Safety and Occupational Health Division, 
accompanied VPP Inspectors as they interviewed shop employees. Yokoi said, 


“Our SRF-JRMC safety standards follow the strict Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration and the Navy Safety and Occupational Health Program Manual 
requirements.”
	 The DoD VPP CX team has been working with SRF-JRMC since December 
2008 in achieving a VPP Star Site safety and health program. There are many 
reasons for achieving Star Site Status, but SRF-JRMC became interested in the 


safety improvements at the U.S. Naval 
Shipyards after they had all become 
OSHA VPP Star Sites, according to 
Cap. Steven Stancy, the SRF-JRMC 
commanding officer.
   “SRF-JRMC is a unique organization 
because approximately 90 percent of the 
workforce is MLC (master labor contract) 
Japanese employees.  So it was not easy 
to explain the unique MLC issues, such as 
medical surveillance, occupational injury 
and illness reporting and compensation, 
employee performance evaluation, 
disciplinary actions, and Union relations, 
to the DoD VPP CX team,” said Kato.
      Butler said that there are many aspects 
to a strong safety program, but there are 
five key factors that must exist to be a 
Star Site. Management must lead the way 
and provide example, policy, procedures, 
and resources for establishing a safe 
work environment; There must be a high 
level of employee involvement in safety 
including at least three meaningful ways 
for all non-supervisory employees to 


participate in the safety program; There must be a strong worksite hazard analysis 
program which involves safety staff, industrial hygienists, occupational health staff, 
and others; There must be a strong program for preventing and controlling hazards 
in the work area such as hazardous material data sheets, lockout/tag out procedures, 
preventive maintenance programs, crane safety, and emergency action plans; There 
must be a strong training program in which employees and managers are trained 
properly on how to perform their safety responsibilities.
	 Lead inspector Christopher Chaffin, who visited various worksites said, “I was very 
impressed by the safety and health program at SRF-JRMC. Especially, how well the 
Japanese and American workers work together. I think the extra effort both groups make 
to overcome the challenges with language and culture makes the work environment 
extremely corporative and results in high levels of employee involvement. Employee 
involvement in safety is one of the key characteristics of a VPP Star organization.”

	 米国防総省自主的保護プログラムセンター(DoD VPP CX)
よりコンカレント・テクノロジー・コーポレーション社の構成に
よる4名のチームが、10月24日から28日までの5日間、VPP 
CXスターサイト(最優良事業所)視察監査を行うために艦船
修理廠及び日本地区造修統括本部(SRF-JRMC)を訪問した。
	 監査の主な目的は、SRF-JRMCの米国外における優秀安全
管理を対象とした米海軍長官賞の受賞を左右する監査情報
と推薦を米海軍長官補佐に提供することであった。この賞は
一般企業に認可されている米国労働安全衛生局のVPPスタ
ーサイトと同等なものである。
	 5日間の監査は監査開始会議、資料調査、作業場回覧、従
業員と監督者へのインタビュー、ギャップ分析・是正計画レ
ポート、監査終了報告会議で構成されていた。
	 「我われのチームは安全衛生プログラム資料に目を通
し、安全衛生について約100名の従業員にインタビューを行
い、VPPの基準である4つの要素と81の副要素が満たされて
いるかを判断するためにほとんど全ての作業場を回り安全検
査を行いました」とチームリーダーのアラン・バトラーさんは
述べた。

	 「私たちにはとって厳しい監査でした」と安全労働衛生課
課長の加藤等さんは話し、こう続けた。「米海軍VPPスターサ
イトとして認可を受ける為に、米国労働安全衛生局の81も
の項目に合格しなければなりません。VPPスターサイトの認
可を受けるということは、SRF-JRMCが米海軍の中でも効果
的な安全プログラムを持ち、それを実施し維持する力とプロ
グラムに積極的に係わる従業員と強力なリーダーシップの
協力関係ができている最も安全な部隊の1つである証しと
いうことです。」
	 加藤さんによると、個々の項目は3つの段階がある。1つ目
はVPP指示書と標準作業手順の開発。2つ目は指示書と標準
作業手順実施計画の作成、3つ目は実際の実施、追跡検査、効
率性の評価である。
	 安全労働衛生課の従業員である横井健一さんは工場従業
員にインタビューしたVPP監査員に同行した。「SRF-JRMCの
安全基準は厳しい米国労働安全衛生法と米海軍安全衛生
規則に準拠しています」と横井さん。
	 SRF-JRMCの VPPスターサイト安全衛生プログラムの獲
得に向けて、SRF-JRMC はDoD VPP CXチームと2008年12
月から一緒に取り組んできた。SRF-JRMC司令官スティーブ
ン・スタンシー大佐によると、VPPスターサイト獲得に意欲を

