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Safety, Health, Environmental Fair kicks off summer

Statistically, there are increased injuries and fatalities
during the summer months. Commander Fleet Activities
Yokosuka (CFAY) hopes to reduce, or thwart summer

mishaps by raising awareness through
events such as its 5th annual Safety, Health
and Environmental Awareness Fair held
May 25.

“With the arrival of summer, many
of us are going to start working and
playing outside a lot more in the heat
and humidity,” said CFAY Commanding
Officer Capt. David Owen, during his
opening remarks. “Last summer, between
Memorial Day and Labor Day, there
were 28 Sailors and Marines, who,
unfortunately, died and they all could have
been averted in what they were doing.

“We need to refresh our memories on
how to keep ourselves safe. We need to
remember things like ORM (Operational
Risk Management). It does not only apply
at work, but also at home,” Owen said.

The event marks the beginning of a
concentrated, proactive stance that CFAY
takes regarding the safety of its service
members, civilians and family members.

“This is the kickoff of our 101 Critical
Days of Summer campaign,” said CFAY
Safety Officer Kordeen Kor. “We brought
people in from a series of different vendors
to be able to provide information to the

by Japanese police, a demonstration on the effects of
alcohol by CFAY Security, and CNFJ Regional Fire
Department provided an earthquake simulator and fire
prevention tips.

Providing the information is only the first elements in

promoting safety, these elements rely on
implementation by community members.

“[People should] make sure they are
in shape for what they want to do,” said
Kor. “Make sure they have done their
operational risk management; that they
have gone through and identified any
hazards or potential hazards; that they
have assessed those; they’ve made a risk
decision and that they’ve implemented any
controls that are necessary to make sure
they can be safe.”

Being mindful of your surroundings,
assessing hazards and setting measures for
things within you control can go a long way
in helping people to remain safe.

“I challenge you all to help each other
by helping our families, our friends, and
other members of our community, in
preventing these tragedies that can occur
when people don’t manage a risk,” said
Owen.

“Being safe is something we take
seriously. Whether you’re driving a vehicle,
or playing softball... the last thing we want
is to lose friends or family members to
something that they could have avoided,”
Owen added.

Sailors, volunteers help preserve Yokohama foreigners cemetery

Sailors from Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) Negishi Housing
Detachment, volunteers and Girl Scouts from West Pacific Troop 161 Negishi, took part
in an annual cleanup project at the Yokohama Foreigners General Cemetery May 25.

Volunteers spent hours raking leaves, pulling weeds, pruning bushes and trees and
clearing pathways during the early morning.

Upon their completion, the volunteers searched through the more than 4,000 grave
sites and placed new American flags on each U.S. service member’s grave. This service
is performed by the Sailors biannually, around Veterans Day and Memorial Day.

Lt. AsaKim, officer in charge of CFAY Negishi Housing Detachment, said the cleanup
he and the volunteers took part in is a constant reminder about the sacrifices made by the
brave men and women who wear the U.S. military uniform.

“We wanted to make sure we did our part in keeping the markings and memory of our
service members beautiful, they deserve it,” he said. “Today is a constant reminder of the
overseas service that was put forth for our freedom. Even though we are not in the states
we cannot forget the support from home and appreciate those service members who came
before us.”

The Japanese government-owned cemetery grounds, which cover more than 20,000
square meters and contains approximately 4,200 graves, has been in use by the area
foreign community since 1854 when a Sailor from one of the ships under the command
of Commodore William Perry was buried on the hill overlooking Yokohama.

Today, people from more than 40 countries are buried at the cemetery. Most of the
deceased helped establish the city of Yokohama. Many of the foreigners who founded area
schools and colleges also rest here.

Sailors who volunteered said the experience is one any Sailor should take part in and
something they will always remember.

