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Anti-smoking law 
expands in Japan

	 Expanding on the 2002 Kenkouzoushinhou, 
or Health Promotion Law, which banned 
smoking in central government and other public 
buildings, Kanagawa prefecture is enacting the 
Kanagawa Prefectural Government Ordinance 
on Prevention of Exposure to Secondhand 
Smoke in Public Facilities April 1.
	 The new ordinance sets concrete rules and 
regulations for facility managers to follow 
in regards to smoking in public spaces and 
will also set fines for individuals smoking in 
nonsmoking areas and for facility managers 
who do not comply with the new ordinance.
	 According to the ordinance, public areas are 
divided into class 1 and class 2 facilities. Class 
1 facilities, which include, schools, hospitals, 
theaters, movie theaters, sports facilities, retail 
shops, financial institutions, et cetera, will not 
allow smoking anywhere on the premises and 
will be required to post no smoking signs at 
the entrances of the facilities. Class 2 facilities, 
which include restaurants, amusement arcades, 
et cetera, may allow or prohibit smoking 
in the facility. However, any facility that 
allows smoking will be required to post signs 
informing customers of the smoking policy of 
the individual shop and ensure that smoke in 
the smoking area is properly ventilated out of 
the building and does not enter into designated 
nonsmoking areas and ensure that smoke in 
the smoking area is properly ventilated out of 
the building and does not enter into designated 
nonsmoking areas.
	 The ordinance is intended to protect 
nonsmokers and especially minors under 
the age of 20 from the harmful chemicals 
in secondhand smoke. According to www.
tobaccoatlas.org, secondhand smoke remains 
one of the world’s most critical environmental 
health hazards, leading all other lethal indoor 
air contaminants - including wood fires, 
asbestos particles and radon. Smoke-free 
policies are necessary to protect children from 
a serious health hazard - environmental tobacco 
smoke. In order to protect every child’s right 
to a healthy future, adult smoking needs to 
be highly regulated or eliminated, especially 
among parents and expectant parents.
	 The National  Cancer Inst i tute l is ts 
the harmful consequences of exposure to 
secondhand smoke on their Web site, www.
cancer.gov. According to the site, The U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency, the U.S. 
National Toxicology Program, the U.S. Surgeon 
General and the International Agency for 
Research on Cancer have classified secondhand 
smoke as a known human carcinogen (cancer-
causing agent). Approximately 3,000 lung 
cancer deaths occur each year among adult 
nonsmokers in the United States as a result of 
exposure to secondhand smoke.

	 The Brownies, who are based in Yokosuka, made the 
donation to the USO following a two week book drive which 
netted more than 400 different books specifically collected 
for the USO Lending Library.
	 “The girls decorated donation boxes and we put them out 
at the Navy Exchange to collect books because we heard the 
USO was running low,” said Troop Leader Tricia Marino. 
“We know Sailors come into the USO and take books [out to 
sea] with them, so we wanted to help restock their supply.”
	 USO Director of Programs and Marketing Vernichel 
Tharps accepted the donation on behalf of the organization 
and was on hand to see the Brownie’s excitement when 
they started piling the shelves high with donated texts and 
realized that their own parents might be the true beneficiary.
	 “It’s amazing,” said Tharps. “They learned that the books 
they collected are going to the Sailors and a lot of them say 
‘my dad’s on a boat!’, so they got the connection.”

College 101 for Spouses first step to degree

	 Spouses at Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka 
(CFAY) got a look into educational opportunities offered to 
them during a class held at the Navy College Office Feb. 10.
	 The class, ‘College 101 for Spouses,’ is a two-hour 
session offered once a month and provides spouses with 
resources so they can begin working towards a college 
degree or complete a preexisting degree. The class describes 
in detail programs like the Military Spouse College 
Advancement Accounts (MyCAA) and the Post 9/11 G.I. 
Bill.
	 “It’s tailored to the spouse to show them that, as military 


