Blue Ridge and embarked 7th Fleet staff crew members kicked off their first full day
in port, literally, with a soccer match at Ohmura Air Base against JMSDF allies followed
by a basketball game the same day. The Blue Ridge basketball team won 89-77, and the
JMSDF soccer team won 2-1. After the games the teams gathered for a curry and barbeque
lunch followed by a gift exchange between the players.


Sailors participated in two community service projects Feb. 7. Sailors volunteered at
the Nozomi No Mori Senior Citizens Home and the Myojoo-en Children's Home.


At the Nozomi No Mori Senior Citizens Home, Sailors played games and danced with
the residents as the 7th Fleet Dixieland Band played songs including, "When the Saints
Go Marching In" and "Bourbon Street Parade." The band also played "Funky Liza" that
was translated into Japanese by a 7th Fleet Band musician.


Before departing, Lt. Steven T. Benefield, Blue Ridge chaplain, spoke to the home's
director and residents.


"Next time the Blue Ridge is in Nagasaki, hopefully we can visit you again… thank
you for being our friends." Benefield then presented the home's director with a plaque
featuring a photo of the ship signed by Burke.

National Football League (NFL) hall-of-famer and
Super Bowl IX most valuable player Franco Harris
visited Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY)
Feb. 12 as part of a tour of Far East U.S. military
installations organized by California Sunshine and the
Defense Commissary Agency.

[I] came over here and did a tour, here in Japan and
Korea,” said Harris. “Loved it then and I love it now.”

On the same day approximately 30 Blue Ridge and 7th Fleet staff Sailors played games
and spent time with children at the Myojoo-en Children's Home. The 7th Fleet Band brass
quintet played several children's classics. Sailors also played games with the children,
including tag, tug-of-war, and "Duck, duck, goose."


Fukuoka, Japan U.S. Consulate Representative Takafumi Sato observed the quality
interaction between the children and the Sailors.


"All the children were so excited about having the exchange with the crew members.
They were able to have a really good time," said Sato. "The Sailors did a good job. Today
was fantastic. We appreciate the Sailors spending time with the children and we hope to
have another exchange soon."


As the Sailors left they gave their ball caps to the children as a keepsake to remember
them and the time they spent together.


The Yokosuka Intramural Softball Champions, the "Hitmen," comprised of Blue Ridge
and embarked 7th Fleet staff Sailors, also got a chance to play a friendly game of softball
against the "Jitsunen."

“I grew up and was raised a Pittsburgh Steelers
fan. If it wasn’t black and gold in my house then
something was wrong,” he said.


During the interview, Harris spoke about his career,
his tour of the region, his pride in being a part of the
Steeler football tradition and his respect for those who
serve in the armed forces. “I tell people that I’ve been
on some great teams, played against a lot of great teams,
but I know the greatest team in the world is our armed
forces. I know that,” said Harris.

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SRF-JRMC Test Engineering Division facilitates ship repair work

In keeping with its mission of “Keeping the 7th Fleet
Operationally Ready,” Ship Repair Facility and Japan
Regional Maintenance Center (SRF-JRMC) Test
Engineer ing Divis ion provides  maintenance,
modernization, and repair work to U. S. Naval surface ships
and aircraft carriers.


SRF-JRMC employees, ship’s force and contractors
have many procedures and processes to follow when
conducting their daily services.  To smoothly conduct their
various responsibilities, the Test Engineering Division at
SRF-JRMC provides products and services that meet the
U.S. Navy’s technical and quality requirements and is an
integral part of the planning, execution and certification
process for all ships undergoing maintenance at SRF-
JRMC.


The work control process is key to starting the work
flow for SRF-JRMC shops, codes and contractors via a
Work Authorization Form (WAF) for shipboard
troubleshooting, maintenance, repair or modification as well
as for installation and removal of temporary support systems
or equipment.


Individual shops, codes and contractors fill out a WAF
to support their work on board ships during all maintenance
availabilities.


