Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) celebrated the 234th birthday of the
U.S. Navy during its annual Navy Ball held in the George I. Purdy Fitness Center Oct. 3.


Authorized in 1972 by former Chief of Naval Operations (CNO) Admiral Elmo R. Zumwalt,
the Navy birthday is intended as an internal activity for members of the active forces and
reserves, as well as retirees and dependents to enhance a greater appreciation of U.S.
Navy heritage, and to provide a positive influence toward pride and professionalism in the
naval service.


During the event attendees were treated to food, entertainment and door prizes
throughout the evening.


One of the various forms of entertainment was a geisha performance of traditional
Japanese music and dance featuring Sayuki of Asakusa, Tokyo. Sayuki, which is her
performance and preferred name, is an Australian woman and first westerner to be accepted
as a geisha.


In addition to the traditional Japanese entertainment, there was also a live band and
disc jockey playing dance music until 1 a.m.


“I think the whole evening is good for me… you know, great prizes, great guest
speakers and great performances,” said Master-At-Arms 2nd Class Anthony Seaman, of
CFAY Security Training Division.


Sailors coming together to celebrate the official birthday of the Navy is not something
new, but for some, like Seaman, it was a first-time experience.


“This is the first one that I’ve been able to go to and, actually, my wife said it would be
a [memorable experience] and I agree with her,” Seaman said. “It’s the Navy’s birthday…
I needed to go celebrate it.”


In addition to the U.S. Sailors and Marines who attended the celebration of the Navy’s
birthday, sailors from the Japan Maritime Self-Defense Force (JMSDF) were also on hand
to join in the celebration.


“[A thank you] also goes to our JMSDF warriors who have worked together with us so
closely over the last 64 years to protect and defend the country of Japan,” said CFAY
Commanding Officer Capt. Daniel Weed, during his remarks. “Your professionalism and
expertise are the cornerstone of a firm and fruitful relationship which have endured many
challenges and emerged stronger than ever before.”

Deputy Chief of Navy Chaplains Rear Adm. Tidd visits Yokosuka

The Chaplain of the Marine Corps/Deputy Chief of
Navy Chaplains Rear Adm. Mark Tidd visited Commander
Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY), Oct. 2 to discuss the
Chaplain Corps and to meet service members in the region.


Tidd spoke at the CFAY Chapel of Hope with religious
program teams from tenant and afloat commands.


“My priority is to support the chaplains and RPs
(religious program specialists),” said Tidd, while addressing
the group. “In one way or another you guys are supporting
people who are in operations around the world in support
of our national security objectives.”


Tidd stressed the importance of mentorship as well.
“Each one of us needs a mentor,” said Tidd. “Someone


to help us navigate being in the Navy, as well as someone
who can take us under their wing… someone to give us an
appreciation serving in the Navy as a chaplain or RP.”


Tidd also addressed some challenges that Sailors in
the religious ministry have to deal with when deployed to a
combat zone.


“Walking through the experience of a combat zone is a
difficult walk…it’s the most intense ministry you’ll
provide,” he said. “It may involve dealing with the grief of
Marines or Sailors who lost their best friend, it may involve


holding the hand of a dying Marine. These experiences
change you; there are times when your own faith can be
shaken.”


Lt. William Stewart, a Navy chaplain who was stationed
in Al-Anbar province during some of the most intense
violence of the Iraq war said that Tidd “hit the nail on the
head.”


“Faith tends to grow or fall apart,” Stewart said. “It’s
your faith that brings you through the difficult times and
some of the terrible things witnessed. When it’s over, often
times you find yourself with a stronger faith… but some
people go through too many traumatic events and they
eventually lose sight of their faith.”


Among other topics discussed during the event was
the Navy’s focus on sexual assault prevention and how
religious ministries can assist in that goal.


Tidd said that sexual assault was something that needed
to be “stamped out.”


