It is a time to remember 
and honor one’s ancestors whose spirits 
are believed to return to this world to visit 
their relatives. Traditionally, lanterns are 
hung in front of houses to guide the spirits 
home, obon dances, or bon odori, are 
performed, and offerings of the deceased’s 
favorite foods are made at grave sites and 
house alters. At the end of Obon, floating 
lanterns are put into rivers, lakes and the 
ocean to help guide the spirits back to the 
spirit world.
	 For those in the community that missed 
the Bon Odori Festival, there will be plenty 
of opportunities to join in intercultural 
activities. Throughout the year, CFAY 
hosts several events where Japanese and 
American residents have the chance to 
enjoy engaging each other in cultural 
exchange. The next big cultural event is 


the Mikoshi Parade, which will be held Sept. 19. For more 
information on base events, pick up the Morale, Welfare 
and Recreation (MWR) magazine, “Focus.”

WikiLeaks Website Guidance – Department of the Navy 
personnel should not access the WikiLeaks website to view or 
download the publicized classified information. Doing so would 
introduce potentially classified information on unclassified 
networks. There has been rumor that the information is no 
longer classified since it resides in the public domain. This 
is absolutely not true. Executive Order 13526, Section 1.1(4)
(c) states that “Classified information shall not be declassified 
automatically as a result of any unauthorized disclosure of 
identical or similar information.” The subject information 
was neither properly nor improperly “declassified” by an 
appropriate authority and requires continued classification or 
reclassification. It is “apparently classified information” that 
appears to have been disclosed without appropriate review 
and authority. The information posted needs to be reviewed 
by the appropriate Original Classification Authority (OCA) 
to determine if it is classified, conduct damage assessments, 
and make a determination regarding continued classification. 
Despite circumstances surrounding WikiLeaks, continue to 
protect similar or identical information commensurate with the 
level of classification assigned per SECNAV M-5510.36, until 
the information is assessed by the appropriate OCA. Remember, 
government information technology capabilities should be 
used to enable our war fighters, promote information sharing 
in defense of our homeland, and to maximize efficiencies in 
operations. It should not be used as a means to harm national 
security through unauthorized disclosure of our information 
on publicly accessible websites or chat rooms. Contact your 
command or base security manager for more information.

USS John S. McCain leaves lasting legacy following Vietnam visit

	 The 270-plus officers and crew of USS John S. McCain (DDG 56) were dressed in 
their summer white uniforms for a traditional “manning the rails” as the guided-missile 
destroyer made final preparation to get underway from Da Nang, Vietnam Aug 14.
	 As the ship exited the basin, the crew waved their covers in unison to the citizens 
of Da Nang and to Vietnamese naval personnel as a closing gesture of appreciation and 
well wishes. What the crew of USS John S. McCain left behind is a stronger and ever 
growing friendship between the United States and Vietnam.
	 The ship made the port of call to commemorate the 15th anniversary of the 
normalization of diplomatic relations between the United States and Vietnam. As a sign of 
closer ties between the two nations, both navies spent a portion of their visit exchanging 
know-how in non-combatant techniques such as damage control, search and rescue and 
culinary arts.  U.S. Sailors also participated in community service projects and a sports 
day with their Vietnamese hosts.
	 “I’ve worked with several others navies before, but to be able to be with the 
Vietnamese for the first time was a very meaningful experience for me,” said Chief 
Damage Controlman (SW) Paul A. Green, an Elgin, Ill. native.
	 Green and his crew of Repair Division Sailors,  displayed their equipment and put 
on a full day’s worth of demonstrations for their Vietnamese counterparts. Throughout 
the training, Green and his Sailors introduced the Vietnamese sailors to a broad range 
of damage control skills, from how to dress in full firefighting ensembles to using the 
portable exothermal cutting device.
	 “The Vietnamese sailors seemed very interested in the training we were doing with 
them, and showed a lot of enthusiasm. It was a lot of fun to train with them,” said Damage 
Controlman Fireman William Gilden, from Charleston, S.C.
	 During the port visit, Sailors made the most of their time ashore. The ship participated in 
two community service projects. At the Da Nang Village of Hope Center for Disadvantaged 


