National Radiologic
Technology Week, Nov. 6 to
12, was established to coin-
cide with the 1895 discov-
ery of x-rays by German
physicist Wilhelm Conrad
Roentgen on Nowv. 8.

The week honors the role

| that medical imaging and

radiation therapy profes-
sionals — known as radio-
logic technologists — play in
health care practice, and to
educate others about the
medical imaging profession
through open houses, job
fairs and displays.

After Roentgen’s discov-
ery of x-rays, Thomas Edi-
son developed a fluoro-
scope in 1896 that became
the standard for the
employment of x-rays in
health care. News of Edi-
son’s “x-ray machines”
reached as high as the
White House.

In 1901 President McKin-

ley requested one to help
locate an assassin’s bullet
that was lost in his
abdomen after he was shot
at the Buffalo, N. Y., Pan-
American Exposition. The
machine arrived, but was
never used, and the Presi-
dent eventually died from
infection from his wounds.

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Navy, Army Prep
rekindling rivalry

It’s an annual football
rivalry that started more
than 61 years ago when the
Naval Academy Prep
School (NAPS) Rams
played the U.S. Military
Academy Prep School
(MAPS) Golden Knights at
the Bainbridge, Md., Naval
Training Center.

Preparing
for the Army-Navy Prep
game will start after the
NAPS-USNA junior varsity
game, Nov. 4, at Annapolis,
Md., he said.

“We can practice and
practice, but it comes
down to the team that exe-
cutes better on game day,”
he said.

NAPS beat Hudson Valley
Community College, 21-7,
Oct. 29, at Troy, N.Y., and
now holds a record of seven
wins and no losses. NAPS
has outscored its oppo-
nents by 267 points and
has allowed only 111
points.

Part of the reason why
the NAPS football team has
done so well this season is
due to the quality of this
season’s coaching staff,
Shevory said.

“They do a great job of
mentoring our players,” he
said. Shevory is no
stranger to the NAPS foot-
ball regimen. He was NAPS
defensive coordinator,
2005-2007, prior to becom-
ing head coach in fall 2008.

Assisting  Shevory is
Toran James, assistant
football coach and defen-
sive coordinator; and Jason
McDonald, offensive coor-
dinator. McDonald played
football at Springfield Col-
lege.

University and of the British Academy,
the U.K’s London-based national
organization for distinguished scholars
in the humanities and social sciences.
Rodger has researched extensively the
naval history of Britain, with his works
spanning nearly 1,400 years of history.

“It is particularly appropriate for the
Naval War College to make this
announcement here at this sympo-
sium,” said Christenson. “This prize is
made for world-class achievement in
original research that contributes to a
deeper historical understanding of the
broad context and interrelationships
involved in the roles, contributions, lim-
itations, and uses of the sea services in
history.”

Rodger told the audience of maritime
leaders from more than 110 nations
around the world that he was honored
to be presented the award in front of
such an august international delega-
tion.

“I've often thought naval historians
are able to do more service to navies
than navies realize,” Rodger said. “Ilike
to take the opportunities that come my
way to tell admirals this, but I must say;,
I never dreamt I should find myself with
the opportunity to say this to all the
admirals in the whole world.”

proximity to the housing units. They will
expand their patrols to include the housing
areas beginning next week.

Champlin will always be wearing a reflec-
tive vest (see photo) and carry a large yellow
flashlight. The patrols of the housing areas,
like those on the base, will primarily focus
on the less trafficked areas such as along
fence lines that border the tank farms, in
heavily brushed areas and along well trav-
eled paths routinely used by the animals.
The team will patrol during the day and
throughout the night.

“That’s the beauty of this contract —I'm on
call all the time. The more contact SAM and
I have with coyotes, the better it will teach
the animals not to be here,” Champlin said
during a recent interview earlier this week.
Ironically, he had to leave the interview early
because of a call of a coyote sighting near
Building 11, an animal he had previously
chased out of a different area.

