Battle of Midway
A Fleet Commemoration of the Battle of Midway will be held aboard USS GEORGE
H.W. BUSH on Friday, 4 Jun at 1000.

On 4 June 1942, a Japanese armada steamed towards Midway with intent to destroy all
U.S. forces on the atoll, establish its own base, and draw out and destroy U.S. aircraft
carriers operating unchecked since February 1942. Unbeknownst to Japan, however, their
naval code had been broken, and the United States was prepared for the attack. When a
Navy flying boat pilot spotted Japanese ships on 3 June, U.S. forces deployed to counter the
thrust and surprised the enemy. The ensuing Battle of Midway (4-6 June 1942) would spell
the beginning of the end for the enemy and helped set the United States and its allies on the
road to victory in World War Il. As World War |l veterans pass from our lives, we must carry
their legacy forward by speaking to our Sailors and to the public about their contributions to
the Navy and the nation.
