Trident Support Facilities Explosives Handling Wharf (EHW) at Naval Base Kitsap EIS 
The Navy proposes to construct a new EHW located adjacent to, but separate from, the existing EHW on Hood Canal, NBK-Bangor, WA, to support TRIDENT submarines.  The proposed action consists of in-water and land-based construction including a covered ordnance operations area, a support building on the wharf, and a warping wharf. A warping wharf is a long narrow wharf extension used to position submarines prior to moving into the operations area of the EHW.  As part of the U.S. Navy’s sea-based strategic deterrence mission, the Navy Strategic Systems Programs (SSP) directs research, development, manufacturing, test, evaluation, and operational support of the TRIDENT Fleet Ballistic Missile program.   On October 3, 2011, the Navy issued a Supplement to the Draft EIS.   The Supplement focuses on new information since publication of the DEIS. Specifically, the Supplement addresses the methodology used to assess the potential for injurious impacts to the marbled murrelet from impact pile driving; the construction and operation of four new facilities proposed to be built to replace the functions of five buildings to be demolished and the associated infrastructure; and compensatory mitigation options under consideration in regard to Dabob Bay Conservation and Washington State Parks Mitigation.  The public comment period for the Supplement to the DEIS will close on November 21, 2011. All comments must be postmarked or received by November 21, 2011 for consideration in the Final EIS.

Naval Weapons Systems Training Facility (NWSTF) Boardman EIS
The Navy, in cooperation with the National Guard Bureau and the Oregon National Guard, is proposing several actions to ensure that NSWTF Boardman continues serving as a vital training resource for Northwest-based military assets. These actions could include: maintaining current levels of training; increasing certain training activities to support the Navy and Oregon National Guard training requirements; developing range enhancements and new facilities, as necessary, to support training requirements; and accommodating mission requirements associated with force structure changes and introduction of new weapons systems for training.

Surveillance Towed Array Sensor System Low Frequency Active (SURTASS LFA) SONAR Draft Supplemental EIS/Overseas Supplemental EIS.   The Navy has prepared a Draft Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement/Supplemental Overseas Environmental Impact Statement (DSEIS/SOEIS) that evaluates the potential environmental impacts of employing the Surveillance Towed Array Sensor System (SURTASS) Low Frequency Active (LFA) sonar. It has been prepared by the Department of the Navy in accordance with the requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) and Presidential Executive Order (EO) 12114 (Environmental Effects Abroad of Major Federal Actions). The Navy currently plans to operate up to four SURTASS LFA sonar systems for routine training, testing and military operations. Based on current U.S. Navy national security and operational requirements, routine training, testing and military operations using these sonar systems could occur in the Pacific, Atlantic and Indian Oceans, and the Mediterranean Sea. Vessels equipped with, or to be equipped with, SURTASS LFA sonar systems are the USNS IMPECCABLE (T-AGOS 23) and USNS VICTORIOUS (T-AGOS 19) class ocean surveillance vessels.

Gulf of Alaska Navy Training Activities EIS
The Navy is proposing to maintain current levels of military readiness by training in Alaska and in the Gulf of Alaska, accommodate future increase in training activities from current levels as necessary to support Fleet exercise requirements, and accommodate mission requirements associated with new ships, submarines, aircraft and weapon systems. This Fleet training is necessary in order to keep up with advances in global defense technology and new national security challenges, and to enhance the Navy’s training activities and capabilities while preparing its Sailors for combat.  The Record of Decision (ROD) was published in the Federal Register on November 2, 2010.

NAVSEA NUWC Keyport Range Complex Extension EIS
(formerly known as the Northwest Range Complex Extension EIS)
The Navy is proposing to provide additional space and volume outside the existing operational areas, to support the existing and evolving range research, development, test and evaluation operations of Naval Undersea Warfare Center, Division Keyport, Keyport, WA. The proposed action and alternatives for this EIS would occur in three general sites: Keyport Range site, Dabob Bay Range Complex site and Quinault Underwater Tracking Range site.  The Record of Decision (ROD) was signed by the Secretary of the Navy on July 7, 2011. Northwest Training Range Complex (NWTRC) EIS
The Navy has issued a Record of Decision (ROD) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) to support current, emerging, and future training activities in the Northwest Training Range Complex to achieve and sustain military readiness. The Northwest Training Range Complex consists of airspace, surface operating areas, and land area in the Pacific Northwest. The Northwest Training Range serves as a backyard range for those units home-ported in the Pacific Northwest. The ROD was published in the Federal Register on November 2, 2010.  

Swimmer Interdiction Security System (SISS) EIS
The Navy has issued a Record of Decision (ROD) and FEIS to implement a Swimmer Interdiction Security System at Naval Base Kitsap – Bangor, Silverdale, WA, in order to meet the increased U.S. security requirements for military installations in response to the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001. The SISS protects waterside Navy assets and would remain in operation as long as valuable naval assets are at Naval Base Kitsap-Bangor. Besides No Action, the Navy analyzed three alternatives for implementing SISS: Marine Mammals, Combat Swimmer, and Remotely Operated Vehicles.  The ROD was published in the Federal Register on November 20, 2009.

Multi-Mission Aircraft (MMA) EIS
The Navy issued a ROD and FEIS to evaluate the potential environmental consequences of the proposed Navy action to provide facilities and functions to support the homebasing of 12 P-8A Multi-Mission Maritime Aircraft (MMA) squadrons (72 aircraft) and one fleet replacement squadron (12 aircraft) at established maritime patrol homebases.  The ROD was published in the Federal Register on January 2, 2009.
