Captain John H. Hill, III


Born and raised in Montpelier, Vt., Capt. John H. “Jack” Hill, III, graduated from Northeastern University in Boston, Mass., in 1989 with a Bachelor of Science degree in Business Administration and upon graduation, was commissioned through the Navy Reserve Officer Training Corps on June 9, 1989. He was designated as a Naval aviator in April 1991.  

Capt. Hill’s aviation career has included five operational tours. He had three successive sea tours at Patrol Squadron (VP) 8 in Brunswick, Maine; VP-94 in New Orleans, La.; and Fleet Logistics Support Squadron (VR) 52 in Willow Grove, Pa., where he served as the pilot training officer and operations officer flying the P-3C Orion, before transitioning to the C-9B Skytrain II and serving as the aviation maintenance officer.  In 2004, he took over as officer in charge of VR-59 in Fort Worth, Texas, flying the C-40A Clipper. He began his tour as executive officer in 2006 with VR-57 in Coronado, Calif., before taking command of the squadron in November 2007.

The captain’s shore tours included the Naval War College in Newport, R. I., where he earned a Master of Arts in National Security and Strategic Studies. The following year, he reported as the assistant operations officer and later as the operations officer for Commander, Fleet Logistics Support Wing, in Dallas, Texas, the Navy’s largest airwing. In early 2005 he transferred to the Office of Chief of Naval Operations staff in the Office of the Chief of Navy Reserve where he took an assignment as reserve aviation requirements and capabilities officer. In 2009, following his command tour, he was assigned to Commander, Naval Air Force Reserve where he served as executive assistant, assistant chief of staff and finally, chief of staff.

Capt. Hill's decorations include the Meritorious Service Medal (3), the Navy and Marine Corps Commendation Medal (2), the Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medal (2) and numerous unit awards.
