SECURITY PLAN

FOR CAPTAIN ROLPH MANCAU,

ALBONIAN ROYAL NAVY

01 June 2005 TO 31 July 2005

Under the Defense Personnel Exchange Program (DPEP), Captain Mancau will be working onboard NBVC Point Mugu.  He will be allowed the same privileges as U.S. military and DOD civilian personnel except as follows:

ID Badges:  Captain Mancau’s badge will expire on the last day of his approved foreign visit.  It will be issued on ‘AS NEEDED’ basis, for NBVC.  His unescorted privileges will be limited to authorized routes to and from his work site.  He will wear his FN orange badge at all times on the upper portion of his clothing, and carry either his countries Military Identification Card or passport while on Station.  The badge will be returned to Mr. Jones upon completion of visit.  At no time will Captain Mancau have more than one FN Badge issued.

Community Areas:  Captain Mancau will have unlimited access to all community facilities, i.e. NEX complex, MWR facilities, restaurants, medical and dental facilities.

Travel Routes:  Proceed directly to and from work sites in an enclosed vehicle via authorized routes.  Captain Mancau will have a copy of this plan and authorized travel routes with him at all times while on station.

Captain Mancau must have an escort at all times at any other location within the controlled industrial area.

AUTHORIZED ROUTES TO AND FROM WORK SITES ARE AS FOLLOWS:

To Flight Line/Hangar Area:  Enter Las Posas Gate, N. on 11th Street.  Continue straight on 11th and turn right 34.  Park on south side and enter through southwest door/hangar doors.

To Lab Bldg 3015:  Enter Las Posas Gate, N. on 13th Street to past Main Rd.  Right turn into Bldg 3015 parking lot.  Open parking.

To NAVSOC Compound:  Enter Las Posas Gate, N. on 13th Street. Past Main Rd. and Bldg 3015.  Right turn into NAVSOC paring lot.  Park in visitor parking area.

Personal Equipment:  Cameras, cellular phones, computers, reproduction, transmitting or listening devices or equipment are strictly prohibited in all RESTRICTED Areas.

Violations:  If the foreign visitor is found to be in violation of this Security Plan, he will be subject to termination of visit.

Disclosure:  The purpose of Captain Mancau’s visit is to conduct annual test and evaluation and training as outlined in FMS Case no. AL-R-ABC.  Discussions or marketing of additional technology while onboard NBVC facilities are not authorized regardless of the classification of the technology other than public domain.  If it is determined that additional joint ventures and disclosure of technology are in the best interests of the DON, the Albonian government must make a separate request via the Albonian Embassy through the Navy International Programs Office for each specific item.

Schedules/Agendas:  All of Captain Mancau’s schedules/agendas will be made available to the Security Management Office, N21VGW as needed.

Computer Security:  The point of contact for Info security is Jane Doe, N60.  Approved ADP equipment owned and operated by the Albonian government will be “stand alone” and not connected to or share information with any U.S. technology resources.

Modifications:  Any deviation or change request to this Security Plan must be submitted with written justification to the Security Management Office, N21VGW via the designated sponsor for approval prior to implementation.
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
