SPECIAL POWER OF ATTORNEY (ACCEPT/TERMINATE QUARTERS) 

PREAMBLE:  This is a MILITARY POWER OF ATTORNEY prepared pursuant to Title 10, United States Code § 1044b, and executed by a person authorized to receive legal assistance from the military services.  Federal law exempts this power of attorney from any requirement of form, substance, formality, or recording that is prescribed for powers of attorney by laws of a state, the District of Columbia, or a territory, commonwealth, or possession of the United States.  Federal law specifies that this power of attorney shall be given the same legal effect as a power of attorney prepared and executed in accordance with the laws of the jurisdiction where it is presented.

KNOW ALL PERSONS:  That I, John Smith, currently residing in the State of California, by this document do make and appoint Anne Smith, whose address is 111 Hazegray Way, San Diego, CA 92114, as my true and lawful attorney-in-fact to act as follows, GRANTING unto my said Attorney full power to:

To accept military quarters assigned to me at Bonita Heights, and to sign for and take possession of such quarters in my name; and to sign for and take possession of any and all furniture, appliances, and equipment that may be authorized for use in or with such quarters as I may be assigned; and to execute all necessary documents, instruments or papers and perform all acts necessary to carry out the foregoing.  
The individual named herein has the authority to start, change, or stop an allotment on behalf of myself, the service member.

I HEREBY GIVE AND GRANT TO my said attorney-in-fact full power and authority to perform every act and thing whatsoever that is necessary or appropriate to accomplish the purpose for which this Power of Attorney is granted, as fully and effectually as I could do if I were present; and I hereby ratify all that my said attorney-in-fact shall lawfully do or so cause to be done by virtue of this document.

PROVIDED, however, that all business transacted hereunder for me or for my account shall be transacted in my name, and that all endorsements and instruments executed by my said attorney-in-fact for the purpose of carrying out the foregoing powers shall contain my name, followed by that of my said attorney-in-fact and the designation “attorney-in-fact.”

I FURTHER DECLARE that any act or thing lawfully done hereunder by my said attorney-in-fact shall be binding on myself and my heirs, legal and personal representatives and assigns, whether the same shall have been done either before or after my death, or other revocation of this instrument, unless and until reliable intelligence or notice thereof shall have been received by my said attorney-in-fact.

TERMINATION:  This power shall remain in full force and effect until 21 August 2008, unless sooner revoked or terminated by me.

Notwithstanding my insertion of a specific expiration date herein, if on the above date I shall be, or have been, carried in a military status of  “missing”, “missing-in-action” or “prisoner of war,” then this power of attorney shall automatically remain valid and in full effect until sixty (60) days until after I have returned to the United States Military control following termination of such status.  This power of attorney shall not be affected by the disability of the principal.
