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Early merry-go-round lifts Reagan to softball title

USS Reagan (CVN 76)
captured the first of two
softball tournaments in
the 2010 Rim of the
Pacific (RIMPAC) games
by beating Navy
Information Operations
Command (NIOC)
Hawaii, 25-1, in the
championship showdown
at Millican Field, Joint
Base Pearl Harbor-
Hickam, on July 1.

A second tournament
will be on July 31 to Aug.
1. Wins in the first round
of games count toward the
RIMPAC Cup.
Competition points are
awarded for teams or
individuals winning
selected tournaments or
competitions.

The win was the second
mercy-rule victory of the
day for Reagan, which
subdued USS
Chancellorsville (CG 62),
25-8, in a semi-final
game, before it went on to
defeat NIOC.

In that semi-final,
Reagan hitters ended the
top of the fifth by scoring
12 runs with the big blow
coming off the bat of
cleanup hitter Kirk
Myers, a retired senior
chief electronics techni-
cian who now works on
the Reagan as a member
of the fleet systems engi-
neering team.

With one out and bases
jammed full of team-
mates, Myers launched a
deep fly ball that sailed
over the left-field fence
and into the parking lot
for a grand slam.

Riding the momentum
of its final at-bat against
Chancellorsville, Reagan
picked up right where it

“I was surprised about
the way we started,” said
Myers. “We hadn’t been
hitting the ball well, but
that first inning was
something.”

The lead was all Ensign
Caleb Tucker, pitcher for

Reagan, needed as he
allowed only three singles
and a walk in posting
three scoreless innings
against a tough NIOC
batting order before tak-
ing himself out of the
game.

Tucker admitted that
while that large advan-
tage helped him relax and
focus on the mound, he
wasn’t about to take any-
thing for granted.

“I know it’s a big hole to
look up from, but the
thing to remember is that
it’s  softball,” noted
Tucker. “We did it and
they (NIOC) could do it.
They’re a good team. They
got here for a reason.”

In building up its com-
manding lead, Tucker
stated that Reagan hit-
ters took note of the
windy conditions at
Millican and followed a
simple strategy: hit the
ball to the open spaces.

“With the wind, you're
not going to try and hit
the long ball,” said
Tucker. “So it was to get
the little base hits. One
base at a time allowed us
to go all the way around
the bases.”

Cryptologic Technician
(Maintenance) 1st Class
Darrell Herschel, who
was pitcher for NIOC,
gave Reagan batters
credit for getting their
team off to a great start,
but added that he
would love to play them
again.

“Anytime you can get to
the championship game,
it’s a feat in itself,” said
Herschel, whose NIOC
squad is in first place in
the Ashore Intramural
Softball League. “It was
fun to play those guys
(Reagan). Hopefully, we’ll
see them again in the sec-
ond tournament.”

Meanwhile, Gordon
summed up Reagan’s title
by saying that he felt the
team had a good chance of
winning it all, as it pre-
pared to do battle in the
four-day, single-elimina-
tion tournament.

“Everyone has played
together for awhile,”
said Gordon. “This is the
best team I've ever played
on.”

The Battleship Missouri
Memorial will mark the 65th
anniversary  of  Imperial
Japan’s formal World War II
surrender with a free public
ceremony, titled “The End of
World War II,” from 8 to 9:30
a.m. Sept. 2 at the Battleship
Missouri Memorial in Pearl
Harbor, Hawaii.

Keynote remarks will be pro-
vided by U.S. Secretary of
Veterans Affairs Eric K.
Shinseki, retired four-star
Army general, former Army
chief of staff and combat veter-
an. U.S. Sen. Daniel K. Inouye,
who received the Medal of
Honor for his service in WWII,
will also address attendees,
sharing his thoughts and mem-
ories of the war.

The ceremony will be the cen-
terpiece of a week of commemo-
rative events, providing an
opportunity to remember the
end of history’s most devastat-
ing war in the presence of the
USS Arizona Memorial and the
Battleship Missouri — symbolic
“bookends” of America’s role in
WWIL.

“Commemoration Week is a
unique opportunity to memori-
alize one of the most significant
dates in world history with a
pilgrimage to Pearl Harbor, an
experience that in recent years
has grown well beyond a single
day and now includes five dis-
tinet historic sites,” said
Michael Carr, president and
chief operating officer of the
Battleship Missouri Memorial.
(In addition to the USS Arizona
Memorial and Battleship
Missouri  Memorial, Pearl
Harbor historic sites include
the USS Bowfin Submarine
Museum and Park, Pacific

Aviation Museum - Pearl
Harbor and USS Oklahoma
Memorial.)

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Reagan decks Reuben James for hoops title

USS Ronald Reagan (CVN
76) built upon a 19-10 lead at
halftime to beat USS Reuben
James (FFG 57), 46-25, in the
championship game of the 2010
Rim of the Pacific (RIMPAC)
games basketball tournament
at Bloch Arena, Joint Base
Pearl Harbor-Hickam, on July
2.

