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Passover Seder planned for April 12

The people of the Aloha Jewish Chapel
(AJC) on Naval Station Pearl Harbor
invite all military personnel, their families
and guests to the Passover Seder which
will be held April 12 at the Hale Koa Hotel
in Honolulu. The doors will open at 6 p.m.
and the observance will begin at 6:30 p.m.

The traditional seder meal for military
personnel will be led by Ken Aronowitz,
cantorial soloist, and Daniel Bender, a
Reform Jewish educator and director of
religious education at AJC for the past 13
years.

The dinner will include all elements of
the traditional meal in kosher style. There
will be questions and answers, stories,
singing and a retelling of the Passover tale
from the Haggadah.

Bender explained the symbolism of the
event. “The seder begins with Ha Lachama
Anya. This is the ‘bread of affliction’ and
retells how we became enslaved and
gained our freedom using many sets of
‘fours.’  There are four cups of wine, four
children, four questions, four redemptions
and, in this opening prayer, there are four
types of ‘poor people’ mentioned who are
all invited to our seder,” said Bender.

He detailed the four types of poor people:
• “The poor who have nothing: All who

are hungry, let them enter and eat.
• The poor who have something, but not

enough: All who are in need, let them 
celebrate.

• The poor who are travelers: Now we
are all here, next year in Israel.

• Those who are afflicted: Now we are
enslaved, next year we will be free.”

Pearl Harbor’s Aloha Jewish Chapel has
the distinction of being one of only a few
dedicated military Jewish facilities, not
only throughout the Navy, but service-
wide. It is located just inside the
Makalapa Gate near the Makalapa Health
Clinic.

During the chapel’s 30-year span at its
present location, eight different rabbis
(one every three years) have served AJC.
Currently, Bender leads Friday evening
services. The official lay leader is Cmdr.
Shelly Geringer.

In addition to Sailors stationed at Pearl
Harbor and their families, retirees and
DoD civilians also find the Aloha Jewish
Chapel a welcoming haven to attend
Jewish worship services. Bender noted
that the AJC has a tradition of being a
chapel for all those of the Jewish faith,
including Reform, Conservative and
Orthodox beliefs.

“Our mission is to be open all the time
on Friday nights for Jewish Sailors and
others. Everybody is welcome,” said
Bender.

Christians around the world
will gather on April 16 for Easter
sunrise services – a time to
observe the celebration of the res-
urrection of Jesus.

Reebok recalls metal charm bracelet
NEX Marketing

Reebok International
Ltd., in cooperation with the
U.S. Consumer Product
Safety Commission (CPSC),
is voluntarily recalling
metal charm bracelets.
According to a CPSC news
release, Reebok has
received a report of a death
caused by lead poisoning of
a four-year old child who
reportedly swallowed a
piece from one of the
bracelets.

Department and shoe
stores nationwide sold vari-
ous styles of children’s
footwear that came with the
free charm bracelets from
May 2004 through March
2006. According to Veronica
Popejoy, softlines divisional
manager, the Navy
Exchange (NEX) at Pearl
Harbor began sellling the
shoes with the free
bracelets at the beginning of
2006.

In compliance with the
CPSC, NEX at Pearl Harbor
immediately discarded any
remaining bracelets. Bill
Im, shoe department man-
ager at the NEX, said that
the store sold approximate-
ly 50 pairs of shoes each

with the free bracelets.
The CPSC news release

said that the recalled jewel-
ry contains high levels of
lead, posing a risk of lead
poisoning and adverse
health effects to young chil-
dren. The CPSC advises
consumers to “immediately
take the charm bracelets
away from children and dis-
card the entire bracelet.”

The recalled bracelets are
eight inches long, made of
metal and include a heart-
shaped charm. The name
“Reebok” is engraved on one
side of the charm.
