Navy Region Southeast Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR) departments entertained thousands during October with carnivals, festivals, costume contests, haunted houses and more.
 

Fall festivals were held at Naval Station (NS) Mayport, Naval Submarine Base (NSB) Kings Bay, Naval Air Station (NAS) Key West, NAS Pensacola and NAS Meridian. Activities included bounce houses, carnival rides, food, entertainment and more. NSB Kings Bay also offered "trunk or treat" at their Fall Festival where children of all ages went trick-or-treating at cars and trucks parked nearby. An annual tradition, NAS Key West followed up their event with the popular Woof Walk. Woof Walk, organized by the Key West MWR Fitness department, featured a one-mile walk for pets and their owners along with costume contests.
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Halloween festivities had a "spooky" theme with Spooktacular at Naval Air Station Joint Reserve Base (NASJRB) New Orleans, Spookfest at Naval Construction Battalion Center (NCBC) Gulfport, and Spooktober at NAS Corpus Christi.
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The 3rd Annual Halloween Hi-Jinx Carnival and Haunted House at NAS Kingsville included carnival games and prizes, inflatables, a haunted house, costume contests and a PG-rated Halloween movie at the Captain's Club ballroom.
