Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS) 
Full Implementation Delayed Temporarily
Santa Rita, Guam (Dec. 14, 2011) – Full implementation of the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS) program at Naval Base Guam will be delayed temporarily. The setback is due to a stateside delay in providing NCACS credentials to registered contractors on Guam in a timely manner.  

Naval Base Guam will implement the use of the system on Dec. 15 for all contractors who have registered and received their NCACS credential. However, for contractors who have not yet received their new credentials their current Naval Base Guam issued commercial or contractor’s passes will be allowed for a short time past the Dec. 15 deadline to allow the credential situation to be resolved. Employees should activate and use their NCACS credentials upon receipt. Those who have enrolled in NCACS and have not yet received their NCACS credentials will continue to use the 28-day or 45-day temporary pass.
As soon as the backlog of credentials is processed and distributed, companies and employees will receive notification of the final effective date for full NCACS implementation. Notification will occur no less than 10 days in advance after which only the NCACS credentials or the temporary pass will be authorized for entry into the installation.

The NCACS program, which uses the contracted security database system RAPIDGate is being implemented in accordance with Commander Navy Installations Command Notice 5530. The program applies to all contractors, vendors, sub-contractors, and service providers who are not authorized a Common Access Card (CAC) and regularly access Navy installations. The program increases the security posture of each installation while offering streamlined access for contractors and vendors. NCACS participation is voluntary. Contractors and vendors can select to utilize the NCACS program or the one-day personnel/vehicle pass program. Organizations that participate in the NCACS program will have access onto the installations during the hours needed to perform business. Contractors and vendors are encouraged to register as soon as they identify the need to access Navy installations as it may take several weeks for participants to receive credentials.

Once your company code has been received, individual registration is available at the NCACS Center, which is the former Pass and ID office located in front of the Naval Base Guam main gate. The center’s hours of operation are 6 a.m.-4 p.m., Monday to Friday and closed on weekends and holidays.
