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NSA Bahrain Public Access AED Program



The AED is an automatic external defibrillator and is intended to be used for treatment of cardiac arrest.  The AED SHOULD BE applied for victims that are unresponsive, with no signs of breathing or circulation.  The AED is NOT to be used if patients are conscious, breathing, or have signs of circulation.  



There are a total of thirteen (13) AED systems located throughout the installation and the satellite locations.  AED locations are: Sentinel Hall TQ Bldg 264 Reception Area, Joint Security Bldg 266 Quarter Deck, Desert Dome Bldg 18 next to wide screen TV, Freedom Souq Bldg 261 in the food court near Eddy Pepper’s, Freedom Souq Bldg 261 in the video gaming area across from the gymnasium, NAVCENT Bldg 260 outside NSF watch position, BANZ Gate Sentry Tower, EMO Warehouse Bldg 245 in the Mini Pumper (Fire Engine), Mina Salman Pier TOC Bldg 412R, Harbor Patrol Unit (HPU) Bldg 470, AVUNIT NSF Control Bldg 470, and North Ramp Entry Control Point (ECP) Bldg. 



The installation AED Program does not negate the need to immediately report all medical emergencies, always report medical emergencies to the Naval Security Force at 439-4911.
