Minutes from PSD Corpus Christi’s CPC Meeting

The following topics were discussed during the CPC meeting held on Wednesday, 22 August 2012 from 1330 - 1500:

Ms. Mary Caldwell, who is PSD Corpus Christi’s Deputy Disbursing Officer, went over the CPC presentation and discussed required forms and how important it is to pay attention to detail when completing forms and submitting travel claim packages for liquidation.  She also discussed how important it is to know what can legally be claimed on a travel claims.  She also, stressed the importance of making sure the members fill in the “EFT” (banking information) portion of the travel advance request and sign the bottom of the form as acknowledgement that all information is correct and accurate.  She emphasized the importance of CPC’s never correcting the “EFT” block for the member.  

Mr. Juarez reiterated the importance of closing out TOPS transactions within seven days, this includes travel transactions.

In conclusion, Ms. Mary Caldwell asked that all the CPC’s email her at mary.caldwell@navy.mil, acknowledging that they understood what was discussed during the CPC meeting and that the CPC’s understood what forms they needed to complete as part of a travel package.   The meeting was opened for questions and questions were asked by personnel in attendance and/or who called in and they were answered accordingly.

As far as Mr. Levene’s duties, we are looking to employ a two year temporary agent to fill the position while Mr. Levene is on his Active Duty Recall.  In the mean time, all travel transactions will be processed through Great Lakes, IL.

When you log on to the G2 Website you will find all the PSD’s under CNRSE.  You are certainly welcome to view what each of them has in their respective folders.  However, you are requested to look at the PSD Corpus Christi’s folders as they pertain to commands we service.  One of the folders that we want our CPC’s, CO’s and XO’s to review is a folder in our G2 Website that reflects Late Transactions.  This report is actually located in a folder labeled Metrics-Reports.  In order to review the report you need to click on the folder and open the excel spreadsheet.  You will see the Late Transactions Report for the month of July 2012.  If your command submitted late transactions, your command will be reflected on the report and also it will reflect the number of transactions that were processed late.  The purpose of this report is to show you how important it is to have the CPC’s submit pay and personnel transactions expeditiously so that your Sailors can receive their entitlements on time.  We plan to upload this report to the G2 Website at the end of each and every month so that commands reflected on the report can review it and in order that they can have situational awareness of their pay and personnel transactions submission status.

That is the only way that we can continue to communicate more effectively and provide information to them and answer any questions they may have. They will find the CPC PowerPoint presentation at the bottom of the first page of our Public Website.  They will find the CPC presentation in the G2 Website in one of the PSD Corpus Christi subfolders, which is under the folder labeled Command PASS Coordinator. 

If the CPC’s have questions, they need to contact the respective supervisors here at PSD Corpus Christi.  If the CPC’s need training, they need to get in contact with us as well in order that we can provide individual or group training.  We are more than willing to accommodate their requests.  All they need to do is ask.