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Embracing anticipation

	 The holiday season is once again upon us. This is a time bustling with 
social events and celebrations. This is also a time known to Christians as the 
season of Advent. Advent is when we prepare to celebrate the birth of Jesus 
Christ. Many do this with fasting and prayer. Some read and meditate upon 
the sacred scriptures of the Bible.
	 Advent constitutes the four weeks before Christmas and is the first 
season of the church year. It is not only intended as a time of preparation for 
remembering the coming of Jesus Christ at Christmas, but also as a time of 
anticipation for his promised second coming at the end of history. Advent is 
a Latin word for “coming” and was translated into Latin from the Greek word 
parousia. Parousia is the word used throughout the New Testament to refer to 
the Second Coming of Jesus Christ.
	 The Advent season is as old as Christianity itself. A form of Advent is 
believed to have been observed by the apostle Peter and the very first followers 
of Jesus Christ. However, the earliest Advent practices did not culminate with 
Christmas but with the Epiphany, which takes place on Jan. 6. Christians in the 
west celebrate the Epiphany as the adoration of Jesus by the Magi. Epiphany 
in the east celebrates Jesus’ baptism in the Jordan River. With the shaping of 
the Christian calendar in Constantine’s Rome in the 4th Century, we see the 
formation of the Advent that is practiced in our present day, which culminates 
with the celebration of Christmas.
	 To a society that predominantly sees the weeks before Christmas as a 
time for shopping and parties, it might seem that Advent observances, such 
as prayer, devotional reading and meditation, are a bit out of sync with the 
times. The reality is that they probably are. They appear to be more inline 
with the ancient practices of the Christian faith. And while there are many 
reasons that could be proposed to commend these practices, I would like here 
to reflect on what I see as a primary one, and that is the benefit that comes 
from embracing anticipation.
	 Ours is a society that more often than not ops for the easiest or most 
expedient solution to life’s problems. Where our needs and wants are 
concerned, we are the “microwave society.” Out television shows and movies 
teach us that most problems can be solved and conflicts resolved in two 
hours or less. As children of the Enlightenment, we pride ourselves on self-
improvement and self-empowerment. We tend to confront those aspects of 
life that are out of our control—and there are many—as areas for the science 
and technology of the future to conquer. Whether it’s the realization of world 
peace (that has evaded us since the beginning of the human race) or the cure 
for the common cold, we see life’s challenges as a threat to the advancement of 
our modern lives. To be sure, we’ve scored many successes along this course, 
but, an unfortunate byproduct has been that many of us have developed into 
people with less patience and tolerance than our predecessors. While we can 
benefit from faster and more productive lifestyles, we must recognize that these 
solutions do not address the developments of character, such as an awareness 
and acceptance of our human limitations. Advent runs intrinsically against 
the grain of this quick-fix philosophy. In Advent we acknowledge a need for a 
savior, to save us from the perils of this world and to save us from ourselves. 
This requires that we admit that we cannot solve all of our problems alone 
but must rely on God’s help.
	 In Advent when we anticipate the first coming and final coming of our 
Savior, who is God’s solution to the human condition. We acknowledge that, 
no matter how technologically advanced or scientifically enlightened we 
become, we cannot engineer and manufacture this help.
	 In Advent we embrace the anticipation of our journey toward a bright 
future with God.
	 Embracing this process of not instantly possessing our goal but looking 
and preparing for it, we develop our character and our spiritual selves. And in 
the anticipation of Advent we find truly meaningful fulfillment in the arrival 
and celebration of Christmas Day.


Japanese group honors 
lives lost in war on Guam

	 SANTA RITA, Guam (NNS) -- Association (SPMA) and Japanese War Veterans 
Association, visited U.S. Naval Base Guam (NBG) Nov. 18 to pay homage to Japanese, 
American, and Chamorro service members and civilians killed during World War II. 
	 Led by Buddhist priest, Rev. Ryusei Tsutsui of the Kawasaki-Daishi Heiken-ji 
Temple in Kawasaki, Japan, the group held a prayer ceremony and laid a wreath at 
the Orote Peninsula battlefield, an area where some of the most intense battles for the 
liberation of Guam from Japanese occupation occurred July 21, 1944. 
	 “In this area more than 3,000 Japanese soldiers died,” said Seiichi Eto, newly 
elected president of SPMA, speaking through a translator. 
	 NBG Commanding Officer Capt. Richard Wood said visits like these are an 
important part of the Navy’s Cooperative Strategy as the force evolves into a 21st 
century sea power. 
	 “Every year we have guests from Japan who come here who are either guests 
or, in some cases, descendants of veterans who fought on the island of Guam,” said 
Wood. “Now, we’re allies with the Japanese; we’re friends with the Japanese, so we 
know how important it is to honor their war dead as well.”
	 Wood added an important part of this strategy is based on principles of cooperation, 
partnership and trust between the United States and other nations. 
	 The tour was organized through a collaborative effort between NBG and SPMA 
and included a visit to other historical sites on base related to WWII. 
	 These sites included the amphitheater built by Japanese prisoners of war in 1946 
and the Dadi Beach Japanese Defense Fortification manned during the Japanese 
defense of Guam during the American forces landing July 1944.