“This is my fourth time taking part in this cleanup project and every time | come, it
makes me feel good about helping those who served our country overseas,” said Culinary

Navy Zero Tolerance Policy of Drug and Alcohol Abuse
— Drug and alcohol abuse is costly in terms of lost man hours and
unnecessary administrative and judicial processing and is a critical
draw down on morale and esprit de corps. Zero tolerance recognizes
that drug and alcohol abuse is incompatible with the maintenance
of high standards of performance, military discipline and readiness,
and is destructive to the Navy effort to instill pride and promote
professionalism. Navy policy states “There will be zero tolerance
of drugs and alcohol abuse. The abuse of alcohol and the illicit or
improper use of drugs by Navy members can seriously damage
physical and mental health, may jeopardize their safety and the safety
of others, and can lead to criminal prosecution and discharge under
less than honorable conditions.” All personnel are responsible and

fully accountable for their personal activities relating to drug and
alcohol abuse and for any substandard performance or illegal acts
resulting from such activities.

DBIDS Registration — Don’t forget to register in the Defense
Biometric Identification Data System (DBIDS)! Due to the updated
Non-combatant Evacuation Operation (NEO) plan and increase in
force protection and random anti-terrorism measures, all military,
civilian employees, Navy contractors and their family members
including children 10 years of age and older, Master Labor Contract
(MLC) employees and local contractors onboard Y okosuka Base or
assigned to afloat units are required to register in DBIDS. Personnel
who are currently registered in DBIDS but have changes to their
profile must come in and update their information. The DBIDS
registration office is located at the main gate inside building 1495.
Additional DBIDS registration locations are at the Community
Readiness Center and Personnel Support Detachment Yokosuka.

Commander 7th Fleet lauds legacy of Japanese battleship Mikasa

A former Japanese Imperial Navy battleship moored as a museum in Yokosuka is a
strong symbol of Japan’s naval heritage and of the U.S. Navy’s friendship with the Japan
Maritime Self-Defense Force (JMSDF), according to the U.S. 7th Fleet commander.

Vice Adm. Scott Van Buskirk spoke May 27 at a
ceremony commemorating the 50th anniversary of the
preservation of the Mikasa, 106 years after it served as
flagship for Adm. Heihachiro Togo during one of the most
important operations in naval history, the Battle of Tsushima.

“All of us in the U.S. Navy are extremely proud of our
association with the Mikasa and with Adm. Togo’s legacy,”
said Van Buskirk. “And we are extremely proud of our
alliance with Japan, and with the JMSDF.”

Togo, widely considered to be one of world’s greatest
naval heroes, positioned the Mikasa to lead the combined
Japanese fleet into a decisive naval victory against Russia.
The Russian fleet lost 21 out of 38 Russian ships, with
seven captured, six disarmed, 4,545 Russian servicemen
dead and 6,106 taken prisoner, while the Japanese only
lost 116 men and three torpedo boats. A pre-dreadnought
ship named after Mount Mikasa in Nara, Japan, Mikasa
stands as the last remaining example of its kind anywhere
in the world.

Van Buskirk explained how Togo and the Mikasa
were associated with the U.S. Navy via Adm. Chester

Nimitz, a lifetime admirer of Togo who considered himself a “disciple” of the Japanese
admiral. After the war in 1957, Nimitz learned from Japanese friends that the Mikasa
had fallen into a state of disrepair and was being used as a bar and dance hall. He wrote
an impassioned article for the magazine Bungei Shunju reminding the citizens of Japan
of Togo’s great victory and how important it was in their and the world’s naval heritage.

He donated the 20,000 yen he received for the article to
start what became the Mikasa Preservation Society.

Van Buskirk noted that the ceremony was not just about
the ship, but also about the strong bonds of friendship
between the combined forces of the U.S. Navy and the
JMSDF, which are built on the recognized and accepted
principles that make a naval power for a nation critical
to its maritime success. Van Buskirk cited Operation
Tomodachi, which saw 7th Fleet forces assisting their
JMSDF counterparts to deliver disaster relief to northern
Japan following the devastating tsunami in March, as a
powerful example of the strong relationship.

“During Operation Tomodachi - and in my daily
interaction with Vice Admiral Takashima and Vice
Admiral Kuramoto - | observed the JMSDF closely in
what was an incredibly difficult mission, and I recognized
that Togo’s spirit lives on,” said Van Buskirk. “As the men
and women of the JMSDF operated under intense physical
and emotional stress, they were at their best, never
wavering in their focus, in their devotion to the mission’s
success, and in their sense of duty to their nation.”
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Preparedness essential during Japan’s typhoon season

Commander Fleet Activities
Yokosuka (CFAY) is preparing for
typhoon season, which occurs in Japan
from spring to fall. Typhoon season
officially runs from June 1 through
November 30.