spouses, there are resources out there that are available just 
to them,” said Cynthia Cross, the regional senior education 
technician from CFAY Navy College Office.
	 The class was started by Cross and so far CFAY is the 
only installation in the world offering this type of class 
specifically for military spouses.
	 “The highlights are the MyCAA program and the 
Post 9/11 G.I. bill, which gives huge financial incentives. 
MyCAA gives a free $6,000 and the Post 9/11 G.I. bill gives 
many other benefits for tuition.”
	 Cross believes that living overseas is a perfect 
opportunity for spouses to begin or complete a degree.
	 “If they’re sitting at home and the excitement of Japan has 
kind of worn off it’s a great time to get started in something 
new,” said Cross. “My goal is just to empower them to know 
the resources that they have available. Being overseas in a 
small community like this, it is a great opportunity to further 
develop them selves both professionally and personally.”
	 Commander U.S. Naval Forces Japan Ombudsman 
Nizzah Bradley attended the class to help advance her 
education and to gather information to give to other spouses.
	 “I’m taking the class because I think there are a lot of 
spouses that are not aware of the avenues that are available 
to them to get a free education,” she said. “We always see 
the news that the cost of education is going up but there are 
a lot of roads that are available to the military that aren’t 
necessarily available to the average person, and I think that 
by taking this class I can push that information out.”
	 Cross says that spouses who want to attend the class 
should contact the Yokosuka Navy College Office.
	 “I would recommend this class to anybody out there who 
is thinking about going back to school,” Bradley added.

Q: During the Martin Luther King Jr. weekend I observed 
no less than four Navy Exchange (NEX) rental vans being 
used by base facilities workers as work vans. After inquiring, 
I learned that these vans have been continually re-reserved 
and rented as work vans from the NEX for continual periods 
of more than 100 days each. As these vans are continually in 
high demand for families (especially during holidays), can 
anything be done to give priority to families when reserving 
these rental vans ahead of facilities workers?  There are few 
other viable options for families trying to rent vehicles here.


A: There are three vans that we currently have out as long 
term rentals. All three of these vehicles were reserved and 
rented by authorized patrons.  As of now, we do not have a 
policy in place that limits the period of time that any vehicle 
can be rented.  We operate on a first come, first served basis.  
It is recommended that authorized patrons wanting to rent a 
vehicle make a reservation as far in advance as possible.  This 
is especially important during holidays and long weekends.  
The size of our fleet is not based on the needs for holiday 
weekends.  The number of both vans and sedans is established 
based on overall occupancy percentage for the year.


Q: When will the U.S. Embassy come back to Yokosuka Base 
for passport processing?


A: Generally speaking, “fee passport services” (tourist passport) 
are limited to U.S. Embassy, Consular Section Tokyo.  On 
special occasions like CFAY, United States naturalization 
ceremony, also commonly referred to as a citizenship ceremony, 
the U.S. Embassy, consular Section does provide “outreach” 
passport services on location (Chapel of Hope). U.S. Embassy, 
Consular Section, Passport Branch provide a wide range of 
passport services to Americans in Japan.  Passport services 
are located at 1-10-5 Akasaka, Minato-ku, Tokyo 107-8420.  
Appointment system for American Citizens Services are 
available Monday-Friday, 8:45-11:45 a.m. and 2-3:45 p.m., 
except Wednesday afternoons and on Japanese or U.S. public 
holidays. If you can produce your current passport, it was issued 
to you for full validity after age 16, and was issued within the 
last 15 years, we strongly recommend that you apply by mail. If 
this category describes your situation but you still wish to apply 
in person, you must nevertheless fill out and submit the DS-82 
Application for Passport by Mail.  Commander Fleet Activities 
Yokosuka, Fleet And Family Support Center representatives 
have scheduled a key meeting with the U.S. Embassy, Consular 
Section, to review the possibility for Family Assistance Support 
Team office personnel to process tourist passports.