The Work Control and Test Engineering Division was
established in June 2008  and is comprised of a  diversified
work force, utilizing personnel from various shipyard
environments with differing qualifications and levels of
experience. Current manning consists of one civilian
division head, three civilian branch managers, five civilian
work control technicians, 16 Japanese test directors, two
civilian test coordinators and two civilian aircraft carrier
support technicians, according to the Division Director
Chris Hole.


“The Test Branch provides technical requirements for
testing and certification of work items.  The Work Control
Branch provides all work control products for the aircraft
carrier and manages the interface with Puget Sound Naval
Shipyard for all out of plant work,” said Hole. “This
includes writing the WAF and isolating work sites to
ensure worker safety for all work sites. Our people have
also been tasked with providing work control services
for various projects such as the U.S. Coast Guard ships.”

Checking the Technical Work Document (TWD),
members of the division make sure that jobs of the WAF
are properly stated. The division then notifies ship’s force
to secure required work sites and systems via the “tag-
out” to ensure safety of the workers.


“Many of the ship’s systems such as hydraulics and
high-pressure air are operationally interrelated. Caution
is always necessary when working with high energy
systems. Additionally, the division provides the technical
oversight for work control processes, the WAF and Tag-
out preparation, ensuring a safe work environment for
SRF-JRMC production personnel,” Hole said.


The division informs individual shops, codes and
contractors when the tag out is complete in order for them
to begin work.


The WAF tracks work to completion and work
documents that no longer require authorization. The WAF
process provides the formal link between work
authorization and the setting of system conditions or status
required to safely accomplish the work and required
testing.


The WAF and the work control process is critical to
SRF-JRMC and their customers in order to conduct safe
ship repair and to keep the 7th Fleet ready for sea.

れ、多様な経験と資格をもった様々な海軍工廠で働いていた
従業員が所属する。現状では軍属部長１人、軍属課長が３
人、軍属業務管理技術者が５人、日本人テスト主任が１６
人、軍属テスト調整者が２人、軍属空母支援技術者２人が業
務に励んでいると部長のクリス・ホールさんは話す。
「テスト課ではテストとその業務の証明書発行に必要な技


術要件を提供します。業務管理課では空母の全ての業務管理
を行い、原子炉業務を除く全ての業務に於いてピュジェッ
ト・サウンド海軍工廠との調整を行なっています。その中に
はワフの記入や、どの現場においても従業員が安全に作業で
きるようにする為に現場の保安も含まれます。米海軍沿岸警
備船のような多様なプロジェクトを扱うことも有りました」
とホールさんは語った。
技術仕様書を確認しながら、テスト・エンジニアリング部


の従業員はワフの作業項目が適切に記述されているかを確認
する、そして技術仕様書とワフのコピーを艦船に届け、現場
で働く従業員の安全を確保する為に行なわれる「タグアウ
ト」を艦船の乗組員に要求する。
油圧系統や高圧空気系統ような多くの艦船のシステムは相


互に関連していて、高度のエネルギーが伴う作業には注意が
必要だ。「造修部門の従業員の安全な現場環境の確保のため
に、テスト・エンジニアリング部では業務管理プロセスの技
術監督、ワフやタグアウトの準備を行ないます」とホールさ
んは述べた。
テスト・エンジニアリング部はそれぞれの部署にシステム


停止作業の完了を伝え、そして、部署の作業は開始される。
ワフは作業の完了、現場の保護の解除などの業務進捗状況


の把握に役立つ。作業許可、システム条件の設定、安全な業
務と要求されたテストの完了に対する状況をリンクするのが
ワフである。
ワフと業務管理プロセスは、SRF-JRMCとその顧客に安全な


艦船修理と第７艦隊の艦船の出港準備を完了させるのに重要
だ。

A
house built upon sand might look nice, but eventually it will shift and fall.
When a storm arises, it’s not going to survive.

Commissary benefits save service members, families more money

There’s more pocket money for service
members and their families when they shop
consistently in the commissary – nearly
$3,400, in fact, for a family of four based
on the U.S. Department of Agriculture
survey that measures grocery store
purchases.