“This is an issue that is such a fundamental betrayal of
our core value that hits at the heart of our military,” he said.
“We need to get more involved in this in terms of training.
We are key resources to people coordinating sexual assault
prevention programs.”


Tidd concluded his visit to Yokosuka Base by going to
the Officer's Club for dinner with members of religious
program teams from tenant and afloat commands.

MCPON stresses heritage in
birthday message to fleet

In recognition of the Navy's 234th birthday, Master Chief
Petty Officer of the Navy (MCPON) Rick D. West released
the following message to the fleet:


"Very recently I had the honor of visiting Mrs. Ima Black.
For those of you who don't know, she is the widow of our first
Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy, Del Black.


In honor of our 234th birthday as a service, I'd like to tell
you a little bit about this amazing lady because she represents
so much that is right about our Navy and her life so closely
parallels our history.


Ima's 88 years old, an honorary master chief, a proud chief
petty officer's wife and an amazing supporter of the American
Sailor. From the minute we sat down to lunch she asked about
you, about our men and women at sea and about the Sailors
serving in Iraq, Afghanistan and other dangerous places around
the world.


I told her that I'd never seen so many men and women in
uniform with so much passion to serve, so much enthusiasm
to represent our nation. We talked about today's Navy and she
told me some stories about the Navy she joined in 1943.


Mrs. Black lives in a retired community down in Florida,
in a small apartment overlooking a little lake. She's surrounded
by friends and is quick to point out that every once in a while
a few Sailors drop by to see how she's doing. Her apartment is


a tribute to our first MCPON. Pictures, uniform items,
anchors… all mementos from Del Black's amazing career. But
if you look closely, you'll see that it's much more. It's a living
history of our Navy.


There are pictures of a young Seaman Del Black when he
was aboard USS Maryland in Pearl Harbor, just before the
fleet was attacked Dec. 7, 1941. Photo albums hold letters
written from several more ships over the course of his career.
One picture shows MCPON Black, Ima and Adm. Elmo
Zumwalt, the chief of naval operations from 1970 to 1974.
Look closely at another and you'll see him at his most
comfortable, surrounded by Sailors on the mess decks of a
ship.


He took care of Sailors at a time when our Navy had no
idea what or who a MCPON was. He went where the fight
was, to Vietnam. And he went where the fleet was, to our ships
at sea.


On our 234th birthday, I ask that you remember MCPON
Black and you consider that there are thousands of men and
women just like his wife Ima who keep our Navy's history
alive. Seek them out. Talk with them and your lives will be
richer for it.


Happy birthday shipmates. You are part of a legacy that
grows stronger each day due to your effort, your initiative and
your willingness to serve.

that they learned a lot from us,” said Jacquez. “I felt proud
to be able to share my heritage with my shipmates.”


The ceremony, hosted by the Lassen Multicultural
Committee to mark Hispanic Heritage Month, included a
history of Hispanic personnel in the U.S. Navy and
traditional dances to popular Hispanic music.


“It’s important for everyone on the ship to be aware of
the contributions and accomplishments of Hispanic
Sailors,” said Chief Warrant Officer Felix Cruz. “I wasn’t
aware of some of the great things that members of the
Hispanic community have done for us.”


More than 63,000 Hispanic Sailors and civilians serve
in the Department of the Navy. Notable historic
achievements by Hispanic personnel include David
Glasglow Farragut, son of a Spanish immigrant, serving
as the Navy’s first admiral; Lt. Eugene Valencia, a pilot
who, with 23 victories during World War II, remains the
U.S. Navy's third-ranking ace of all time and honorable
service by Cmdr. Everett Alvarez, the grandson of
immigrants from Mexico, who became the first American
prisoner of war in North Vietnam.


Hispanic Heritage Month is the period to recognize
the contributions of Hispanic Americans to the United
States and to celebrate Hispanic heritage and culture. The
observation, which was started in 1968 as Hispanic
Heritage Week, was approved by President Lyndon
Johnson and was later changed in 1988 by President Ronald
Reagan to cover a 30-day period starting Sept. 15 and
ending Oct. 15.