Kids, the Sailors played with the children, distributed toys and planted trees.
	 On the final evening, USS John S. McCain summed up the visit with a reception on the 
flight deck, hosting local officials as well as U.S. dignitaries, including U.S. Ambassador 
to Vietnam, the Honorable Michael Michalak. The Vice Chairperson of the Da Nang 
People’s Committee Phung Van Viet thanked the officers and crew for making the visit 
a memorable one.

フィラデルフィア造幣局にて
	 幕府遣米使節の監察（目付）小栗豊後守忠順（ただまさ）は
1860年6月14日フィラデルフィア造幣局を訪れ、長官ジェーム
ス・スノウデンと会見する。小栗は渡米してすぐにサンフランシ
スコの造幣局を訪れており、アメリカにおける造幣局の下見を
済ませたあとの訪問であった。


	 まず小栗は日本から持ち込んだ象牙のあしらわれた精巧な
秤と安政小判三枚をおもむろに取り出すと、その重量を測って
みせる。小判の量目（重量）は8.99グラムと三枚ともまったく等
しく、日本の小判がいかに精巧に作られているかを確認させ
た。そして次に小判の中に含まれる金を分析するように申し出
た。造幣局係官が小判を分析してみると、三枚とも純金の品位（
純度）は56.8％で、これまた日本の小判は均一な品質の貨幣で
あることが証明された。一方アメリカの1ドル金貨は量目1.67グ
ラム、品位90パーセントという金含有率の高い貨幣であった。
	 この分析によって両国の貨幣は、
安政一両小判　＝　5.1グラム
米国1ドル金貨　＝　1.5グラム
の純金が含まれていることが分かった。両国の為替レートは小
判三両対金貨４ドルなので、
金15.3グラム（日本)　＝　金6グラム（米）
という計算になる。
	 ここから小栗は本題に入る。どちらの貨幣も純金ではないな
ら、他の不純物も分析するように要求する。はじめ造幣局は手
間のかかるこの分析に難色を示すが、小栗はいくら時間がか
かっても結構と後に引かない。辛抱強く待つことになったこの
分析の結果、アメリカ金貨の不純物は安価な銅ばかりなのに対
し、安政小判は微少の銅の他はほとんどが銀であった。分析結
果を小栗らは算盤をはじいて計算し、安政一両小判の金の価値


は1ドル金貨で換算すると3ドル40セントに相当し、それに小判
に含まれる不純物（銀）の価値を加えて3ドル57セントと算出し
た。分析結果の純金と不純物をそれぞれの価値で換算したりす
るので、その厄介な計算に造幣局職員は手間取り、ようやく出し
た答は日本側とまったく同じだった。アメリカ人は日本人の算盤
を使った十進法の計算の速さに驚愕する。
	 ここで小栗は理路整然と小判三枚（実質10ドル71セント）と
4ドルという日本にとって2.68倍の不利な為替レートの通商で
あることを述べ、為替の不公平をアメリカ人に納得させたので
ある。


江戸時代の貨幣について
	 江戸時代の貨幣システムは武田信玄の領国貨幣、甲州金の
両、分、朱の単位を踏襲しており、小判一両＝四分、一分＝四
朱というように四進法で構成されていた。
	 代表的貨幣である小判は江戸時代を通じ、徳川家康の慶長
小判から元禄小判、宝永小判、享保小判など10種類が発行さ
れた。日本の開国当時は天保八年（1837年）鋳造の天保小判
が使用されていた。