How you can help SAM and the coyotes:

1. Don'’t leave pet food outside your home.

2. Don'’t purposely feed the coyotes any-
thing.

3. Never try to approach a coyote - if you
see one, go back indoors or into your vehicle
and call 841-4041 to report it. Make note of
what time you saw the animal, where you
saw it and what direction it is travelling.

Willow and the Juniper carry two complete
sets of SORS equipment onboard at all
times.

A SORS set consists of 124 feet of
boom; one hydraulic skimmer; one swing
arm which is mounted on the side of the
ship and enough hose to stretch from the
skimmers to the temporary fuel storage
devices.

These systems and other similar types of
skimming systems have been Coast Guard
requirements since the Oil Pollution Con-
trol Act of 1990 was passed. At that time,
the Coast Guard was given a mission to
respond to oil spills either as emergency
measures or in support of commercial ves-
sels, as was the case last summer in the
Gulf when 10 Coast Guard vessels were
called upon to assist because of the size of
the spill.

In addition to the Juniper crew mem-
bers, the Willow was also host to four
members of the USCG Atlantic Strike
Team (AST) from Ft. Dix, N.J. These indi-
viduals are part of a deployable opera-
tions group whose primary mission is to
deploy to a ship in an emergency to assist
if expertise or manpower were needed.

“We came today to help make sure the
crew is familiar and proficient with the
equipment being trained,” said
Boatswain’s Mate 2nd Class Dan Foun-
tain. The four Strike Team members and
First Coast Guard District civilian Mike
Popovich, all environmental specialists,
accompanied the Willow to maximize the
value of the training given that day.

Approximately a third of the Willow’s
crewmembers transfer to other com-
mands each year. The commanding offi-
cer and the majority of the enlisted are
attached to the buoy tender for three
years, with the other officers usually serv-
ing two-year tours.

All departments were mustered and
benefitted from the training in ways that
went beyond just SORS proficiency.
Crew members also built teamwork skills
and gained confidence.

Fireman 3rd Class Matthew Grady
strapped on a portable compressor and
got to work inflating the 12 sections of
the boom; Seaman Jonathan Nichols
monitored the skimmer controls; Sea-
man Wade Sandy stood his watch on the
bridge. Machinery Technician 3rd Class
Tracy Dorsey, recently named the Wil-
low’s Sailor of the Quarter, was busy with
her department below the decks in the
engine room.

“A lot is always going on behind the
scenes,” said Ensign Rachel Post.

Naval Undersea Warfare
Center (NUWC) Division
Newport broke ground for a
new $20.7 million Electro-
magnetic Sensor Facility
last Monday.

R.I. Gov. Lincoln Chafee,
Sen. Jack Reed, D-R.I., Sen.
Sheldon Whitehouse, D-
R.I., and U.S. Rep. David
Cicilline, D-R.I., attended
and participated in the
groundbreaking.

“This project will result in
a significant upgrade to our
capabilities,” said Capt.
Todd Cramer, Commander
of NUWC Newport.
“Thanks to the addition of
this facility, NUWC will be
well-equipped to keep our
submarines at the forefront
of emerging electromag-
netic sensor technologies
well into the future.”

When completed on the
former Fleet Parking Lot
north of Gate 17, the 54,000
square foot facility will
include six laboratories and
a five-story periscope tower
designed to repair and cer-
tify periscopes, submarine
communications systems,
electronic warfare equip-
ment, and imaging/optical
systems.

The building will provide
space for both personnel
and equipment for proto-
typing, acquisition and
production support, as well
as in-service engineering
and test functions. It will
replace the current EMS
facility currently in Build-

ing 68 on Pier 2.

“This is important for the
Navy,” said Reed. “With
the maritime threats that
we face, the ability of sub-
marines to operate without
detection close to shore
makes them much more
valuable than they were at
any time in our history.”

The building will also be
NUWC Newport’s first
Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design
(LEED) certified building
designed to achieve LEED-
New Construction Gold
Certification. It is expected
to be completed by Sep-
tember 2013.

NUWC Newport is one of
two divisions of the Naval
Undersea Warfare Center.