Reagan took control of the
game in the first half on the
play of its backcourt duo of
Culinary Specialist 3rd Class
John Smith and Aviation
Boatswain’s  Mate  (Fuel)
Airman Rodrick Williams,
whose two-man game account-
ed for 12 of the team’s 19 first-
half points.

Then in the second half,
Reagan big man Aviation
Boatswain’s Mate (Equipment)
3rd Class Anthony Armstrong
led the team’s half-court attack
by controling the paint with his
size and quickness.

Amstrong’s intimidating
presence under the hoop almost
single handedly kept Reuben
James from mounting a come-
back in the second half.

The Reagan post-player led
all scorers with 13 points, with
nine of his total coming in the
closing minutes of the game.

“The guards were playing
their game, so the big men had
to step up and rebound and put
the ball back in,” said
Armstrong. “Every time we get
the ball, we want to push. It’s
dependent on our big men to
get the ball out to our wing so
that we can get out and run.”

Smith, who chipped in with
two huge three-point bombs in
the first half, said that the
Reagan wanted to keep the
pressure on from the opening
bell, after seeing that the
Reuben James had just finished
its semi-final game just prior to
the title showdown.

Although Reuben James
twice narrowed the margin

down to four points in the first
half, players on the Reagan
answered each time with clutch
shots to maintain its lead.

“Everybody played with
heart,” said Smith. “We didn’t
give up on any possession.
Everybody wanted to win
everything.”

In the second half, Reuben
James opened up by immedi-
ately scoring two baskets to cut
the lead down to 19-14.

However, Williams threw
down a basket to break the
short run by Reuben James.
Reagan then went on to score
10 unanswered points to gain
full control of the game.

Armstrong’s basket and one
with 6:52 remaining on the
clock extended Reagan’s lead to
14 at 32-18 and the rout was
on.

Operations Specialist
Seaman David Smith of Reuben
James said that, in the end,
Reagan had too much firepower
to overcome.

“They had a lot of athleticism
on their squad,” noted Smith,
who led all Reuben James
scorers with 11 points. “They
(Reagan) got us tired and
was able to get fast-break
points on us. They out-hustled
us.”

While David Smith offered no
excuses for the loss, John
Smith praised Reuben James
for its all-out effort despite
playing back-to-back games.

“I have to give it up to them,”
stated Smith, who pumped in a
total of nine points. “They were
probably a little fatigued.”

In looking over the strong
field of teams in the five-day
tournament, Armstrong said
that it felt very satisfying to
walk away with the event’s
championship trophy.

Armstrong pointed out that
the title is a reflection of the
way things are done aboard the

Reagan.
“This says a lot about the
Reagan,” said Armstrong.

“That’s the way we practice and
that’s the way we play. And we
train just as hard.”

the difficulties associated
with a parent’s deployment.

“The focus of Operation
‘Hele On’ is to help children
get a better understanding
of what their parents go
through when they deploy,”
Flowers said. “One of the
most difficult things families
experience during deploy-
ments is that of keeping a
strong connection over dis-
tance. We have found that if
children can relate to the
process, they are able to
understand more and cope
better when it is time for
their parents to leave.”

Flowers said that accord-
ing to a survey taken last
year, 98 percent of children

who  participated in
Operation “Hele On” felt
they were better able to
identify with the deployment
process and what their par-
ents go through when they
deploy.

“By going through this
process, children are having
a great time and are learn-
ing how to relate to their
parents,” she explained. “We
want them to have that
experience so when their
parents deploy, their kids
will understand and can say
T did that, too.”

Flowers said that children
who participate in Operation
“Hele On” will be issued dog
tags and mobility bags and
will have numerous military
experiences such as going
through a mobility process-
ing line, boarding a cargo
aircraft, and visiting a medi-
cal moulage.

“It is going to be a full day,
jam-packed with lots of great
activities and demonstra-
tions,” she said. “In the
morning, we will have Joint
Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam
deputy commander, Col.
Charles [Rustyl
Baumgardner, ‘welcome’ the
troops. Then the kids will be
issued their dog tags and get
to do things like having
secret intelligence briefings
or see a bomb squadron
demonstration. We hope this
will be a great opportunity
for them to learn what many
of their parents experience
firsthand,” she added.

The program, traditional-
ly held for only Air Force
children, has been opened up
this year to include the
youth of Navy families.

“Last year, we had 160
children participate,” she
said. “So this year, we are
accepting applications for
the first 200 children. It is a
first come, first served pro-
cess, so please get your
applications in as soon as
possible.”

Flowers also added that
Operation “Hele On” would
not be possible without the
help of numerous active duty
personnel who are able to
serve as volunteers.

Flowers also thinks the
program could be beneficial
to family members of indi-
vidual  augmentees
(IAs).