Regardless of the season, everyday,
the Sailors who work at the Naval
Oceanography Antisubmarine Warfare
Center (NOAC), Yokosuka are watching
the forecast.

“We provide weather forecast services
for CFAY and CFAS (Commander Fleet
Activities Sasebo), and we also provide
oceanography support to ships within the
7th Fleet AOR (area of responsibility),”
said Aerographer’s Mate 1st Class Travis
Muth, NOAC public affairs officer.

When a typhoon starts to form, the
Sailors at NOAC are some of the first
people to see it.

“We provide a local weather
forecast and also, based on how fast
the storm is moving, we will provide
TCCOR (Tropical Cyclone Condition of
Readiness) recommendations for CFAY
to set,” said Muth. “We start at TCCOR
IV and work our way down from IIl, 11
and | as the storm approaches Y okosuka.”

There are four TCCOR levels and
five other advisories. The highest level
is TCCOR | with a threat of destructive
winds of 50 knots or greater within
12 hours. TCCOR 1 advises residents
to move fragile items away from all
windows or cover them with plastic
and tape windows. TCCOR Il warns
of destructive winds of 50 knots or
greater within 24 hours. TCCOR Il
anticipates the same destructive winds
within 48 hours, and TCCOR |V predicts
destructive winds within 72 hours. Once
TCCOR IV is declared, each command
is responsible for completing a checklist
to ensure that all relevant personnel are
notified. TCCOR All Clear indicates that
a threat of severe weather is over.

Tropical cyclones are more commonly
called typhoons in the Pacific Ocean.
Local weather information can be found
via the Commander Fleet Activities
website at www.cnic.navy.mil/yokosuka,
or by tuning in to base informational
channel 15 or weather channel 16.

“Destructive winds are sustained
wind speeds of 50 knots or more and
are one of the major concerns when a
typhoon is forecast for the CFAY area.

When TCCOR 1V is announced that’s
when you want to start preparing,” said
CFAY Commanding Officer Capt. David
Owen. “That’s when you want to start
tying down items that are outside that
could get blown away. That’s when you
want to start getting supplies in case you
don’t have everything. Usually, a good
rule of thumb is make sure you have
enough to sustain yourself for 48 hours.”

In a typical year, the Yokosuka area
could be threatened by 8 to 10 typhoons,
though not all those storms pass over
the immediate area and they vary in
strength. Service members and families
are advised to be prepared for potential
weather emergencies.

According to Commander Navy
Installations Command (CNIC), To fully
prepare, create one or more emergency
kits that include enough supplies for at
least three days. There are six basic items
that should be included: water, food, first
aid supplies, clothing and bedding, tools
and items for medical conditions. Have
one gallon of water per person, per day
and non-perishable food.

Local maps, a family emergency plan
and an all-hazards weather radio enable
residents to respond to an emergency more
quickly. Other essentials are dust masks,
personal sanitation supplies such as moist
towelettes, garbage bags and plastic ties,
according to the CNIC website.

According to the American Red
Cross, the items should be stored in an
easy-to carry container and kept in an
area where they are easily accessible in
the event of an emergency.

Possible containers include a large,
covered trash container, a camping
backpack or a duffle bag. Make sure
every member of the family knows where
the kit is. It is important to regularly
evaluate the kit and its relevance to
the threats in the area. Throw away
and replace any expired or damaged
medications, food or water.

According to Muth, excessive rain
or a high sea state can also cause
destruction during a typhoon.

“The winds from the storm drive the
seas and can cause a high storm surge,”
said Muth. “A storm surge is a large
wave or series of waves that are caused
by large storms like typhoons. The waves
and rain can cause flooding so that is also
a concern during a storm.”