	 USS George Washington (CVN 73) (GW) recognized several key players of the 
week Feb. 5 for outstanding professionalism in the performance of their duties.
	 As GW, the Navy’s only forward-deployed aircraft carrier, undergoes a selective 
restricted availability (SRA), members of several organizations have come together to 
make a difference in keeping the “Spirit of Freedom” mission-ready and in the highest 
possible material condition.
	 The weekly “key player” awards are based on nominations from workers’ parent 
commands: Puget Sound Naval Shipyard (PSNS), Ship’s Repair Facility (SRF) 
Yokosuka, the Yokosuka-based contractor Sumitomo Heavy Industries, and GW ship’s 
force. GW 
	 Commanding Officer Capt. David A. Lausman, PSNS Project Superintendent Chris 
Hughes, and SRF Project Superintendent Nick Giannoukakis presented the awards 
during an all hands call in the aircraft carrier’s hangar bay.
	 “These key players have gone above and beyond what’s expected or required of 
them,” said GW Chief Engineer Cmdr. John Lund. “In some form or another, they’ve 
displayed great initiative and outstanding work that’s been recognized by both their 
peers and their supervisors.”
	 The following workers and Sailors were recognized:
	 • Kouichi Yagami of SRF Shop 51, was recognized for his supervision of Electrical 
Work Zone 2 115-volt receptacle upgrade. Yagami’s supervisors said that his strong 
leadership and exceptional dedication has resulted in production progress currently 
ahead of schedule.
	 • Operations Specialist 2nd Class Greg Luebbert of GW Operations Department 
currently supervises 28 Sailors on the ship’s lagging team, who have completed 500 
separate jobs covering 9,050 square feet. Luebbert was praised for exceptional initiative 
and a can-do attitude which has led to 100 percent production with minimal rework.
	 • Yeoman 3rd Class Zachary Tillman, assigned to GW Reactor Department, created 75 
red space control badges, including conducting security checks and verifying projected 
rotation dates. He was commended for his efforts in controlling Sailor access to restricted 
spaces, allowing critical work in these spaces to continue.
	 • Tony Crew, PSNS and Intermediate Maintenance Facility Code 260 Engineering 
and Planning, has devoted numerous long hours to ensure that work on the No. 1 main 
engine critical path job has run smoothly, providing deckplate assistance to mechanics 
and handling urgent issues swiftly and efficiently.
	 Lund emphasized the high level of organization and teamwork which goes into a 
successful maintenance availability.
	 “We’ve come together as a team here to provide the maintenance necessary for the 
ship to return to full operation and continue our mission here in the western Pacific

Ocean,” he said. “On an annual basis, we provide 195,000 man-days of work. If you 
break that down, that’s a lot of work that we’ve got going on.”
	 More than 600 shipyard workers from PSNS and approximately 600 worker from 
SRF, mostly Japanese nationals, are currently working on GW, in addition to the 1,500 
Sailors working on shipboard teams dedicated to lagging, tiling, welding, preservation, 
and door and valve repair.
	 Lund said the importance of teamwork goes above and beyond the maintenance 
efforts, and spoke about the long history of partnership in support of the Treaty of Mutual 
Cooperation and Security between Japan and the U.S. in this its 50th Anniversary year.
	 “There’s a lot that goes into the partnership between our two countries with respect 
to the importance of being able to work together,” Lund continued. “We’ve always got 
exceptional and outstanding support from our Japanese partners in both the maintenance 
part of our mission as well as our operational mission.”

	 According to DAC Instructor Robert “Gene” Byrd, the logistic support provided 
by CFAY Safety Office personnel was superb and the idea of bringing this training to 
Japan was well thought out and saved valuable funds for individual commands.
	 “I have thoroughly enjoyed this trip to Yokosuka,” said Byrd. “Hosting multiple 
classes has provided a unique training experience to this region. By importing this 
training to Japan, an estimated $300,000 in training funds was saved.”