“In tough economic t imes our
customers can always depend on their
commissary benefit to help them make
ends meet,” said Philip E. Sakowitz Jr.,
Defense Commissary Agency (DeCA)


director and chief executive officer.
Each month, the USDA Center for


Nutrition Policy and Promotion calculates
household purchases of grocery, meat and
produce items. Once a year in October,
DeCA’s sales directorate examines the
USDA’s figures to determine monetary
savings amounts for its customers in
various family-sized units – a single
military member, a couple, a family of
three or four – based on the commissary’s
savings of more than 30 percent (See
chart):


• A family of four saves nearly $3,400
annually based on spending an average of
$898 per month or $10,783 annually.
Previous savings calculated in October
2007 were about $3,100.


• A family of three saves more than
$2,600 annually based on spending an
average of $703 per month or $8,442
annually. Previous savings in October
2007 were more than $2,400.


• A couple saves more than $2,100
annually based on spending an average of
$570 per month or $6,844 annually.
Previous savings in October 2007 were
more than $1,900.


• A single service member saves nearly
$1,200 annually based on spending an
average of $311 per month or $3,733
annually. Previous savings in October
2007 were about $1,600.


Commissary savings percentages are
calculated based on an annual market
basket study. Procedures differ somewhat
depending on geographic location. In the
continental U.S., DeCA captures prices


through Nielsen’s database of commissary
and industry front end sales volume on more
than 30,000 grocery items with a UPC
(universal  product code).  Pricing
comparisons for meat and produce
department items in the continental U.S. are
accomplished through in-store audits at 30
randomly selected commissaries to
compare them with commercial retail stores
within commuting distance.


Outside the continental U.S., DeCA
conducts additional in-store audits, using a
broad sample of grocery, meat and produce
items. Savings percentages compare


commissary prices, which include DeCA’s
five percent surcharge, to commercial prices
with any applicable sales taxes included.


“We exist to deliver a commissary
benefit to our authorized customers, the
men and women and their families who
sacrifice so much in the defense of this great
nation,” Sakowitz said. “The concept is
simple: We sell items at cost, and if you
shop regularly in a commissary, you will
save at least 30 percent or more.”

Visa Waiver  Program Travel
Changes –  The Department of
Homeland Security (DHS) initiated the
E lec t ron ic  Sys tem fo r  Trave l
Authorization (ESTA), a new online
system that is part of the Visa Waiver
Program (VWP) this past August. The
ESTA web-based system is now open
for voluntary applications but becomes
mandatory Jan. 12. Once ESTA is
mandatory, all nationals or citizens of
participating VWP countries who plan
to travel to the United States for 90 days
or less for temporary business or
pleasure under the VWP will need to
r e c e i v e  a n  e l e c t r o n i c  t r a v e l
authorization prior to boarding a U.S.
bound airplane or cruise ship.  Anyone
traveling using VWP will need to ensure
to process ESTA at least 72 hours prior
to departure.

Being financially fit means, being comfortable with your
finances, having them under control and knowing what you spend
your money on, according to Fleet and Family Support Center
(FFSC) Financial Educator Rebecca Reimer.


Financial fitness helps make the peoples’ lives run more
smoothly, which in turn, help other aspects of their lives. It is
especially helpful for military members.


“Essentially, it helps with preparedness for general military
operations,” said Reimer. “If your finances are settled, especially
if you are married and you are deployed, it makes things a lot
easier. It makes people a lot more comfortable.”


Even single individuals can benefit from having a financial
plan in place.


“Just having some plan in place gives something less to worry
about, so it doesn’t take away from daily operations worrying
about paying debt, things like that,” said Reimer.