McCampbell assists in humanitarian mission

Sailors aboard guided-missile destroyer USS
McCampbell (DDG 85) began a transit from Hong Kong
to Padang, Indonesia Oct. 3 at the request of the
Indonesian government, to assist in humanitarian efforts
in Sumatra following two earthquakes.


McCampbell was finishing a scheduled port visit to
Hong Kong, and was called to join the amphibious
transport dock ship USS Denver (LPD 9) to provide
helicopter support and deliver relief supplies to remote
areas of Sumatra affected by the disasters.


McCampbell’s embarked helicopter detachment, the
“Warlords” of Helicopter Antisubmarine Squadron Light
(HSL) 51 Detachment 5, is preparing to support the
disaster relief effort during the ship’s transit.


“Right now, we are preparing to provide support with
cargo transportation when we get there. Our aircraft is
full of equipment right now, and we are going to take
some things out so we can load up the helos with as much
cargo as possible,” said Senior Chief Aviation Structural
Mechanic Chatchai Kampitak, maintenance manager for
HSL 51. “We are preparing our aircraft now to make sure
everything is up to support whatever missions will be
called for, and to support the flight schedule.”


McCampbell Commanding Officer Cmdr. Charles
Johnson, expressed his appreciation for the McCampbell
crew’s support of the disaster relief effort.


“We will be able to have a very positive effect,” said
Johnson. “During the transit, we’ve asked for departments


to get a list of volunteers who want to go ashore and
provide assistance, and the crew’s response has been
tremendous. We were anchored off the coast of Bitung
less than two months ago to celebrate the 64th anniversary
of Indonesia’s independence, and participated in the
Indonesia International Fleet Review. Our experience
there was incredibly positive. The memories and
friendships we made in Indonesia are still fresh in all our
minds, and we are honored to come back to provide all
the assistance we can in their time of need.”

“[The purpose of] this safety fair is to reiterate the commanding officer’s policy
that we should be safe at all times,” Calvin said.


A lot of commands throughout the Navy hold safety standdowns prior to the
beginning of summer in order to raise awareness of potential dangers.


“We’ve always thought about these safety fairs for the summer months, but we
really need to take a look at the fall and winter months coming up [and] the different
hazards associated with them,” said Calvin. “We switch from barbeque grills, in the
summer time, to turkey fryers and kerosene heaters in the winter time.


“So, we just want to get the word out to everybody to maintain safety awareness
about them all the time.”


On board CFAY, there are 82 tenant commands, each one of them with an individual
role that contributes to one mission. The different aspects of safety help to keep Sailors
safe, which in turn, helps the mission.


“I think safety fairs are important, because it gives a chance to put a lot of information
in one central location for people to take a look at,” said Calvin. “A lot of times we
have the base safety and NAVFAC (Naval Facilities Engineering Command)
environmental, and the hospital in different locations and it’s nice to have it in one
location.”


Among the activities during the event, attendees had an opportunity to receive free
literature, view a demonstration on how to properly check the brakes of an automobile
and operate the Safe Motorcyclist Awareness and Recognition Trainer (SMART), a

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Navy observes Domestic Violence Awareness Month in October

The Navy is observing National Domestic Violence Awareness Month in October
as an opportunity to inform Sailors and Navy spouses about domestic violence prevention
efforts as well as reporting options for victims.


Domestic violence cuts across all age groups and social classes. It happens to Sailors
as well as spouses; to men as well as women.


Domestic violence goes beyond physical abuse. It includes emotional abuse such
as threats, isolation, extreme jealousy and humiliation. It also includes sexual abuse.
Whenever an adult is placed in physical danger or controlled by threat or use of physical
force by their spouse or intimate partner, she or he has been abused. The risk for abuse
is greatest when victims are separated from supportive networks.


The theme for National Domestic Violence Awareness Month this year is, "Have
you crossed the line? End domestic violence before it starts."