日本からの金流出
	 幕府は安政三年（1856年）の米国貨幣との通貨交渉で、金
本位制を基軸としてアメリカ金貨4ドル（金含有量1.5ｘ4＝6
グラム）と天保小判一両（金含有量6.38グラム）の為替レート
が妥当だと考えていた。そして当時アジア地域で流通していた
国際通貨はメキシコドル銀貨であったので、メキシコ銀貨1ドル
（銀含有量24.1グラム）と天保一分銀（銀含有量8.52グラム、
貨幣価値は小判の四分の一）を同等価値として取り決めようと
した。しかし駐日米公使ハリスはあくまで同じ量目の銀で交換
すべきであるとして、メキシコ銀貨1ドルと天保一分銀三分（三
枚）との交換レートを押し通した。銀含有量はメキシコ銀貨1ド
ル（24.1グラム）　＝　天保一分銀三枚（8.52ｘ3枚＝25.56
グラム）なので、このレートはほぼ同等といえる。
	 しかし問題となるのは日本の国内事情で、日本国内では天保
小判一両（金6.38グラム）と天保銀四分（銀8.52ｘ4枚＝34.08
グラム）とが同価値で両替されていたので、交換比率は金1対
銀5.34であるが、欧米での金と銀の交換比率は平均1対15だ
った。そこで例えば外国人がメキシコ銀貨4ドルを日本に持ち
込んで天保一分銀12枚に交換し、これを天保小判に変えると
三両になる。天保小判3枚を海外に持ち出して再びメキシコ銀
貨に両替すると、海外では天保小判の含有する金の価値から
換算してメキシコ銀貨12ドル
に換えることが出来た。最初
の4ドルが3倍に化けるわけ
で、これに目をつけた外国貿
易商たちは貿易そっちのけで
両替を繰り返し、日本は金の
流出と銀の流入がやまなかっ
た。
	 打開策として小判の吹き替
え（改鋳）はインフレを招く懸
念もあり、当初幕府は二の足
を踏んでいたが、とにかく早
急に国内の金が大量に海外
に流出しているのを止めるこ
とが先決である。安政六年に
量目を落とした安政小判を新
鋳するが、貿易商たちの意を
汲んだ諸外国公使の猛抗議
で、すぐに鋳造停止に追い込
まれていた。


幕府と小栗が仕組んだ
是正策
	 フィラデルフィア造幣局で


証明を終えた小栗は「分かれば結構」とばかりに引き揚げ、ワシ
ントンで新たな通貨交渉に入るわけではなかった。この小栗の
不可解な行動の鍵は、実は日本国内の動向にある。
	 ポーハタン号がアメリカに向け出航した二日後、幕府は突然
天保小判を三両一分二朱（3.375倍）に、安政小判を二両二分
三朱（2.6875倍）に増価を命じている。増価とは貨幣自体の価
値を引き上げることで、安政小判の場合それまでの一両が約2.7
倍の価値を持つことになったのだ。そして小栗がフィラデルフィ
ア造幣局で会談に入る頃、日本では新たに万延一両小判が新鋳
されていた。万延小判の品位は天保、安政両小判と等しいが、量
目は大幅に小型化された。天保小判は万延小判の3.4倍の金含
有量を持つので、増価によって一両の3.375倍の価値になった
数値と符合する。これは明らかに増価の時点で改鋳の計画があ
ったことを窺わせるものである。
	 この幕府の一連の増価と改鋳策によって、
万延小判三両（金含有量1.87ｘ3枚＝5.61グラム）
アメリカ金貨4ドル（金含有量1.5ｘ4＝6グラム）
と日本にやや有利な為替レートとなり、また日本における金と
銀の換金レートは欧米並みとなった。この結果外国商人たち
は為替を利用した儲けを出すことは出来なくなり、たちまち金
の流出は止まった。
	 こうしてみると小栗の会談はまさに事前通達のデモンストレ
ーションであり、公使や貿易商たちから万延小判の新鋳（悪鋳）
による苦情が米政府に寄せられても、フィラデルフィア造幣局で
日本の正当性は証明済みのことで、文句の付けようがない様に
先手を打ったのであった。これは遣米使節団のアメリカ出発前
に計画され、造幣局での論証は使節の中でも飛びぬけて頭脳
明晰な小栗に託された重要な任務だったと考えられる。