Rain is the other major concern
during typhoons. Cities are mostly
paved with little area for rain water to

“This yearly celebration of the
educational theories of Dr. Howard Gardner
has grown into an international cultural and
recreational festival which is unanimously
thought of as a highlight of the Sullivans
School year,” said Sullivans Elementary
School public affairs representative and
fourth-grade teacher Steve Parker, in a
school press release. “The festival is the
brainchild of Dr. Andre Elliott, a former
teacher at Sullivans who has since moved
on but left awonderful legacy behind him.”

Gardner formally introduced his theory
of multiple intelligences in his 1983 book
“Frames of the Mind.”

According to Gardner’s website, the
theory covers six intelligences:

* Linguistic intelligence involves
sensitivity to spoken and written language,
the ability to learn languages, and the
capacity to use language to accomplish
certain goals.

 Logical-mathematical intelligence
consists of the capacity to analyze problems
logically, carry out mathematical operations
and investigate issues scientifically.

* Musical intelligence involves skill
in the performance, composition and
appreciation of musical patterns.

* Bodily-kinesthetic intelligence entails
the potential of using one’s whole body or
parts of the body to solve problems.

* Spatial intelligence involves the
potential to recognize and use the patterns
of wide space and more confined areas.

* Interpersonal intelligence relates to
the capacity to understand the intentions,
motivations and desires of other people.

Additionally, intrapersonal
intelligence entails the capacity to
understand oneself, to appreciate one’s
feelings, fears and motivations.

“We know that kids learn in different
ways,” Elliott said. “Some learn by
touching. Some love to listen and then,
maybe from listening, they can make music.
Some Kids love, what we call, kinesthetic
activity. They like to move their bodies and
they feel good when they do that. However,
most of us are visual, we look at something
and we want to try it out.”

According to Parker, the festival
included classical guitar demonstrations by
Michael Symonette, who teaches several
instruments at the Community Center, a
roller derby demonstration presented by the
Sushi Rollers, a local based, female roller
derby team and Taiko (drum) performances
presented by Kathy Korcal.

“Our host nation contributed a hip
hop dance class from Hana Japan and
the Sparkling Spurs, a Japanese Country
and Western dance group, taught the
children line dancing formations,” said
Parker. “Japanese cultural classes were
taught [such as playing the] koto (harp)
[and] shamisen (lute), [teaching] ikebana
(flower arrangement), origami (paper
folding), tea ceremonies, Japanese story
telling, kimono wearing, calligraphy,
mochi pounding and zen ga (painting) by
members of the Yokosuka International
Association, Sullivans host nation
teachers and others.”

Sullivans third-grade student Ashlynn
Knight, really enjoyed learning to play
traditional Japanese songs on the koto. She
recommends other kids learn to play the
instrument as well.

“They should have the opportunity of
trying this, because it’s awesome,” said
Knight. “It’s fun to listen to the sounds.”

According to Elliot, most children
have childhood dreams such as being an
astronaut, athlete, a musician or firefighter,
however, as adults, how many actually live
out their childhood dreams?

athletic or musical ability. To become
an athlete or musician a person needs to
actually play a sport or instrument.

“l would encourage kids to not take the
route of [the video game] “Guitar Hero”
and pretend they can play [the guitar],”
said Elliot.

The editor asks:

Did you know, Father’s Day, a holiday that honors fathers worldwide and
celebrated in the United States on the third Sunday of June, originated in the
United States in 1910, shortly after the country began celebrating Mother’s

Day?

Credit for originating the holiday is generally given to Sonora Smart Dodd of
Spokane, Wash., whose father, a Civil War veteran, raised her and her five siblings
after their mother died in childbirth. She is said to have had the idea in 1909
while listening to a sermon on Mother’s Day, which at the time was becoming

established as a holiday.

Local religious leaders supported the idea, and the first Father’s Day was
celebrated June 19, 1910, the month of the birthday of Dodd’s father. In 1924
President Calvin Coolidge gave his support to the observance, and in 1966,
President Lyndon B. Johnson officially proclaimed it a national holiday.
Observance on the third Sunday of June was decreed by law in 1972.