	 The loud sounds coming from the engines and tailpipes of cars, trucks and scooters 
fill the early morning air as Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) comes to 
life. A frantic pulse of Sailors, family members, civilian and Japanese employees flows 
through the base’s Womble gate. A tall man clad in a woodland camouflage uniform 
stands in the intersection, waving his hands and blowing a whistle; it’s his job to keep 
the morning traffic rush flowing smoothly and accident-free.
	 Master-at-Arms 1st Class (SW) James Guthrie of Wichita Falls, Texas, is one of 
several CFAY traffic control officers who guides the daily morning passage of more 
than 200 pedestrians and 2,000 vehicles through the intersection of Sampson Avenue 
and Nimitz Boulevard.
	 “If no one came to guide traffic, this would be a real cluster, because a lot of people 
are trying to get to work in a hurry and get that good parking spot,” said Guthrie. “Without 
us being here there would be a lot of traffic accidents and maybe a pedestrian would get 
hit.”
	 Guiding traffic on base is a necessary safety precaution and an important duty 
bestowed on a few select master-at-arms. For Guthrie, the hectic ballet of directing 
vehicular traffic, impatient motorists and pedestrians can be a rewarding task.
	 “To me it’s rewarding, because I’m allowing people to get to work safely and letting 
the pedestrians cross the street so they can get to work on time,” said Guthrie. “My 
favorite cars to stop are the ones speeding through here. I like to stop them and make 
them sit and think about what they’re doing,” said Guthrie.
	 The daunting job of guiding traffic is also a hazardous one. Nearly every month, 
crossing guards in the U.S. are hit by distracted or inattentive drivers. Last month a 
crossing guard in Little Ferry, N.J. was struck and killed by a car. Guthrie said that earlier 
in his career, he witnessed some hazards of the job first-hand.
	 “A lady didn’t see me. I was directing her to make a right turn and she took it too

wide and hit me,” said Guthrie. “I wasn’t hurt but I was a little scraped up from it.”
	 With nearly four years of traffic control experience under his belt, Guthrie offers 
a few sincere words of advice to local motorist in a hurry to get through the gate and 
onto the base.
	 “Just be patient - we’ll get to you,” he said.

	 The Navy Ombudsman Program now offers online 
information and support through the Ombudsman Program 
Command Leadership Toolkit.


	 Navy ombudsmen are professionally trained information 
and referral volunteers who serve as a vital two-way 
communication link between the command and family 
members. The program enhances the exchange of information 
and ideas between leadership of the command and the family 
members of those serving within the unit.
	 An Ombudsman Program Command Leadership Toolkit 
was recently launched to enable command leadership to more 
fully and effectively support their command Navy Family 
Ombudsman Program.
	 The Toolkit includes program information, checklists 
and forms to assist the command with all aspects of the 
Ombudsman Program including selection, appointment, and 
support of command ombudsman.
	 “This toolkit is one-stop shopping for commanders,” said 
Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy (MCPON)(SS/SW) 
Rick West. “It’s ideal for the commander who does not yet 
have an ombudsman and needs to know what steps to take 
to get started.”
	 Also available is a new group page on Facebook called 
U.S. Navy Ombudsman Program Discussion Group. This 
group allows ombudsmen, commanding officers and 
certified ombudsman trainers to discuss best practices, 
program news and information. This page is available at 
http://www.facebook.com/group.php?gid=242277432495. 
Access to this page is limited to those who are listed in the 
Ombudsman Registry, http://www.ombudsmanregistry.org.
	 “Ombudsmen who are not in the registry need to sign up 
because the registry is a prime source of communication and 
program information for our ombudsmen to keep the lines 
of communication open between commands and families,” 
said West. “When our families respond to challenges of 
deployments or family emergencies, our ombudsmen are 


there providing guidance and helping families regain a sense 
of normalcy while promoting resiliency and self-reliance.”
	 The registry was established by Task Force Navy Family 
in August 2005 in response to the hurricanes in the Gulf 
Coast region. Its initial purpose was to communicate directly 
with ombudsmen and determine what is needed for Sailors 
and Navy families to respond and recover from a natural 
disaster.
	 Recent upgrades give review authorization and direct 
communication to Type I and Type II commanders to 
review commands that fall under their area of responsibility. 
Review authority is also available to fleet and force master 
chiefs.
	 In addition, West will be able to send real-time updates 
and information to commanders/command designees, 
ombudsmen, and ombudsman coordinators so that they can 
keep Navy families up-to-date on resources, information, 
and program changes.
	 “Our ombudsmen work tirelessly to improve the 
readiness of commands and the lives of our Sailors and 
Navy families,” said West. “I am proud to be associated 
with the extraordinary people volunteering as Ombudsmen, 
and prouder still of their service at this critical time in our 
nation’s history. We owe it to all our Navy families to 
continue supporting the Ombudsman Program.”
	 The Ombudsman Program Command Leadership 
Toolkit is located on the Fleet and Family Support 
Program Web site https://www.nffsp.org/skins/nffsp/
home.aspx.
	 The toolkit is organized into eight main sections including 
a section containing customizable Word documents. The 
first seven sections each have a principal document which 
describes essential information on that particular topic.