    For people who are not
familiar with setting up
financial plans, FFSC is
helping to educate them.
     “We have a lot of things
around the base and even
on the ships,” said Reimer.
“For ship-side we have
c o m m a n d  f i n a n c i a l
specialist training that we
hold here on base, where
all the commands send
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  t o ,
basically, learn about
financial fitness. Then
when  they  t ake  [ the
training] back [to their
ships] they are able to hold
classes and one-on-one
c o n s u l t a t i o n s  w i t h
members of the ship,
especially when they are
deployed ,  so  i t  ve ry
important.”


Individuals whom are deployed to Japan have an opportunity
to get ahead on their finances.


“Being overseas, with the COLA (cost of living allowance)
and things like that is a great opportunity to pay down debt,”
Reimer said.

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Suicide awareness, code of conduct tops NKO list of training

A wide variety of topics are included in the new list of general military training (GMT)
announced via NAVADMIN message Jan. 30.


Top topics this year include code of conduct, suicide awareness, law of war and stress
management training. The curriculum materials for the first six GMT topics have been
distributed to commands and are also posted on Navy Knowledge Online (NKO). Seven
additional topics will be delivered to commands in March and will also be available for
download on NKO.


"The effectiveness of this training will be enhanced by the presence and participation
of officers and chief petty officers, who can mentor their fellow shipmates by passing on
knowledge of the Navy's core values through the four main GMT subject areas," said
Cmdr. George Michaels, training director for the Center for Personal and Professional
Development. The development command oversees curriculum updates and manages the
development and distribution of GMT materials for command use throughout the fleet.


GMT is non-occupational general training, taught at the command level, and is required
periodically for all Navy uniformed personnel.


Topics are values-based, emphasizing commitment to integrity and effective decision
making. Each of the 2009 topics falls under one of the four subject areas: Navy heritage,
personal growth and professional relationships, managing risk and wellness.


The 2009 topics include: code of conduct, introduction to stress management, combating
trafficking in persons awareness training, introduction to anger management, sexual health
– unplanned pregnancy prevention, equal opportunity – religious accommodations,
introduction to the Navy's hazing policy, introduction to time-critical risk management,
law of war, domestic violence, personal financial management – surviving the holidays,
alcohol awareness - enabling alcohol misuse and introduction to stress response continuum
and suicide awareness.


Web-based lessons are available through Navy e-Learning located on NKO. Once
training is completed, it is automatically recorded in Fleet Training Management and
Planning System (FLTMPS) and reflected in the Sailor's electronic training jacket.
Commands can also download the GMT topics from NKO and deliver them locally.

Taking care of our own must take priority, Adm. Mullen says

As the nation enters its eighth year of
war, the military’s highest-ranking officer
says he is concerned about the health of the
armed forces. He wants to ensure the
country takes care of its men and women in
uniform.


“We are asking an extraordinary amount
from them, and they are giving it in ways
that are so, so very special,” Adm. Mike
Mullen, 17th chairman of the Joint Chiefs
of Staff, said Feb. 2 at Grove City College,
Pa., delivering the 2008-2009 Pew
Memorial Lecture.


“We have asked our young men and
women to deploy in ways they never could
have imagined – active duty, reserve and
Guard – and they have stood up to the
challenge,” he said.  Yet multiple
deployments of 12 to 15 months, he noted,
have taken a toll on service members and
their families.


“I was with 500 soldiers not too long
ago, many of whom had just gotten back
from Iraq, and I asked them how many


deployments they had been on,” Mullen
said. “Forty to 50 percent of the soldiers in
the room at an all hands call had just
completed their fourth deployment. That is
not much time at home; that is not much
time raising kids; that is not much time just
taking a break.”


The chairman said he finds the force
“incredibly resilient, and at the same time,
very pressed.”


“We need to pay attention to the entirety
of our people and their families and the
programs which support them in order to
make sure that they are well positioned for
the future,” Mullen said. The totality of that
support, he said, will determine whether or
not they remain in the military.


Life long support is especially important
for wounded service members, their
families and the families of those who have
made the ultimate sacrifice. “We are a
wealthy enough country, even in these
financially difficult times, to make sure they
are taken care of and their needs are met
for the rest of their lives,” he said, drawing
applause from the estimated 700 Grove City
College students and guests.