"Our goal is to prevent domestic violence by encouraging people to examine their


own behavior and take steps to learn and practice more healthy behaviors," Kathy
Turner, of the Fleet and Family Support Program's Counseling Advocacy and Prevention
Program, said.


Much is misunderstood about what happens when a Sailor or spouse seeks help for
their relationship before domestic violence occurs. All couples have arguments. Making
an appointment for couple's counseling does not automatically result in the creation of
a Family Advocacy Program (FAP) case. Nor does family or couple's counseling harm
one's career or security clearance.


The Defense Department changed the question on its long-standing security
clearance form referencing an applicant's mental health history. As of 2008, Standard
Form 86, the Questionnaire for National Security Positions no longer asks for mental
health treatment details if the care involved only marital, family or grief counseling,
not related to violence by the applicant, unless the treatment was court-ordered.


Another myth is that counseling is only sought by people who have been arrested or
are filing for divorce. Through counseling, however, adults can learn to treat their partners
with compassion and respect and avoid manipulation and criticism, even during arguments.


Professional services of licensed counselors are available free of charge at Fleet
and Family Support Centers. These are available to active duty and their family members
– even Sailors who are unmarried can have couple's counseling with their partners.


A variety of courses that teach healthy relationship skills are also available at Fleet
and Family Support Centers. These include anger management and conflict resolution.
These are also free and available to both active duty military and spouses.


"These services are available because the Navy believes so strongly in the importance
of the prevention of abusive behavior," Turner said.


Turner has a simple message to those who are considering asking for help. Don't
wait.


"Sailors who succeed with their careers and their families have the strength to ask
for help before a problem gets out of hand," Turner said. "The Navy knows this, which
is why they provide places to get help."


Help is also available for victims of domestic abuse.
There are two types of reporting options, restricted and unrestricted. Restricted


reports do not involve military chain of command or law enforcement. Unrestricted
reports will include some type of investigation by command and or law enforcement.
Both options make available to victims the full range of advocacy, medical and
counseling services.


Speak with a counselor of victim advocate at a local Fleet and Family Support
Center or a healthcare provider at a military treatment facility about restricted and
unrestricted reporting options for domestic violence. If you think you may be a victim
of domestic violence, contact the National Domestic Violence Hotline at 1-800-799-
SAFE (7233) or visit your installation Fleet and Family Support Center for information
on available resources.


NPC representatives educate
CFAY Sailors on Perform to Serve

Representatives from Navy Personnel Command (NPC), finished a two-day visit to
Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka, (CFAY) Sept. 23 where they spent time to better
inform Navy Counselors (NC) and Sailors about the Perform to Serve (PTS) program.


According to Chief of Naval Personnel Vice Adm. Mark Ferguson, the PTS program
is an essential piece in ensuring the Navy holds onto top Sailors and meets manning
standards.


"The Perform to Serve program is a vital element of our Navy's total force strategy,
providing an opportunity to keep our best and brightest Sailors in order to meet future
fleet and manpower requirements," Ferguson said in an interview earlier this year.


NPC representatives spent time at CFAY stressing to Sailors the many changes that
have been implemented in the PTS program.


PTS is a force-shaping tool that assists the Navy in managing billets by allowing the
most qualified Sailors to reenlist. Currently it affects all E-6 and below Sailors with 14
years or less time in service.


"Basically every sailor up to an E-6 with 14 years of service is going to be affected by
the PTS program," said Master Chief Navy Counselor John Leavitt. "It's affecting so
many people. It's very important that everybody understands the timeline and their options
so they hit that timeline at the correct time."


Leavitt said it's important that Sailors start thinking about this 15-month timeline.
They need to be thinking about it just like they think about their nine-month window for
their negotiation of orders.


"At nine months we know we need to negotiate with the detailer, at 15 months we
need to know it's time to get our PTS in," said Leavitt. "If I can get every Sailor to
understand that, along with the retention teams and leadership, then we are going to be
very prepared in the Navy to take care of our Sailors the very best we can."