小栗豊後守に対するアメリカ人の評価
　小栗はアメリカにおいても物怖じせず、毅然とした態度では
っきりと自分の意見を主張した。彼の卓越した聡明さと行動力
に対し、
　「オグロは使節団の中心である。なにごとも彼の同意がなけ
れば決定できない。」
　「監察オグロ・ブンゴ・ノカミは生き生きとした、表情豊な紳士
である。威厳と、知性と、信念と、そして情愛の深さとが、不思議に
まざりあっているのである。」
	 「オグロは明らかにシャープな男である。ワシントンで『日本
使節のブラック判事』（当時のアメリカで人気と尊敬を集めてい
た人物）のニックネームがついたのも尤もである。」といったよう
に、アメリカでの評価は高まる一方であった。（続く）

	 Commander Fleet Activities Yokosuka (CFAY) Fleet 
and Family Support Center (FFSC) receives thousands of 
grocery coupons every week thanks to the thoughtfulness 
and diligence of volunteer organizations and individuals all 
over the United States. The coupons are sorted and made 
available to residents enabling them to save hundreds of 
dollars on grocery bills every month.
	 “It’s a good deal, it really is,” said FFSC Work and 
Family Life Supervisor Scott Keehn. “We bag them up and 
put them out and anybody who is stationed here can have 
them. It’s a win-win for everybody.”
	 Since the economy took a turn for the worse in 2008, 
coupon clipping has become popular again. According to 
www.consumeraffairs.com, 3.3 billion consumer packaged 
goods coupons were redeemed. This was thanks to an 
increase in distribution which put the number of coupons 
issued over 360 billion. The average face value of the 
coupons was $1.44.
	 “If you spend just an hour a week going through 
coupons, cutting them out from the paper, you can save a 
substantial amount of money,” said Keehn. “At the very 
least, customers should use the coupons they have on the 


racks right in the commissary.”
	 The beauty of the FFSC coupon program is all of the 
cutting is done for you by the volunteers back in the United 
States. There really is no reason why anyone on the base 
shouldn’t stop by the Community Readiness Center (CRC) 
to pick up a bag of coupons before heading over to the 
commissary. The coupons are located in bins on the first 
and fourth floors of the CRC.

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Busy parents can keep up with their child’s school work

	 The start of school comes like a whirlwind to some. It 
was just yesterday your child was enjoying lazy summer 
days. While we all take precautions to help our children 
get organized, we can benefit our children more by 
preparing ourselves for the upcoming school year.
	 Numerous studies show that the more involved you 
are in your child’s education the greater their chances for 
academic success. Having a game plan to keep informed 
about your child’s progress is half the battle. Even the 
busy parent can stay informed about and on top of their 
child’s progress. Here are a few tips:
	 • Make sure when you come home with those new 
school supplies to set some extras in an accessible area. 


A basket with supplies at the ready sure can cut down on 
homework time.
	 • Department of Defense Education Activity (DoDEA) 
schools use an internet-based program called Gradespeed. 
This program provides parents with a password they can 
use to pull up their children’s grades anytime. Put this link 
in your computer favorites, mark your calendar and check 
it weekly. To access the site go to dodea.gradespeed.net.
	 • Be sure the school has a valid e-mail address for you. 
Notices, newsletters, and updates are often e-mailed out to 
families. Ask to submit a work and home e-mail as well 
as one for both parents.
	 • Most school websites now post a weekly newsletter. 
Put it in your favorites on your computer and take two 
minutes to check it out once a week. Most newsletters 
go out on Friday. Mark your calendar to remind you to 