Although it was originally largely a religious holiday, Father’s Day has been
commercialized with the sending of greeting cards and the giving of gifts. Some
observe the custom of wearing a red rose to indicate that one’s father is living or
a white rose to indicate that he is deceased.

lkego Town Hall meeting addresses
community’s gquestions, concerns

The following is the question and answer session from the Ikego Housing Detachment Town Hall meeting
held May 17:

Q: If we are to experience blackouts in Ikego, how will we know in advance? Additionally, we hear
public announcements in Japanese and we don’t know what is being said. Who can we contact to find out
what is being said in the announcement?

A: When Tokyo Electric and Power Co. (TEPCO) puts out a Rolling Blackout schedule, it will be
posted on the base channel 15, our Facebook page and the Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY)
website. You can contact the Ikego Housing Detachment Fire Department and ask for a bilingual speaker
to explain what the announcement said.

Q: Can we get designated areas for smokers? Some of us are getting secondhand smoke into our
apartments from those who are smoking on their balconies?

A: This request cannot be supported. There is no Navy policy prohibiting smoking on balconies in
military family housing. Residents are expected to be good neighbors and talk with each other and find
solutions. Often, it may only be a matter of compromise and shutting a window temporarily. If the residents
concerned cannot come to an agreement, then they should contact housing for assistance. Housing will help
mediate between the occupants, as needed. There is currently not enough of a demand to secure smoking
on all balconies, as a general policy.

Q: Can we get the bathrooms on the main playground opened?

A: This action is completed.

Q: Can we get the pool rules posted in a better location where they can be plainly seen by everyone and
enforced by the life guards without them randomly modifying them?

A: Yes, there will signs posted clearly at all pools this summer and guards will be trained on the rules
so that they are enforced consistently. If a patron notices any inconsistencies in the enforcement of these
rules, contact Amy Jo Jenkins at 243-5052.

Q: Can we get some kind of tarp covering on the playground to provide shade?

A: This request cannot be supported. Costs associated with the purchase, installation and high maintenance
requirements of covers at playgrounds make this request impractical. Permanent canopies present a significant
safety hazard during typhoons or other high wind events due to their large sail area. As portable devices,
they are subject to removal and, or replacement often (during high winds) resulting in additional costs that
cannot be readily supported with current limited financial resources.

Q: Can we get gates for the playground?

A: This request is approved. Housing will submit projects to have playgrounds fenced and gated.

Q: What can be done about the large number of unsupervised children at the playgrounds and too many
older kids climbing on top of the playground equipment?

A: A Supervision of Children and Curfew statement will be published.

Q: What can be done about the large number of stray animals?

A: Base security will deploy additional animal traps in support of this need.

Q: Can the bubble gym stay open on rainy days?

A: The indoor Sprung Structure Gymnasium will be open during the summer months (once school is out)
on Tuesdays, Thursdays, Saturdays and Sundays from 2 to 6 p.m. These days and times were determined
based on historical use of the facility and also to avoid conflicts with Youth Sports and Youth Center
programs. If there were in fact days in the past where the facility did not open during scheduled hours, we
apologize for the oversight. If you notice this in the future contact John Benningfield or duty manager at
the Purdy Fitness Center at 243-5398.

Q: Why do we need to submit a request to the Yokosuka Housing Office to use a party room here?

A: You don’t. You request at housing here in lkego and they send the request to Yokosuka.

Q: Can | start a private yoga business on base?

A: Unfortunately, it must be contracted through Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR).

Q: Why is the Child Development Center (CDC) waiting list not moving even though there are people
on the list that are no longer here?

A: The CDC is short-staffed. They cannot take people off the list unless they are notified officially that
they are no longer here.

Q: What is the base doing to support the urgent need for energy conservation?

A: By not scheduling any sporting events at night and turning off lights in parking garages. Additionally,
energy conservation tips have been publicized in the Seahawk, on Facebook, the CFAY website and channel
15. We welcome your ideas and suggestions as well.

Q: Can important information be delivered door to door? Can we designate a door-to-door “Smile” person?

A: Unfortunately, this request cannot be supported as we don’t have the manning.

Q: | feel Ikego is third-rate to Yokosuka. What can be done to improve this?