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SRF-JRMC ensures VLS operability aboard McCampbell

	 U.S. Naval Ship Repair Facility and Japan Regional Maintenance Center (SRF-
JRMC) has begun a Chief of Naval Operations (CNO) Selected Restricted Availability 
(SRA) with a wide-range of ship repairs for the Aegis guided-missile destroyer 
USS McCampbell (DDG 85). An SRA is nominally a nine-week maintenance and 
modernization period that is conducted every 15-18 months for U.S. Navy surface ships 
assigned to the forward -deployed naval forces. Regularly scheduled CNO maintenance 
availabilities play a critical role in ensuring a ship reaches its designed service life and 
supports CNO guidance of maintaining current fleet readiness.
	 This is the second SRA for McCampbell and during this availability, more than 48 
ship alterations and 230 repair jobs are scheduled to be accomplished, according to the 
ship’s Port Engineer, David Millsaps.
	 There are important mandatory maintenance items that must be accomplished during 
the SRA. One of these is to maintain the Mark 41 Vertical Lunching System (VLS). The 
MK-41 consists of eight cell modules which house the missiles on the launching rail in 
a ready-to-fire condition.
	 “Prior to a ship starting an SRA or a Docking SRA, the missiles are off-loaded.  
At this time, the integrity of the MK-41 missile launching circuitry can be inspected 
and repaired if necessary. There is a required test package that is performed to verify 
the system integrity, inspect the cell and uptake hatches and various other launcher 
components to ensure the launchers still meet certification requirements,” said Chief 
Gunner’s Mate (SW) Christopher Black, SRF-JRMC Combat Systems Department VLS 
test director.
	 “There are three assessments we perform on ships when coming into an SRA [or] 
DSRA. Normally, six months prior to the SRA or DSRA, we perform a missile off-load 
assessment. This assessment consists of performing an open and inspect of all components 
within the launcher, performance of the launcher Built-In Test Equipment (BITE), major 
electronic sub-systems and a launcher topside inspection.  From the off-load assessment 
we build an initial Test and Repair Package,” said Patrick Cooper, SRF-JRMC Combat 
Systems Department VLS test director.
	 The next assessment the test directors conduct is an after missile off-load assessment. 
During this assessment the cell and uptake hatch motor, hatch linkages, reduction gearing, 
missile canister latching circuits, and the cell and uptake hatch seals are inspected.
	 “The final assessment will be completed after the SRA, and after the on-load 
assessment,” Black said. “This is to verify there are no issues with the canister latching 
circuitry, launch control computer programs and launch control computers.”
	 The majority of the repairs, maintenance and testing for VLS during an SRA or 
DSRA are completed by the Combat Systems Department with a significant amount 
of assistance provided by SRF-JRMC Production Department Weapons Shop Japanese 
Master Labor Contract (MLC) personnel.
	 “We conduct all repairs related to VLS and help with the various testing led by the 
test directors,” said Weapons Shop Head Kiyoshi Sakae. “Our workers recently removed 
and cleaned square and rectangular uptake hatches and prepared them for sand-blasting 
to remove old paint.”


	 VLS operability testing accomplished during ship availability periods is critical in 
maintaining VLS reliability. Operability testing will identify faults within critical missile 
launch circuitry undetectable by the VLS BITE assessment. 
	 In June 1995, Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC) assessed the effects of periodic 
operability testing on launcher reliability. The analysis concluded that if the VLS is not 
tested every 18 months, normal wear and tear will decrease cell launch probability. 
According to the NSWC study, cell launch probability decreases approximately eight 
percent within 18 months.
	 “Through the use of special test equipment, our office performs an end-to-end 
verification of VLS. All critical functions, cell hatch processing, launch enable, launch 
probability, deluge operation and launcher hazards are tested and verified fully functional 
prior to the end of the CNO maintenance availability,” said Cooper.
	 According to SRF-JRMC Combat Systems Department representatives, a major 
difference between an SRA or DSRA in the U.S. and Japan is that the Japan-based ships 
come into maintenance availability periods more often than U. S. based ships. Since the 
Japan-based ships are forward-deployed, they spend much more time operating at sea. 
The more time a ship is at sea, the greater the wear and tear of the launcher will be and, 
therefore, the greater the maintenance requirement.