The chairman said a community-based
approach is needed to provide support,
because the Department of Defense (DoD)
and Veterans Affairs (VA) can’t do it all.
“It’s really DoD, the VA and literally
communities throughout the country
reaching out and touching these people to
make sure their needs are met,” he said.


Mullen pointed out that the Army’s
suicide rate now exceeds the national norm.
He said suicide is a huge challenge that
military leaders are focused on to find near-
term and long-term solutions.


“Part of it has got to be the pressure of
these constant deployments into combat,
where young individuals... whose lives
change forever, see things and do things
they had never imagined,” the chairman
said. “We have got to be able to support
those individuals in ways that, in some
cases, we haven’t quite figured out yet.”


In a speech at the Reserve Officers
Association earlier in the day, Mullen said
there is a need to double the amount of
“dwell time,” or time a service member
spends at home.


“Right now, for the most part on the
active side, you’re home about as long as
you’ve been deployed,” he said. “We have
the goal on the reserve and Guard sides to
be one year out, five years back. We’re
clearly not there.”


Identifying troops suffering from post-
traumatic stress is another challenge facing
the military, Mullen said.


“I’ve been told by enough young
soldiers, Sailors, airmen and Marines that
they just check the block and move through
[the health assessment], because they know
if they check the wrong block, they’re not
going to be able to go home,” the chairman
told the reserve officers.


He said the stigma associated with post-
traumatic stress till is significant, and
military leaders need to work to eliminate
people’s unwillingness to seek help. They
have to figure out a way to get every single
person, not just those who raise their hand,
to go through a meaningful assessment for
post-traumatic stress disorder, Mullen said.


For example, he said, soldiers coming
back from a horrendous combat tour get out
and fly home. They’ve been through hell.
Things have affected them in ways that they
can’t even see. They’ve seen buddies die,
and they have the nightmares that go with
it. Now, the structure the military provided
is gone. They may or may not have family
there to support them. They’re alone.


“Right now, we only track individuals
for 120 days when they get out,” Mullen
said. “We’ve got to have a tracking system
that stays in touch with individuals so they
know where the life lines are. It needs to be
transparent and seamless so that we make
sure we can support individuals who have
sacrificed so much.”


While the military has come a long way
and understands post-traumatic stress better
than a few years ago, he said, there’s
still a long way to go.


“I am 100 percent convinced that no
matter what happens, if we get it right for
our people and our families, we’ll be able
to continue to sustain and develop a military
second to none,” he said.

Yokosuka Safety Office efforts pay off:
2008 traffic accidents significantly reduced

Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) Safety
Office added another feather to its cap of accomplishments
Feb. 11, thanks to a successful training program that
contributed to 111 fewer motorcycle and off-duty motor
vehicle incidents in fiscal year 2008.


A February message
from the Chief of Naval
Operations, Adm. Gary
Roughead, addressed the
response to an increase in
the number of Sailors
in jured  or  k i l led  on
motorcycles. The Navy
implemented changes to
identify motorcycle riders
and ensure they had the
proper training, which has
resulted in a fleet wide 50
percent reduction in safety
incidents.


“We've reduced our
traffic accidents over the
p a s t  s e v e r a l  y e a r s
significantly,” said Adrian
Marsh,  CFAY traff ic
s a f e t y  m a n a g e r.  “ I
a t t r ibu te  th i s  to  the
educat ional  services
provided by Cape Fox
(Professional Services),
our awareness training,
and al l  the different
t ra in ing avenues  we
provide to the different
c o m m a n d s .  We ' r e
required to do certain
levels of training for all
drivers and motorcycle
riders, and we enhance
tha t  wi th  command-
specific training upon
request.”


Cape Fox Professional Services provides the Navy
and Marine Corps with traffic safety and recreational off-
duty safety program training. Douglas Knight, a Cape Fox
instructor, cited the unique hazards of Japan traffic being

a prime reason for specialized training.
“Japan is a very crowded place. It's a high-risk place


to ride a motorcycle with the biggest hazards being other
drivers and our own riding skills,” said Knight. “We've
reduced accidents and deaths here in Japan dramatically
over the past three to five years.”