Sailors need to seek assistance from their career counselor 15 months before their
end of active obligated service (EAOS) so they can complete their PTS paperwork. For
more information on PTS visit the NPC Web site at: http://www.npc.navy.mil.

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FISC Yokosuka unwraps humanitarian assistance for storm victims

As a lethal string of storms and natural disasters swept
across the Western Pacific as recent as last
week, thousands of pre-positioned foreign
humanitarian assistance (FHA) supplies
were readied by U.S. Fleet and Industrial
Supply Center (FISC) Yokosuka for
delivery to ships already speeding to distant
disaster areas.


FISC Yokosuka supports a theaterwide
plan to pre-stage and distribute disaster
relief aid in anticipation of disasters such
as those troubling the Western Pacific
region today.


A key hub for disaster relief aid is FISC
Yokosuka Detachment Singapore.


As this season’s natural disasters
mounted, FISC Yokosuka Detachment
Singapore initiated an audit and assembly
of a full compliment of disaster aid
supplies, readying them for delivery to
Navy ships and aircraft operating in the
area.


“We were ready for anything and
everything,”  said FISC Yokosuka
Detachment Singapore Logistics Support
Representative Rodolfo “Rey” Ranada.
“These disasters can happen anytime, so
we assume they will and we prepare for
them. We stay up as late into the night as
we need to get these supplies ready.”


Following the most recent storms, earthquakes and
landslides here in the Western Pacific, humanitarian


FISC Fuel Department upholds high standards while fueling 7th Fleet

Imagine fueling 40 million average
passenger cars and not spilling a drop of
gas; looking back at fiscal year 2009, U.S.
Fleet and Industrial Supply Center (FISC)
Yokosuka Fuel Department realized it and
essentially accomplished this, but with
ships instead of cars.


Despite having no automated fuel
handling equipment, the fuels staff of
more than 300 employees and technicians
supported its customers throughout the 7th
Fleet area of operations in 2009 with more
than 6,200 high-risk fuel handling
evolutions, totaling more than 500 million
gallons dispensed - all without incident.
The FISC Yokosuka Fuel Department also
offloaded more than 1.2 million gallons
of fuel from forward-deployed ships at a
cost savings of $2 million.


Safely moving this amount of fuel is
no small achievement considering FISC


supplies were staged and prepped for loading aboard the
combat logistics force (CLF) ships USNS San Jose (T-AFS
7) and USNS Walter S. Diehl (T- AO 193), and aircraft
from a P-3 squadron out of Kadena Air Base in Okinawa.


FISC Detachment Singapore facilitated loading the
disaster aid on board Diehl and San Jose in Singapore.


Sailors aboard the guided-missile destroyer USS McCampbell (DDG 85) heave
around a line during a replenishment at sea with the Military Sealift Command
fleet replenishment oiler USNS Walter S. Diehl (T-AO 193).  McCampbell received
thousands of foreign humanitarian assistance supplies, pre-positioned by FISC

Yokosuka stores and distributes about 10
percent of all defense-managed fuel
worldwide, making it the largest fuel
department in the Department of Defense.


“Fiscal year 2009 went by extremely
fast, largely because the FISC Fuel
Department has so much on its plate and
everyone has  worked so  hard  to
accomplish an extremely ambitious set of
goals,” said FISC Yokosuka Fuel
Department Director Lt. Cmdr. Matt
Holman. “I think we were all motivated
at the beginning of fiscal year 2009 by our
strong showing in the American Petroleum
Institute awards: winning two individual
awards, and early in 2008, being named
2007 Best Navy Bulk Fuel Terminal.”


Holman cred i t s  an  incredib ly
cooperative work environment for the
sustained success in fiscal year 2009.