check it or better yet, put a reminder on your computer’s 
calendar.
	 • Some teachers use a homework hotline. Get in the 
habit of calling it to check on assignments.
	 • Stay in communication with the teacher. Teachers 
prefer e-mail instead of phone calls. They can respond 
when they are not tied up with the students. E-mail the 
teacher a short note periodically. If there are problems, 
you will hear about them early.
	 • Master calendars are also posted on school 
websites. Mark your calendar at the start of the year 
for things like report card night, open house, concerts, 
et cetera. That way a busy life won’t make you forget 
those important events.
	 • Some cell phones have a reminder tone on their 
calendars. Set a reminder to chime on special days.
	 • Some teachers also use a program called 
Blackboard. This program allows students to access 
their assignments, take quizzes and get immediate 
feedback. A parent can be given a password to access 
this as well. Ask if this is available and also put this 
link in your favorites on your computer.
	 • Consider doing a volunteer activity at the school. 
In a short time you can learn a lot about your child’s 
activities at school.
	 • Place a special bin, basket or even a binder in your 
home as a place for your children to put notices or forms 
sent home from school. This way, they are less likely to 
be found crumbled at the bottom of a backpack a week 
later and can be quickly located when needed.
	 • Have your child write all assignments on an agenda 
calendar. This is easier to check each night because all 
homework is always written in the same location.
	 • Start the year off right and attend your school’s 
open house. This will help you understand practices 
and procedures in your child’s classroom and pave the 
way for a good line of communication with the teacher.

	 The most important thing you can do to keep up with 
your child is to listen to your child. Dinner is a great 
time to get in conversation time with the television off. 
For the child who doesn’t offer up information easily, 
don’t simply ask “How was school?” Ask questions that 
provoke thought. “Was there anything that surprised 
you today?” Or, “What was the hardest or easiest thing 
you had to do today?” Ask questions and listen. Don’t 
get into the, “I walked uphill both ways to school” 
lecture, but share your school stories with your child. 
They may be more likely to tell you theirs.
	 With proper planning and a little bit of time, any 
parent can stay on top of their child’s school work. 
It will pay off in so many             ways, much more 
importantly than anything         else you could have 
done with
that time.

	 One of the program’s recent graduates said, “I heard 
this is the first time SRF-JRMC has set up shop booths. A 
lot of people came and stopped by my booth, more than I 
expected. Participants could ask questions of those of us 
who had just completed our four years of training. It was 
a good way to decide on what job they may be interested 
in and reduce feelings of anxiety about not understanding 
about specific jobs. I think this is a good experience to 
be a member of the job fair and talk with participants to 
share their personal experiences from their four years of 
training.”
	 The trade development program at SRF-JRMC is 
unique because anyone with or without work experience 
may apply. This is different from other job openings that 
are advertised by SRF-JRMC.

	 7月19日、艦船修理廠及び日本地区造修統括本部(SRF-JRMC)は横須賀の勤労福祉会館で
SRF-JRMC技能訓練生説明会を開催した。SRF-JRMCで募集する職務内容の説明会に180名
を超える求職者が参加した。
	 合計で4回行なわれた説明会はそれぞれを二部形式で構成され、第一部は当日のスケジ
ュール説明、技能訓練制度と職種紹介のビデオ上映、第二部は作業で使用する道具や装置
の紹介と17の造修部署の代表による職種の説明、そして質疑応答、雇用条件の概要そして
技能訓練制度卒業生との対話と続いた。
	 技能訓練制度の卒業生が訓練部により紹介をされたので、卒業生徒と参加者は具体的に
職場環境、学歴、職務経験、語学、筆記試験や面接試験について話し合いもし易くなった。
	 卒業生の1人が「工場毎の展示品や写真の設置は初めての試みだと聞きました。予想より
多くの人が来て私の部署の展示に足を止めてくれました。参加者にとって４年間の訓練制
度を終えたばかりの卒業生に直接質問ができ、どの職種に惹かれるかの判断と解り難い業
務内容への不安を和らげる良い手段になったと思います。説明会の一員として、また卒業生
として、参加者に４年間の訓練制度の個人的な経験を伝えられたことは、私にとっても良い
体験になり、感謝してます」と説明会の感想を話してくれた。
	 SRF-JRMC訓練部によると他のSRF-JRMCの職種と異なり、技能訓練制度は応募に際し経験
が問われない。また、安定した職に就きつつ技能習得ができるのも制度の魅力だ。訓練部として
も、説明会を通しSRF-JRMC 技能訓練制度を広め、より多くの方々に応募してもらいたいという。
	 更に、説明会で在日米海軍統合人事部の担当者が訓練制度の詳細説明を行なった。部署
の監督者からも現在募集中の職種や応募要綱が説明され、インストラクターがそれぞれの工
場の業務や機能について説明した。
	 技能工の養成がこの訓練制度の目的であり、その養成にはSRF-JRMCは４年間に亘る厳しい
トレーニングに耐え、訓練生プログラムの修了に努力を惜しまない求職者の採用が要となる。
	 ある参加者が話すには、「父が造船所で働いているのでその影響もあり造船関係に興味
があります。知人から説明会について教えてもらい、情報収集のために参加しました。興味深