A: It’s unfortunate that you feel that way. Significant efforts are made by CFAY leadership and the installation
officers in charge (OIC) to provide the same or equitable standard of living of all of its residents of Yokosuka,
Ikego and Negishi. However, because Yokosuka is the larger of the facilities, it can accommodate more activities
than its smaller detachments. The OIC offices are always open to recommendations that will make on base living
better keeping in mind that all recommendations may not be feasible for economical or logistical reasons.

Q: Can the Housing Office leave a note to say they are going to be entering a resident and give a week
or so notice to give the resident a chance to contact housing? That way housing can enter the unoccupied
units to turn off or unplug electrical items to save power.

A: There is a current process to address this situation. Occupants are required to leave notification with
housing when they are absent from quarters for seven days or longer. When notification is made, residents are
reminded to turn off all electrical appliances and lights. If a resident notices that neighbors are temporarily
absent from quarters, and have left lights on, then they should notify housing as soon as possible. Housing
will take the authorized action to secure these lights.

Q: Is it possible for us to switch from a five-day, eight-hour a day work week to a four-day 10- hour a
day work week? This could save a lot of electrical power.

A: Thank you for your suggestion. Switching the work week for U.S. civil service and Japanese master
labor contract employees is more difficult for overseas installations than it is for bases in the United States.
For master labor contract employees, which are the bulk of the installation work force, CFAY is mandated to
comply with Japan labor laws, which do not readily accommodate compressed work schedules with regards
to work hours, leave and other conditions of employment. We are however, considering other alternatives to
conserve energy and stagger peak hour consumption.

SRF leadership holds Strategic Plan mid-year progress review

More than 40 U. S. Naval Ship Repair Facility and Japan
Regional Maintenance Center (SRF-JRMC) Executive
Steering Committee (ESC) members from Yokosuka and
Sasebo gathered at the Chief Petty Officer’s Club here May
10-12. For three full days, the ESC conducted a thorough
mid-year progress review of the SRF-JRMC 2011 Strategic
Plan — an event often called a “Deep Dive.” SRF-JRMC
ESC membership includes command leadership, department
heads, group masters and other select members, to provide a
mix of military, civilian, Japanese and American experience
and insight.

“The main purpose of the ‘Deep Dive’ is to conduct an
in-depth review of each of our Tactical Goals (TG)to know
exactly where we are, what we have left to do, and to ensure
we are on schedule in executing the 2011 Strategic Plan,”

said Alicia Akashi, SRF-JRMC head of Strategic Planning.

SRF-JRMC Commanding Officer Capt. Steven Stancy
reviewed the three core processes of execution during
his opening remarks — People, Strategy and Operations
processes. In basic terms, the Strategy process defines the
destination, the Operations process defines the pathway,
and the People process identifies who will make it happen.

“While the Tactical Goal leader must be intimately
familiar with all these processes, the TG leader is not the
only one involved in the execution,” said Stancy. “All ESC
members are accountable for executing the strategy. All
ESC members participate in putting the operations plan in
place. That is why all the ESC members are participating
in this event. We cannot meet our Strategic Goal unless all
ESC members practice the discipline of execution at all
levels. For SRF-JRMC to successfully execute the Plan,
we must view execution as a discipline that is integral to
strategy. Execution is the major job of every SRF-JRMC

ESC member and employee. Execution must be a core
element of SRF-JRMC culture.”

According to Akashi, the Deep Dive provided a forum
for face-to-face discussions among Yokosuka and Sasebo
members, Japanese and American ESC members, and
between each of the five Tactical Goal teams, to promote
mutual understanding.

“The discussions permitted each ESC member to express
his or her point of view,” said Akashi. “This helped the
teamwork at peak performance in establishing a plan to
accomplish the remaining action items needed to reach our
goal. ESC members were mindful of cultures and took time
to understand differences.”

Sasebo Group Master Paquito Matsuo, said that the Deep
Dive is an invaluable tool, allowing senior management to
meet face-to-face and discuss how to work hand-in-hand
to meet the SRF-JRMC Strategic Goal.

“ESC members from both Yokosuka and Sasebo held

constructive in-depth discussions. Although each Tactical

Goal is equally important, we focused on Advanced
Industrial Management (AIM) to ensure coverage of
all aspects needed to prepare successfully for AIM
implementation by the end of September. Capt. Stancy
directed the ESC members ensure all information is
delivered to the deck plate,” Matsuo said.