	 艦船修理廠及び日本地区造修統括本部（SRF-JRMC）は
作戦即応能力維持を目的とした、米海軍作戦本部長（CNO）

	 「SRA又は入渠時はミサイルを船か

装置付随部品の整合性を検証します。

　1995年6月に米海軍海上戦術セン
ター（NSWC）は発射機の信憑性に対す

耗でミサイル・セルの確率が低下すると
結論付けた。NSWCの研究によると、発
射機の公算は18ヶ月以内で約8パーセ
ント低下する。
　「特殊な機材を用いてコンバットシス
テム部はVLSの確認を徹底して行ない
ます。定期工事が終わる前に、全ての重
要な機能、格納ハッチプロセス、発射可
能性、発射公算、防水密閉作業、発射機
の危険要素などが十分にテストされ検証
されます」と語気を強めて話した。


　コンバットシステム部によると、米国と日本における大き
なSRAとDSRAの違いは、米国に配備されている艦船より
も日本に配備されてる艦船のほうが、より多くSRAとDSRA
を行なっていることだ。それは日本に配備の艦船は前方展
開され洋上航海時間が長いからだ。艦船の航海時間が多
ければ、VLSの使用による磨耗は多く、より多くの整備が必
要となる。

	 During Lent, we fast, pray and give alms to the poor in order to discipline 
ourselves away from our selfish inclinations. We hope to die a little to self 
and become more concerned for others, to change from being selfish to 
being self-giving. We hope to open up ourselves to God and to one another. 


	 The word “Lent” is from Middle English. It means “springtime.” Lent is 
intended to be a new season in our lives, a new springtime. It is another 
chance to look at our lives and ask questions about our personal and 
spiritual progress. It is a season to repent our sins, but it is also a season 
of joy. It is a happy season because we once again have a chance to turn 
away from sin and return to God. We renew our efforts to love God and 
to love one another more openly and completely.

Nile C. Kinnick High School Visual 
Basic class makes learning fun

	 Computer programming has been described as one of those necessary evils to attain 
supreme command in the computer world. There may be some truth to this – the endless 
hours of pseudo code, programming your first stopwatch, tax calculator or working 
with the ever present ‘Hello World’ program. Quite often there seems to be no point 
other than because the teacher assigned it.
	 One of the technical education teachers at Nile C. Kinnick High School has found 
a different approach to teaching programming. Robert Tiffany has taken fun to another 
level – six levels to be exact, in the Visual Basic I class. After learning the basics of 
the language in the first quarter, his students have moved from text books to the real 
world.
	 One of the largest industries in the world right now is game development. “The 
students wanted to be involved in something that has just as much purpose as 
fundamental class work. If it happens to be fun, all the better,” Tiffany said.
	 Tiffany divided his class into six groups. Each group was responsible for developing 
one level of a six level computer game. The rules for development are simple; each 
level must have something to do with what the students are learning in class, there 
have to be rules posted somewhere for each level, each level is progressively harder, 
and it has to be, as you may have guessed, fun!
	 Pseudo code becomes the storyboard for laying out their game idea. The ‘hello 
world’ programs become dialog boxes so the players can interact with the game. 
The stopwatch programs become timers and tax calculator programs simply become 
calculators. “On their own, the students have researched ways to go far beyond their 
text,” Tiffany added. “When there is a reason to learn, nothing will stop them!”
	 Game development serves so many purposes. “I’m not trying to create a bunch of 
gaming programmers, I’m just giving students another outlet to show what they can 
do – a fun outlet,” he said. “The fact that it is embedded with so much cross-curricular 
support and really stimulates the critical thinking skills is merely a byproduct of the 
process.”
	 The finished product is a game that can be used by both teachers and students for 
remediation, helping with current lessons or just for fun – and the students love to 
play them!
	 For Tiffany, it all boils down to one thing, “If it’s fun, the students will learn and 
I have found out their ability to learn is endless when there is appropriate motivation,” 
he said. “The byproduct of this is students that are having fun learning very advanced 
technology and games that teachers and students can use for years to come. How cool 
[is it] for students to be able to leave a legacy like that?”