Knight said a 2005 regional instruction limiting new
riders to a 400cc maximum engine size dramatically


decreased the number of
accidents for Yokosuka
Sailors. While different
bases have different
regulations regarding the
l i c e n s i n g  p r o c e s s ,
Commander U.S. Naval
Forces Japan requires a
certain amount of mileage
on base, the completion
of certain courses and a
ride test to get an off-base
license for stateside-
licensed riders.
    “Before people can get
a license, they have to
c o m p l e t e  a  r e c e n t
course.” said Knight.
“We add in local area
hazards like motorcycles
riding up the left side of
t h e  r o a d  a n d  h o w
crowded it is here.”
   Knight said the small
time investment in the
sa fe ty  c l a s ses  have
significant payoffs on
multiple levels, including
ensuring future readiness
for the forward-deployed
naval forces.
 “ W h e n  t h e r e ' s  a
reduction in accidents,
there's a reduction in lost
work time,” he said.
“We're getting more and
more requests for driver's


training. This type of training will help us reduce accidents
and get drivers to learn to see more. Simple things like
taking one more second to consider the action they're
about to take will help reduce accidents dramatically.”


Electronic service
record accounts


mandated fleetwide

The Chief of Navy Personnel released a
NAVADMIN Feb. 5 announcing the requirement
for all active-duty and reserve personnel to establish
and maintain a self-service electronic service record
(ESR) account within the next 60 days.


"Having a self-service account is necessary for
updating emergency contact information. Self-
service accounts contain other important features,
such as enabling Sailors to directly submit PCS
(permanent change of station) travel claims upon
PCS transfer, update race, ethnicity and religion
information, and view all other ESR service record
information," said Vice Adm. Mark Ferguson, chief
of naval personnel in NAVADMIN 043/09.


The requirement date for Sailors serving at sea
and without connectivity to establish an ESR is 60
days upon return to homeport.


The Navy first implemented ESRs in 2006. The
ESR provides individual Sailors, Personnel Support
Activity Detachments (PSD), personnel offices
holding service records, Navy Operational Support
Centers and customer commands of PSDs, with
secure worldwide Internet access to personnel,
training and awards data.


The ESR replaces the paper service record as
the single field level data entry point for service
record maintenance. Commands are required to use
all available ESR functionality.


Self-service accounts can be created at https://
nsips.nmci.navy.mil or on the Navy Standard
Integrated Personnel System (NSIPS) ESR server
on board ship.


Commanding officers, executive officers and
command master chiefs can obtain command level
view only access by completing the NSIPS/ESR
system authorization request and contacting their
local NSIPS area manager. This access provides
the user view only capability for all ESR accounts
within their UIC(s).


All commands responsible for service record
entries are required to initiate updates in NSIPS
ESR, however official military personnel file
requirements remain unchanged.
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It’s that time of year again for annual road tax, vehicle decal issuance
From CFAY Security


Annual Road Tax for your vehicle is paid every spring.
Payments, which must be made in yen, can be made at
the Kanagawa Tax Office for regular sized
cars and trucks. Payments for motorcycles
and mini-cars can be made at the local city
hall or ward office, starting April 1.  In
accordance with U.S. Forces Japan (USFJ)
Policy Letter, vehicles are to be registered
at the closest military installation of which
vehicle owners are assigned.


To provide a better service to our base
community, Commander Fleet Activities
Yokosuka (CFAY) has arranged for the
representatives of the Kanagawa Tax Office
to collect this year’s road tax onboard CFAY
at the Fleet Theater, March 24, 26 and 27
from 9 a.m. to noon and 1 - 2:30 p.m. and
April 16 and 17 from 9 a.m. to noon and 1 -
2:30 p.m.  This service onboard Yokosuka
is also intended for Ikego residents.  Road
tax collection for those vehicles registered
in Negishi will be at the Morale, Welfare
and Recreation (MWR) classroom, Bldg.
19045, in Negishi Housing April 13 and 14
from 9 – 11:30 a.m. and 12:30 – 2:30 p.m.
It is highly recommended that personnel who require only
normal registration services come on times other than road
tax payment days due to the high volume of customers.