“The cooperative environment created
by our employees during the performance
of the fuel delivery mission we take so
seriously is really how we are able to


operate so safely and efficiently,” said
Holman. “Looking back,  the fuel
department’s accomplishments this year
are too numerous to list.”


Holman highlighted a few of those
achievements: “Our employees found
extremely innovative ways to enhance our
ability to defuel [remove fuel from] ships
at minimal cost to the fleet;  they
implemented a new railcar contract [for
fuel transportation] at Tsurumi Fuel
Terminal in Yokohama, which required
significant planning, trial runs and
physical modifications to the rail-loading
stand.”


Another achievement is the record-
setting safety practices of employees.


“Because of the dedication to safety
each and every employee has taken to
heart, all six of our defense fuel support
points continue to pile up an outstanding
safety record with zero lost time incidents
this year,” said Holman. “Kanto Plain
division leads the way with a truly amazing

Then, each rendezvoused with either USS Denver (LPD
9) or USS McCampbell (DDG 85), already en route to
disaster sites in Indonesia.


“During transit, they performed a replenishment at
sea from the CLF ships [Diehl and San
Jose] to the Denver and McCampbell,” said
Ranada.


With the “hand-off” completed,
Denver and McCampbell peeled off and
continued toward the disaster areas.


Thousands of disaster supplies were
inventoried and readied for delivery,
according to Ranada. They include: almost
4,000 20-gallon standard plastic Jerry Cans
(liquid container); almost 2,000 more
collapsible water containers; 2,500 blankets;
1,200 blue poly tarps and hundreds of cases
of insect repellent and sun screen.


“We were also prepared if needed
to conduct market research of the local
economy for additional supply aid if
necessary,” said Ranada. “This is an
important and, we hope, life-saving effort;
humanitarian assistance always is. So, we
do the best we can.


“I have family who were just
flooded out in the Philippines; so, I know
how valuable this is to storm and mudslide
victims. In the FISC world, there really is
no ‘aftermath’ just more preparation for the
next disaster,” said Ranada.


FISC Yokosuka supports national
defense strategies by providing around-the-


clock logistics solutions for Navy, Marine Corps, joint and
allied forces operating in the 7th Fleet area of operations.


record of 1,077 incident-free work days
and counting.”


Although the FISC Fuel Department
continues to set records and receive awards,
Holman catalogs a list of challenges to
overcome the next fiscal year for further
improvement.


“Fiscal year 2010 is shaping up to be
even more challenging and even more
successful,” said Holman. “Among the
major challenges on our plate are not only
our usual high-tempo operations and
maintenance but a major upcoming
inspection; continued planning for the future
of the Tsurumi Fuel Terminal in Yokohama;
training our incredible workforce to maintain
its reputation as one of the best fuels teams
in the world; and aggressive pursuit of the
centrally managed inspection programs for
tanks, pipelines and other infrastructure,”
said Holman. “I am proud to see that our
team is leaning forward into a new year and
I am confident that we’ll continue to
accelerate into fiscal year 2011.”
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SRF-JRMC hosts JMSDF Officer Exchange Program

Engineering Duty Officers (EDO) from the Japan
Maritime Self-Defense Force (JMSDF) commenced the
JMSDF Exchange Training Officer program at U.S.
Naval Ship Repair Facility and Japan Regional
Maintenance Center (SRF-JRMC) Sept. 8. For more
than 22 years, this program has fostered professional
relationships and camaraderie between the two navies.


Every year, two JMSDF EDOs are selected to
participate in the program. This year’s participants are
Lt. Tomonori Matsuoka, an electrical specialist and Lt.
Yusuke Sato, a weapons engineering specialist.


Both officers will complete two and a half months
of training at SRF-JRMC.  As part of the exchange
program, the two officers will study U.S. Navy ship
maintenance processes and will participate in a technical
research project.


While at SRF-JRMC, the officers will also be able
to enhance their English language skills.


“I think our higher command selected candidates like
us for the program to learn about  good processes,
procedures and systems that JMSDF does not have, and
how we can adapt them into  JMSDF operations and
effectively utilize them,” said Matsuoka.