く安定した仕事だと感じました。」
	 SRF-JRMCは優秀な日本人艦船修理技能員の養成と確保を目的に、1985年に技能訓練
制度を設立した。熟練退職者の補充を行い、熟練技術を次代に継承させるその制度設立以
来、訓練部は技能訓練生の採用を毎年行いSRF-JRMCの高度な艦船修理技術維持の為、訓
練生を養成してきた。説明会はこの制度を地域社会に知って貰う良い機会だ。毎年、募集職
種の情報を求める説明会参加者の数の多さからも説明会の役割の重要性と基地空席候補
への関心の高さが伺い知ることが出来る。


	 During the job fair, Commander U.S. Naval Forces 
Japan Human Resources Office representatives explained 
in detail how the Japanese government Master Labor 
Contract (MLC) program works. Available positions and 
application procedures for SRF-JRMC were discussed by 
shop supervisors who also explained work and functions 
within the SRF-JRMC organization.
	 The goal of the trade development program is to recruit 
and train entry level ship repair workers in various trades 
including, but not limited to, marine machinist, ship fitter, 
pipe fitter, electrician, and painter. To do this, SRF-JRMC 
needs to recruit people who can complete the four years of 
rigorous training required by its apprenticeship program.
	 One of the job fair participants said, “A friend of mine 
let me know about the job fair so I came to get information. 
It looks like SRF-JRMC offers interesting and stable job 
opportunities. My father, who is a shipyard worker, also 
encouraged me to develop an interest in working at a 
shipyard.”
	 SRF-JRMC established the trade development 
program in 1985 as a means to maintain the high standard 
of skill for which its Japanese work force is known. The 
trade development program helps to make up for the loss 
of skilled workers who retire from SRF-JRMC each year.  
	 Each year since the establishment of the program, the 
Training Division has recruited and trained apprentices in 
order to maintain the command’s high standards of ship 
repair. Job fairs have proven to be an effective means 
of publicizing opportunities at SRF-JRMC and attract 
many members from the local community who wish to 
learn about the program and employment opportunities 
at SRF-JRMC.