According to Kenji Seto, a Strategic Division
Management analyst, each TG team leader presented the
status of any outstanding actions items. And, each TG
leader also addressed what help and support are required
to complete tasks as scheduled.

“It was important for each ESC member to have a
common, in-depth understanding of the way ahead, as well
as the risks and barriers to accomplishing the command’s
goals. Thisenabled the ESC to identify and prioritize tasks
to work more aggressively,” said Seto.

In his closing remarks, Stancy declared the Deep Dive
very productive.

“The TG leads briefed the status of their action items.
All ESC members contributed to the discussion that helped
promote ownership and commitment to the plan ahead.
The SRF-JRMC Strategic Plan is important because it
will ensure our future readiness to support 7th Fleet,” he
said. “To borrow a Stephen Covey term, the Strategic Plan
allows us to ‘sharpen our saw,” so we can prepare for the

Q: What is the status of the new teen center?

A: The building in nearly completed, however, the fire suppression system still needs
to be installed. The cost of this has pushed the budget past what local approval allows.
MWR and Naval Facilities Command Far East are working on a solution to bring the
cost within budget. Once this is done, work will resume. At this point, a firm completion
date is still to be determined. Without a fire suppression system the facility cannot be
used for child and youth programs, which is why this portion of the project is so critical.

Q: Will there be swim lessons offered this summer?

A Yes. MWR has contracted with Camp Adventure again this summer for instructors
to teach lessons. Due to delays in getting the contract in place and the current shortages
with our own staff, the number of lessons offered may be reduced slightly.

Q: How will summer camp and swim lesson registration take place?

A: Summer camp and swim lesson registration will take place June 4 at Purdy Fitness
Center. A lottery system will be used for this year’s camp registration. We will hand
out lottery numbers between 7:30 and 8 a.m. Customers that show up after 8 a.m. will
be given a number in the order they arrive and will not be eligible for the lottery slots.
Lottery numbers will be drawn starting at 8 a.m. to determine order of registration. There
is no need to arrive before 7:30 a.m.

Q: Why aren’t there any Group “X” classes in Ikego?

A: We have Yoga classes already scheduled and are working on getting Zumba
sometime this summer. The latest information on Group “X” classes is available at http://
mwryokosuka.wordpress.con/ in the Fitness section. With that said, it’s been difficult to
find instructors that want to teach in Ikego. We will continue to try and offer incentives
to instructors but there are some things folks can help us with. If you are interested in a
particular class, contact Brent Grubb at 241-3077. If there is strong interest in a class, it
helps attract instructors. MWR is also holding a certification course for Personal Training
and Group Exercise instructors in September. Anyone interested in becoming an MWR
instructor should contact Brent Grubb.

Q: Why can’t we make campground reservations in 1kego?

A: Our Outdoor Recreation program uses a reservation software that is being set-up in
Ikego at the MWR office. We anticipate this being done in the next couple of weeks. We
will notify the OIC office for inclusion in his newsletter once this is in place and staff is
trained. This information will also be available at http://mwryokosuka.wordpress.com.

Q: Can something be done about the dust that blows off of the dirt ball field in Ikego?

A: This has always been a challenge in regards to dust. We attempt to keep the field
watered at least daily, but this must be done manually as there is no irrigation system
installed in these fields. During sunny days in the summer, there is no way to keep this
field damp enough to keep the dust from blowing. With that said, we keep the dirt mix
with a high percentage of clay, so this mitigates some of the issue. We will try to increase
the frequency during the upcoming months. However, during the hotter periods, you’d
literally have to spray continuously to keep it damp or saturate to such an extent that it
would becoming muddy and unplayable.

Q: Is the MWR Focus Magazine still being published?

A: Yes, but only a digital version in .PDF format. This can easily be downloaded
at http://mwryokosuka.wordpress.com/ Informational. With the recent migration of
the CFAY CNIC website to a new format, MWR is unable to publish some of our
marketing in the same format as on the old site.

A: The Ikego OIC Office is currently working on a plan.