Vehicle owners can obtain the 2009 U.S. Forces Japan
(USFJ) base decal at the respective Vehicle Registration
Office (VRO) after road tax has been paid for all vehicles
registered to that owner. Therefore, the earliest a person
can receive a base decal if he or she owns a mini-car or
motorcycle is  April 1.


In order to obtain the base decal the following
documents must be presented:


• Satus of Forces Agreement (SOFA) ID card
• Proof of payment of the 2009 road tax
• Military Registration and Certificate of Title of Motor


Vehicle (DD Form 430)
• Japanese title
• Current Base Inspection sheet
• Japanese Compulsory Insurance (JCI)
• Liability Insurance (a minimum of $300,000 or


30,000,000 yen for bodily injury and $30,000 or
3,000,000 yen for property damage)


• SOFA Driver's license, USFJ form 4EJ (additional
driver's license will be necessary if member has more than
one vehicle)


• Parking Certificate (if applicable)
Vehicle owners who have not updated their residency


information at VRO must provide the address of their
current residence and a valid parking certificate before
being issued a 2009 USFJ decal. This means the above
mentioned personnel now living in base housing will need
an approved Parking Certificate Residence Verification
form from the Yokosuka Housing Office. Those personnel
now living in off base housing will need an approved
parking certificate from the appropriate police station.
Off base residents will then need to come to the Vehicle
Registration Office (VRO) to receive the necessary
documents to be taken to the Land Transportation Office


Vehicle owners on board CFAY can obtain the 2009 USFJ base decal at the
Vehicle Registration Office (VRO) after road tax has been paid.
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(LTO) in Yokohama to change the residence address. For
further information concerning the need for a parking
certificate prior to decal issue, please contact VRO.


Vehicle owners with more than one vehicle will have


to present the above documents for each vehicle before a
base decal can be issued.  Vehicle owners with unfinished
paperwork on any registered, sold or junked vehicles will
not be able to receive a new decal for their vehicle until
these matters are resolved.


We are making every effort to accommodate those
deployed and their families during this road tax season.
We are encouraging spouses and friends to pay road tax,
however, an original power of attorney will be required
to obtain a base decal for anyone other than a spouse.


The amount of road tax to be paid depends on the
type of vehicle, which can be determined by the number
shown on the top of the license plate.  The respective tax


amount is as follows:
• 44Y, 400Y, and 56Y, 57Y, 58Y, 500Y, 529Y plates -


7,500 yen

Mini cars and motorcycles - Road tax for


mini cars and motorcycles must be paid at
the local City Hall or Ward offices starting
April 1.
Their respective tax amount is as follows:
• Mini cars - 3,000 yen
• Motorcycles 1cc-125cc - 500 yen
• Motorcycles 126cc and above - 1,000 yen
Vehicle owners may check to see if their


documents are up to date by looking at the
Motor Vehicle Registration Report, which
should be in each vehicle registration
package.  This report lists all the expiration
dates of your paperwork.
It is highly recommended that you check


to see that all requirements are met and up
to date prior to standing in line, as this will
ensure expeditious service.  Simple
questions can be answered by telephone by
calling VRO at 243-5011/5896, but for
detailed questions our staff will be required


to look at your paperwork.  Once the road tax has been
paid and all paperwork is verified to be in order, vehicle
owners, spouses and/or persons with powers of attorney,
must remember to stop by VRO to get your 2009 decal.


Base decals must be affixed to the top center of the
front windshield, next to the Japanese inspection sticker.
The current Japanese inspection sticker, current base
decal, installation sticker and rank decals (if applicable)
should be the only decals affixed to the windshield. All
other decals and inspection stickers from the previous
years must be removed.