Upon reporting to SRF-JRMC, both Matsuoka and
Sato indicated they were concerned that they might not
be able to communicate as effectively as they would
like with SRF-JRMC officers and civilians due to
differences in life styles between Japan and America,
and no past interaction with the Americans.  Since
reporting on board, however, both officers have fit right
in as welcomed members of the U.S. Navy ship
maintenance team.


Lt. Cmdr. Njuguna Macaria, a U.S. Navy EDO, is
the sponsor for Sato and Matsuoka during the training
period.


“Lt. Cmdr. Macaria has been very patient with us,”
said Matsuoka. “We are not very good at English listening
comprehension, but he explains a concept to us as many
times as necessary to ensure we fully understand.”


Sato agreed with that assessment and added, “He
has given us a very good impression of U.S. Navy
officers.”


Several of SRF-JRMC’s Japanese department and
division heads have provided the JMSDF EDOs with
overviews of the organization and functions of their
departments during the orientation portion of the program.


Matsuoka said that he thinks every working area at
SRF-JRMC has an atmosphere conducive to the free
flow of information.


“Before I joined the program, I thought most of the
employees at SRF-JRMC consisted of U.S. Navy Sailors
and U.S. civilians, in fact, there are a lot of Japanese

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employees working at SRF-JRMC, which makes me feel
comfortable and have a feeling of affinity with the
employees,” he said.


Sato said, “I felt that employees of SRF-JRMC make
all possible efforts to conduct every single operation or
project safely, correctly and in accordance with
maintenance work orders. Since coming to work here, I
have had many opportunities to see and hear briefings
and operations of individual shops and offices.”


Sato’s graduation topic will be a study of the
differences in sonar system maintenance between the U.S.
Navy and the JMSDF.  Because the periodicity and
number of dry-dockings for USN ships is shorter and
fewer than for those of the JMSDF, he wants to study
how the U.S. Navy conducts sonar maintenance
operations and he will compare JMSDF’s operations to
them.


“I will be able to determine the best maintenance
practices for both navies and also I will be able to
improve my English capabilities through the language


classes and on-the-job training that the Exchange
Program offers,” Sato said.


“I am in charge of electrical maintenance systems.
My main focus is on differences between electrical
systems and maintenance of electrical equipment on
board the ships of both navies,” Matsuoka said. “Also,
because the language instructors conduct the language
training in standard everyday English, I feel my English
ability is getting better and better each day.”


According to Matsuoka, the facilities, equipment and
robust logistics support for ship repair at SRF-JRMC
are at full capability and individual technical skills are
at high levels, and that the JMSDF wants to understand
and develop similar capabilities and facilities.


Additionally, Matsuoka added that, ship repair,
maintenance and modernization for JMSDF ships are
conducted by Japanese private shipyards and contractors.


“The fact that SRF-JRMC can do just about anything
without outside assistance is very impressive to me,”
he said.

２名の海上自衛隊(JMSDF)の技術士官が米海軍艦船
修理廠及び日本地区造修統括本部(SRF-JRMC)主催に
よる『海上自衛隊交換士官プログラム』に９月８日か
ら参加している。２２年以上続くこのプログラムは
SRF-JRMCとJMSDFの友好関係を育んできた。
横須賀造修補給所艦船部電気科の松岡友則一等海
尉と超音波武器科の佐藤勇輔一等海尉の２名の技
術士官は、SRF- J R M Cで約２ヵ月半の研修を受け
る。技術研究プロジェクトの実行を目的にS R F -
JRMCに配属され、研修とその実践を通して英語力
を磨く。
研修の間、彼らは米海軍が管理する艦船修理の体
系、手段や方法を学ぶ。SRF-JRMCに配属されるま
で、生活習慣の違いや、米国人との接点が無きに等
しいことから、松岡一等海尉と佐藤一等海尉は英語
でSRF-JRMCの将校や軍属の人たちと上手くコミュ
ニケーションが出来るかどうか不安だったと語っ
た。
最初の数週間、SRF-JRMCの主要な部署の日本人責任
者から２名に各部署の組織と機能の大まかな説明が
あった。
松岡一等海尉は、どの職場も雰囲気が明るく活気が
あって意見交換も活発と話した。「研修前は、SRF-
JRMCの従業員のほとんどが兵士と軍属だと思ってい