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New beginnings

	 It’s that time of year; a time of coming and going for many military families. 
Although permanent change of station moves take place all the time, the month before 
school starts seems to be the busiest time for overseas moves. Most of our families get 
used to moving every two or three years; nevertheless the stressors are real as we try 
to complete the packages, check off all the boxes and remember the important papers 
so we can avoid glitches or delays in the process. Our Chapel of Hope staff is going 
through change this year as well with a complete staff of five chaplains and several 
religious program specialists rotating in a 12-month period.
	 Even if we get used to the moves or enjoy the process, some may feel they are 
sacrificing a “sense of place” or lack certain centeredness. My children were pretty 
much raised in the Navy as my son was seven and my daughter was four when I came 
on active duty. I always found it interesting to listen to their responses when family 
members, teachers or friends would ask them where they were from. After watching 
them, I admit with a little delight, squirm and hem haw their way through an answer a 
few times, my wife and I worked with them to formulate a suitable response. With so 
much change in our lives I think it is important to emphasize the important things that 
make life rich and warm.
	 One of the important concepts is “home.” Since the beginning of time it has given 
people a sense of peace, safety, stability and belonging. Home is more than a material 
structure or acquisition, it is about loved ones; family that will always be there even as 
friends, coworkers and acquaintances change. It’s about finding a sense of connectedness 
in our new communities, learning how to be a blessing to others with our own unique 
talents and capabilities. Moving may involve tension in some regards but it can be a 
blessing.  People have been on the move since the days of Abraham, and somehow the 
values of home and family have survived. What makes a transition good or bad is not 
how often we “hop” but how we “hop.”
	 Another key is a sense of volunteerism. When God called Abraham to a new place in 
Genesis 12:2, he determined to bless him so that he would be a blessing. We are happiest 
when we determine to look outside of ourselves and bless someone else. Determine to 
fulfill our potential to be a blessing to others through many opportunities to volunteer, 
as well as involvement in faith events and family life as often as possible.
	 A third concept is having a “sense of place.” Abraham moved but he held on to 
this “sense of place.” His centeredness came from his faith, being right with God and 
building altars accordingly in the land of Canaan. We too, can retain our sense of place 
if we “build altars” through faithful living wherever we may be. The focus of our new 
base house or off base dwelling can be to consider the home to be a “Bethel” or house 
of God.  Sure we may have creature comforts through electronics and comfortable 
furniture but maintaining a faith focus is beneficial.
	 These concepts can help us to avoid “motion sickness” that may lead to breakdowns 
within our families. We are created to be social people so if we keep a healthy focus 
our homes can be blessings not only to our families but to others. They can be places 
where we receive and give to others.
	 One writer puts it this way: Have you ever noticed how often people in the Bible 
are changing their addresses? It is hard to find anyone who is in a serious drama with 
God who is not on the move. No one ever finds God by nailing life down. Maybe that 
is because faith is always discovered along the way.
	 This life of change we have chosen to live means leaving something behind on 
occasion. Even disciples in Jesus’ time were asked to leave behind their families and 
friends. In other instances people like Abraham were asked to leave possessions. The 
key to all of this I think is to look outside of ourselves and choose to accept changes 
in a positive manner. If we keep moving and stay strong in our faith and foundations 
God will take care of any motion sickness.


	 The typhoon season in Japan runs from May to November, with the peak storm 
season for the local area occuring in September and October. In a typical year, 
the Yokosuka area could be threatened by 8 to 10 typhoons, though not all those 
storms pass over the immediate area and they vary in strength. Service members 
and families are advised to be prepared for potential weather emergencies. The 
above cut-and-save provides a brief description of each typhoon readiness level 
and the actions that should be taken in order to be more prepared.
	 To fully prepare, create one or more emergency kits that include enough 
supplies for at least three days. There are six basic items that should be included: 
water, food, first aid supplies, clothing and bedding, tools and items for medical 
conditions. Have one gallon of water per person, per day and non-perishable food. 
Local maps, a family emergency plan and an all-hazards weather radio enable 
residents to respond to an emergency more quickly. Other essentials are dust 
masks, personal sanitation supplies such as moist towelettes, garbage bags and 
plastic ties.
	 Local weather information can be found via the Commander Fleet Activities 
Yokosuka website at www.cnic.navy.mil/yokosuka, or by tuning in to the base 
information channel 15. Additionally, updates can be found at https://metocph.
nmci.navy.mil/jtwc.php. Updates can be obtained every six hours at this website 
for all typhoons in the Pacific and the Indian Ocean.