ましたが、実際は多くの日本人が勤務していて親近感
を持ちました。」
「研修期間中、オフィスでの説明や現場での作業を
見学する様々な機会を通じ、SRF-JRMCの従業員は仕
事を安全、且、着実に進めているという印象を受けま
した」と佐藤一等海尉と感想を語った。
　この制度の主な目的は、第１にSRF-JRMCと海上自
衛隊の間で艦船整備についてのアイデア・知識を共有
すること。第２に米海軍（SRF-JRMC）と日本人の友
情や仲間意識をより強く高めることである。
　松岡一等海尉が話すには、艦船修理用の設備や物流
が充実しており、個々の技術レベルが高い。海上自衛
隊も将来的にこのような施設の所有を切に望んでい
る。
　佐藤一等海尉のプログラム卒業論文の題材は米
海軍と自衛隊のソナーシステム整備方法の相違点
だ。ドックに入渠する期間や回数が海上自衛隊よ
り少なく、どのように米海軍がソナーシステム整
備作業を行なっているか勉強したいと言う。「論
文で両海軍間の利点と類似点をまとめるつもりで
す。また、プログラムの卒業生の多くが語学研修
や実地トレーニングを通じて、英語の能力を向上
させたと聞いていますので、私も研修中に英語力
を上げたいです。」
　「電気関連システムを担当しているので、日米の艦
艇の電源システムや電気機器の整備方法の違いに着目


しています。それから、言語研修では全てが英語で話
されます。先生が分かり易く英会話をしてくれていま
すが、私自身の英語力も日々上達していると感じてい
ます」と松岡一等海尉は述べた。
　松岡一等海尉によると、海上自衛隊においては、機
器の整備は造船所や市中業者に任せている。「それに
比べ、SRF-JRMCでは殆ど他へ委託してない点が一番
印象的でした。」
　毎年、海上自衛隊内の異なる部隊から２名の研修生
がプログラムの研修への参加を許可されている。彼ら
は米海軍の業務やそのシステムを学び、その中から卒
業論文のテーマを決める。
　「上層部がこの研修で私達に求めているのは、米海
軍にあり我々にないものが何か、また、それをどのよ
うに適用し導入することで運営の効率を高めることが
出来るかを見出すことと理解しています」と松岡一等
海尉は研修の目的を語った。
　先頃、ドッキングオフィサーの資格を取得したUSS
シャイロ(CG 67)を担当する修理監督者のジョゴナ・
マシャリア少佐が、２名の研修生のスポンサーだ。
　「マシャリア少佐はとても良くしてくれます。私達
は英語の聞き取りが特に苦手ですが、彼は私達が十分
に理解出来ない一つのことにも、根気よく親切に繰り
返して説明してくれます。印象がとても良い方で
す。」と松岡一等海尉と佐藤一等海尉は口をそろえ

Frodo the hero

Is there anyone who does not like Hobbits?  Certainly J.R.R. Tolkin, the creator
of “The Hobbit” and “The Lord of the Rings,” intended for us to like them. Tolkin
was raised in a tiny cottage behind the Oratory Church in Birmingham, England.
His childhood was simple and humble. His father had been killed in South Africa
and his widowed mother was left without the means to raise Tolkin and his brother,
Edmund.

Hobbits love the color green, delight in tobacco
smoking, never get in a hurry and never do anything unusual. Hobbits are humble
and brave. Most of all, Hobbits love the shire and will do anything to protect and
save the shire.
