1. Purpose. To promulgate regulations for the management and
control of traffic safety aboard Naval Air Station, Patuxent

River, in accordance with references (a) through (d).

2. Cancellation. NASPAXRIVINST 5100.12B.

3. Scope. The provisions of this instruction are applicable to
all motor vehicle operators, passengers and pedestrians as
follows:

a. All military personnel at all times, on and off station.

b. All Navy civilian employees in a duty status, on and off
station.
c¢. All drivers and occupants of a government vehicle, on or

off station.
d. All persons at any time while on station.

4. Review Authority. N3AT shall review this instruction
annually, and make recommendation for changes or cancellation to

the Commanding Officer.

i Definitions

a. Station. Refers to Naval Air Station (NAS); its
confines; and all property under its control and installations
wherein jurisdiction lies.

b. Owner. In reference to motor wvehicles, the word “owner”
refers to the titled owner of a wvehicle; persons leasing
vehicles; and those provided a Power of Attorney from the titled
owner, which authorizes use of their personal motor vehicle(s).

c. Motor Vehicle. Any vehicle which is self-propelled (not
operated on rails or tracks), normally classified as a car,
truck, or motorcycle, with or without pedals.

d. Motorcycle. Applies to motorcycles, motor scooters,
motorized bicycles (mopeds), and motor-assisted two-or three-
wheeled vehicles, with or without pedals.

e. All Terrain Vehicles (ATVs). Includes two-, three-, and
four-wheeled motor vehicles primarily designed for off-road
recreational purposes, which are not normally registered in the
state of Maryland. Use of off-road vehicles aboard NAS is not
authorized.

f. Wheelchairs. Motorized or manually-driven wheelchairs
shall be considered a pedestrian mode of transportation for
handicapped individuals, therefore affording those operators the
same rights and responsibilities of other pedestrians.

g. Commercial Vehicles. Those vehicles which meet the “for
hire” requirements of Maryland statutes.

h. Industrial Vehicles. Tractors, construction equipment,
government -owned riding lawn mowers and yellow gear are not
normally licensed for operation on the roadway, but may be
driven on station roadways, for short distances to transit from
one work site to another. These vehicles will be driven as far
to the right side of the road as possible. Industrial wvehicles
will use extreme caution when traveling on Cedar Point Road,
Buse Road and Tate Road.

i. Prohibited Vehicles. Go-carts and all other motor

vehicles not licensed for operation on roadways, not
specifically mentioned above, are prohibited from being operated
on station.
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j. Peak Traffic Hours. Peak traffic hours are those hours
of the workday when the traffic entering or exiting the base is
extremely heavy, normally 0500-0800 and 1430-1700.

2. Owner Responsibilities. The owner of a vehicle is
responsible for determining that operators of his/her wvehicle
are competent drivers; for fulfilling the requirements for
vehicle operations aboard the station; and for ensuring that the
vehicle’s use will be proper and lawful.

3. Enforcement. Enforcement of traffic control regulations
aboard the station is a function of the Security Department
Operations Division. All persons will obey any instruction
issued by the police while discharging their assigned duties.
Armed Forces Traffic Ticket (DD Form 1408) and U.S. District
Court Violation notice (DD form 1805) may be issued to active
duty personnel, their family members, and civil service and
contract employees. Administrative action will be taken in the
form of assessing points that will affect driving privileges
aboard the station.

a. Consolidated Law-Enforcement Operations Center (CLEOC)
will be used to track all traffic violations on station until it
is replaced. Upon replacement of CLEOC, CLEOC records will be
retained for three years.

4. Registration. Specific guidelines for vehicle registration
are contained in reference (d4d).

a. All vehicles are required to be registered with the NAS
Security Department Pass and ID Office, at either the Bldg. 2189
location or the Bldg. 2389 location.

b. Termination of Registration. Vehicle registration will
be terminated when any of the following situations exist:

(1) The owner fails to comply with registration
requirements or conditions; or,

(2) The owner sells or otherwise disposes of the
vehicle, is released from active duty, is separated from the
service, or terminates civil service or contract employment; or,

(3) The owner is other than (off-base contractors,
RapidGate card holder, O’club members, etc.) active duty,
retired, or surviving family members; or is a civil service or

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contract employee and discontinues regular operation of the
vehicle on the station.

c. Decal Removal. Decals will be removed from the wvehicle
by the registered owner. If the registered owner refuses to
cooperate, the decal will be removed by Security Department
personnel or other designated personnel. This will be done
under any one of the following situations:

(1) Driv9ing privileges of the registered owner have
been suspended or revoked by the Commanding Officer, NAS;
Traffic Hearing Officer; or,

(2) Driver refuses to submit to a Command Authorized
Vehicle Inspection (CAVI), whether entering or leaving the
station; or,

(3) Driver is apprehended/detained for suspicion of
driving under the influence of alcohol or controlled substance,
including refusal to submit to a Breathalyzer or field sobriety
test.

d. Decals will not be removed under the following
conditions:

(1) Military personnel transferring to another military
installation or command for duty. These personnel have 30 days
upon arrival at a new permanent duty station to register their
vehicle at the new duty station.

(2) Military personnel being retired with pay. These
personnel will change the vehicle registration to reflect their
retired status and address, if applicable.

(3) Married personnel transferring to another military
installation or command leaving their families in the local
community. These personnel will change their wvehicle
registration record to reflect the family member’s address and
the new duty station of the military member.

(4) Personnel transferring to another command aboard the
station. These personnel will change their vehicle registration
record at the Pass and ID Office to reflect their new status.

5. Visitor Control

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a. All visitor access will be recorded in CLEOC and
BASICSII until such time that it is replaced by Department of
the Navy Criminal Justice Information System (DONCJIS).

b. Temporary Pass. A visitor pass displayed on the
dashboard or the windshield of a vehicle so as not to obscure
the driver’s wvision will be used as a temporary means to
identify a visitor’s vehicle. 1In addition to the administrative
information contained on the card, the following warning is
stated:

“Acceptance of this pass constitutes your consent to inspection
of this vehicle and occupants therein by Security Force
personnel when entering, aboard, or leaving this station.”

c. Commercial Vehicles. Commercial vehicles, including
buses, are authorized entry by permanent registration or visitor
control methods. Normal search and identification verification

procedures and additional local precautions will be applied to
prevent unauthorized material or personnel being introduced
into, or removed from, the installation.

d. Government-Owned Vehicles. The guidance and
instructions contained in this instruction as they relate to
motor vehicle identification does not apply to government-owned
vehicles which are provided with other means of identification.

e. Honoring of Vehicle Identification. Since military,
civil service and government contracted personnel will generally
have personal requirements to enter nearby military activities
in their private automobiles, honoring Department of Defense
(DoD) decals issued by other activities is allowed.

f. Emergency Vehicles. Emergency vehicles, ambulances,
fire equipment, and police vehicles will be granted access at
all times while on official duty.

g. Rental Vehicles. A military member, DoD civilian or
government contractor with an approved government ID card will
be granted access at the entry contrel points with their rental
agreement. While the wvehicle is parked on station, the rental
agreement will be displayed as a pass on the driver’s side dash
board.

6. Licensing and Registration

a. Persons operating a privately-owned motor vehicle on the
station must possess a valid state operator’s license and may
not have any disability that would prohibit driving a vehicle on
state highways.

b. All privately-owned vehicles (POVs) will bear a wvalid
current license plate, evidencing proper registration and the
right of operation on the highways.

c. All persons operating another individual’s privately-
owned motor vehicle onboard the station must have written
authorization from the registered owner, the vehicle
registration card, and a valid state operator’s license. A
temporary pass (not to exceed 5 days) will be issued.
Individual is required to provide a notarized letter for use
over the five day period.

d. False Certification of Insurance. Any person who
falsely certifies in writing to possession of required liability
insurance will be in violation of this regulation and subject to
administrative acts and possible criminal charges. Such cases
will be referred to the appropriate agency for disciplinary
action. Additionally, driving privileges aboard the station
will be automatically and indefinitely revoked.

7. Traffic Control. Admission to the station will be
controlled by Security Department personnel. Individuals may be
admitted to the station as follows:

a. In any vehicle other than a common carrier, i.e.
contractor wvehicle or government vehicle, it is the
responsibility of the owner/operator to ensure that no person is
admitted aboard the installation in said wvehicle, who would not
otherwise be permitted to enter.

8. Traffic Laws and Regulations. The traffic laws of the State
of Maryland are applicable on the station and are enforceable
through the application of Maryland Statutes prosecuted under
the Federal Assimilative Crimes Act, 18 U.S.C. 13.

9. Regulations herein stated shall also apply to all motor
vehicles operated on and/or registered on the station.

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a. Search of Vehicles. B2all vehicles are subject to
inspection and search by members of the security force while the
vehicle is entering, exiting, or aboard the station.

b. Unannounced Spot Checks. Station police officers
conduct periodic unannounced spot checks of base traffic at
strategic locations. The checks consist of motor wvehicle
inspection; examination of items required for station vehicle
registration; seat belt usage; security police checks; and for
other official purposes.

c. Trash and Rubbish. Littering, dumping, or scattering
trash or rubbish from a motorized vehicle onboard the station is
prohibited and punishable under the State Law pursuant to the
Federal Assimilative Crimes Act, 18 U.S.C 13. Violators will be
cited and appropriate administrative actions taken.

d. Obstruction Between Driver and Driving Mechanism. No
person or passenger in a vehicle shall ride, or be permitted to
ride, in such a position as to interfere with the driver’s view
ahead or to the sides.

e. Driving on Sidewalks. No person shall drive any vehicle
upon a sidewalk, except a permanent or authorized temporary
driveway.

f. Right Turn on Red Traffic Signal. After stopping at a
red signal and ascertaining that a right turn can be made
safely, the operator of a vehicle may turn right on a red signal
if not otherwise prohibited.

g. Emergency Vehicles. The driver of any authorized
emergency vehicle shall not assume any special privilege under
this instruction, except when responding to an emergency call.
Upon approaching a red light or stop signal, this right of way
shall be requested by the operator of any emergency vehicle and
shall be taken only when vehicles that would possess this right
have yielded their right of way to the emergency vehicle.

h. Driving While Under the Influence of Alcoholic
Beverages, Narcotic Drugs, Barbiturates, or Stimulants

(1) It is unlawful for any person to operate a motor
vehicle while under the influence of alcoholic beverages,
marijuana, narcotic drugs, glue, barbiturates, central nervous
system stimulants, hallucinogenic drugs, or any other drugs when
affected to the extent that normal faculties are impaired, or to
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be in the actual physical control of any vehicle while under the
influence of such drugs.

(2) Persons who drive on the installation shall be
deemed to have given their consent to evidential tests for
alcohol or other drug content of their blood, breath, or urine
when lawfully stopped, apprehended, or cited for any offense
allegedly committed while driving or in physical control of a
motor vehicle to determine the influence of intoxicants.
Drivers with Blood Alcohol Content above the legal limits will
face revocation of station parking and riving privileges for not
less than one year. Members stationed or employed aboard the
station without sufficient alternate transportation may request
(in writing) to have restricted driving and parking privileges.
If approved, said member will be issued a restricted driving and
parking permit and be permitted to drive and park in designated ‘
suspended privilege lot located in the commissary parking lot.
Such driving and parking privileges shall only be valid during f
normal working hours during the week unless other accommodations ‘
have been specifically authorized. Members with suspended
driving privileges caught driving on base in an area other than
to and from the designated parking are, will have their original
period of suspension/revocation increased by two years.

i. Driver Distractions. Reference (c) states that
“vehicle operators on a DoD installation and operators of
government -owned vehicles will not use cell phones unless the
vehicle is safely parked or unless they are using a hands-free
device. The wearing of any other portable headphones,
earphones, or other listening devices while operating a motor
vehicle is prohibited. Use of those devices impairs driving and
masks or prevents recognition of emergency signals, alarms,
announcements, the approach of wvehicles, and human speech.” As
such, the use of cellular phones onboard NAS while operating a
motor vehicle is prohibited, unless the driver is using a hands-
free device (e.g./ synchronized with car stereo) or the wvehicle
is safely parked. “Use of a Bluetooth earpiece onboard NAS is
specifically prohibited.” This policy does not apply to fire
and emergency services personnel, emergency medical services
personnel, or law enforcement/security personnel while engaged
in the performance of regular duties. The policy does not
prohibit the use of radios, phones, or headphones that are
connected to official radio or vehicle mounted intercom systems
in the emergency services vehicles of the aforementioned
personnel. However, all emergency vehicle operators shall be
aware of potential for driver distractions and should avoid use
while driving as much as possible.

7 Encl (1)
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10. Driver Responsibilities

a. All operators of motor vehicles are responsible for the
following:

(1) safety of their passengers.
(2) Security of the cargo.
(3) Safe operation of the wvehicle.

(4) Ensuring all safety devices of the vehicle are in
proper working condition.

b. The driving record of operators of government motor
vehicles will be charged with accidents and injuries occurring
while operating such vehicles. The operator will have
supervisory authority over passengers entrusted to his care and
of the safe loading of cargo. Supervisors shall ensure
operators are aware of the above responsibilities and adhere
strictly to them.

c¢. The operation of any privately-owned motor wvehicle on
this activity constitutes a conditional privilege extended by
the Commanding Officer. Any individual who desires that

privilege shall meet the following sustaining requirements:

(1) Comply with station requirements for registration of
private vehicles.

(2) Exhibit proof of wvehicles ownership, state
registration, and proof of insurance upon request by Security
Department personnel in the performance of their duties.

(3) Exhibit a wvalid state driver’s license upon request.

(4) Exhibit, on the wvehicle, a current state motor
vehicle inspection sticker when required by law or regulation.

(5) Comply with station requirements and Maryland
statues for motor vehicle operation.

(6) Exhibit certification of compliance with Maryland
financial responsibility requirements as required.

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d. Vehicle Registration Records. The record of Motor
Vehicle Registration maintained by the Security Department Pass
and ID Office provides date pertinent to the registrant (social
security number, name, rank/rate, command and address), a
listing of the vehicles owned and registered for use on the
station, and a record of traffic and parking violations assessed
to the registrant. Collection and protection of such
information is covered by the Privacy Act of 1974.

11. Traffic/Parking Violations

a. Records of Violations

(1) All records of violations will be maintained and
updated by the Traffic Hearing Office or Security Administration
personnel, and input into the Navy system of record (i.e., CLEOC
or DONCJIS) .

(2) Records of traffic and parking violations will be
available to cognizant Commanding Officers and Officers-in-

Charge, upon written request.

(3) Records of reports/violations and points assessed at
other bases will be used when figuring cumulative points.

(4) Suspensions and/or revocations levied at other
stations will be honored aboard NAS.

b. Processing Traffic Violations

(1) Traffic violators are issued either Armed Forces
Traffic Tickets (DD Form 1408) or United States District
Violation Notices (DD Form 1805). Armed Forces Traffic Tickets
issued by Security Department personnel for moving violations
and for parking violations shall be referred to the station
Traffic Hearing Office for action. United States District Court
Violation Notices issued by Security Department personnel will
be forwarded to the Central Violations Bureau for processing.

(2) The Traffic Hearing Office will, based on available
information, assess points, assign Driver Improvement Courses,
and recommend suspension/revocation of driving privileges, as an
administrative action. Only a classroom based Driver
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Improvement course will satisfy this requirement. On-line
classes are not acceptable. Notification of points assessed
assigned administrative action, and total points accumulated
will be mailed to the violator via his/her chain of command.
Notification letters for civil service or contract/family
members employed on the station who receive traffic citations
will be mailed to their current address and/or employer/sponsor.

(3) Violations of a serious nature will be forwarded to
the United States Attorney for appropriate action.

(4) The Traffic Hearing Officer, who is designated by
the Commanding Officer, will conduct a hearing at the request of
the cited individual. Requested hearing shall be scheduled by
contacting the Traffic Hearing Office by telephone at (301) 342-
1041; or in person at Bldg. 409, room 221. Individuals wishing
to appeal the findings of the Traffic Hearing Officer may submit
a written appeal addressed to: Commanding Officer, Naval Air
Station (NOOJ), 22268 Cedar Point Road Suite 221, Patuxent
River, MD 20670-1154. Military personnel appealing the decision
of the Traffic Hearing Officer must forward their appeal via
their respective Commanding Officer.

c. Traffic Control Penalties. The traffic point system
applies to all individuals who operate any motor vehicle on a
station, as well as to passengers and pedestrians in certain
cases. At the discretion of the installation Commanding Officer
or his designee, when two or more violations are committed on a
single occasion, points may be assessed for each individual
violation.

d. Procedures. Upon notification of individuals receiving
an Armed Forces Traffic Ticket, the Traffic hearing Office shall
assess points against the traffic offender’s driving record in
accordance with traffic points assessment schedule. The Traffic
Hearing Office will establish a station driving record for any
offender not having a station driving record (e.g., family
members of active duty military, drivers of contractor
personnel, etc.). Overall responsibility for actions of family
members remains with the sponsor. Failure to ensure compliance
will result in assignment of penalties incurred by family
members to the sponsor’s driving record. The Traffic Hearing
Office shall take the following action in each traffic violation
that requires assessment of points:

(1) Accumulation of three points during a l-month
period. Notify the individual, via his/her Commanding Officer,
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that he/she is assigned to attend a Driver Improvement Course as
a result of assessment of three traffic points against the
driving record. Individuals involved and deemed to be at fault
in an accident on the station are assessed an additional one
point and are automatically scheduled to attend the course, in
addition to any punitive action taken under the Uniform Code of
Military Justice (UCMJ). Upon completion of the Driver
Improvement Course, that point is removed. Determination of
fault is based on the best available information and is
appealable as outlined in this chapter.

(2) Accumulation of six points during a 6-month period.
Upon receipt of six points within a 6-month period, the
offender’s driving privileges will be suspended for a period of
30 days. Point accumulation will remain in effect on an
offender’s driving record for 24 consecutive months. Any person
apprehended driving on station while driving privileges are
suspended or revoked will have their suspension and revocation
period extended by a period of not less than one year.

(3) Accumulation of 12 points during a 12-month period
or 18 points during a 24-month period. Upon receipt of 12
points within 12 months or 18 points in a 24-months period, the
offender’s driving privileges will be suspended for a period not
less than six months. Point accumulation will remain in effect
on an offender’s driving record for 24 consecutive months. The
privilege to drive on station may also be suspended for repeated
non-moving violations and noncompliance with conditions
requisite to granting the station driving privilege. Any person
apprehended driving on station while driving privileges are
suspended or revoked will have their suspension or revocation
period extended by a period of not less than two years. Driving
privileges of continual offenders will be revoked indefinitely.

e. Restricted Person Pass. Procedures for issuance of a
pass to the spouse of active duty or retired military member
whose station driving privileges have been suspended or revoked
are as follows:

(1) The military member and spouse must report to the
Pass and ID Office with the current registration and proof of
insurance for all assigned vehicles, the spouse’s driver’s
license, and spouse’s military dependant ID card.

(2) A new decal year indicator with proper color
background will be issued to all assigned vehicles. Yellow
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background indicates no female driver is permitted, and red
background indicates no male driver is permitted.

(3) In the case of a civil service or contract employee,
the above procedures shall also apply.

(4) In the case of a civil service or contract employee
whose spouse (or other individual) is not affiliated with the
station, then that person may only be issued a one-day pass
through the Pass and ID Office. Proper documentation, in
addition to the individual sponsoring, must be presented to the
Pass and ID Office prior to issue of a pass.

f. Suspension/Revocation of Driving Privileges

(1) Violations, which when committed will result in a
mandatory indefinite revocation of driving privileges, are:

(a) Introduction of an illegal/controlled substance
onto the station in a motor vehicle.

(b) Refusal to submit to a vehicle inspection either
when entering or exiting the station.

(2) Driving while driver’s license or station driving
privileges are under suspension or revocation will result in a
mandatory two-year revocation of driving privileges. If the
individual is currently serving a suspension or revocation of
station driving privileges, this period will be added to the
initial time.

(3) Violations, which when committed will result in a
mandatory one-year revocation of driving privileges, are:

(a) Manslaughter (or negligent homicide by vehicle)
resulting from the operation of a motor vehicle.

(b) Driving or being in actual physical control of a
motor vehicle while under the influence of intoxicating liquor.
Blood Alcohol Content of .08 percent or greater, on or off
station.

(c) Refusal to submit to field sobriety tests,
Breathalyzer or other chemical tests to determine the contents |

of blood for alcohol or other drugs, on or off the station
(implied consent).
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(d) Driving a motor vehicle while a habitual user or
under the influence of any narcotic, or while under the
influence of any other drug to a degree rendering the driver
incapable of safe operation thereof. Additionally, anyone
identified as a drug abuser or apprehended on or off-station for
any type of illicit drug activity will, upon conviction or a
finding tantamount to a conviction, have driving privileges
suspended and the DoD decal scraped from the POV.

(e) Any felony, in the commission of which a motor
vehicle was used.

(f) Leaving the scene of an accident involving death
or personal injury.

(g) Perjury or making a false statement or affidavit
under oath to responsible officials relating to the ownership or
operation of motor wvehicles.

(h) Unauthorized us of a motor vehicle belonging to
another, which act does not amount to a felony.

(i) Possession of alcohol by a minor while driving a
motor vehicle; or driving a motor vehicle by a minor while
impaired (BAC more than .05 percent and less than .08 percent);
or driving or being in an actual physical control of a motor
vehicle by a minor while under the influence of intoxicating
liquor (BAC of .08 percent or greater, on or off station).

(j) Commission of an offense or conviction for which
mandatory revocation is required.

(4) Violations, which when committed will result in a
suspension of driving privileges for a period of six months or
less or revocation for a period not to exceed one year is
discretionary, are:

(a) Where the driver has been determined to be
incompetent to drive a motor vehicle (e.g. mental, physical
impairment and attempting to/or operating a motor vehicle).

(b) Where the driver has committed an offense in
this state or another state which, if committed on station,
would be grounds for suspension or revocation.

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(c) Any driver who has permitted or committed any
unlawful or fraudulent use of an official driver’s license,
identification card, or DoD decal.

(d) Conviction, or a finding tantamount to a
conviction, of fleeing from, or attempting to elude, a police
cfficer

(e) Conviction of racing on the highway.

(5) Violations, which when committed result in
suspension of driving privileges until deficiency is corrected,
are:

(a) Failure to display documents required for
vehicle registration, when asked to present them by Security
Department personnel in the performance of their duties.

(b) Failure to correct discrepancies listed on DD
Form 1408 within stated period of time.

g. For military members, driving on any military
installation after driving privileges have been suspended or
revoked will be treated as a violation of UCMJ Article 92.
Additionally, persons caught driving while their driver’s
license or station driving privileges are under suspension, oOr
are revoked, will have an additional two years added to their
period of suspension or revocation. Persons whose driving
privileges have been suspended may be issued a restricted pass.
This pass allows the person to access the station via Gate 1 and
park in the designated parking area in the Commissary parking
lot. A map of the parking area is available at the Traffic
Hearing Office. Personnel requesting a restricted pass must do
so in writing, addressing their request to: Commanding Officer,
Naval Air Station (N3AT), 22268 Cedar Point Rd Suite 203,
Patuxent River, MD, 20670-1154. The pass will only be issued
upon satisfactory completion of any prescribed courses, proof of
proper documentation, and for a period not to exceed 30 days.
Monthly renewals may be provided.

h. Violations and Points. A violator’s driving record will
be assessed points for each violation per the below matrix
(revocations and suspensions are listed for clarity only):
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VIOLATION

PENALTY

Introduction of illegal/controlled substance onto the
station in a motor vehicle

Indefinite revocation

Refusal to submit to a vehicle inspection either when
entering or exiting the station

Indefinite revocation

Driving while driver’s station driving privileges are under
suspension or revocation

revocation

Driving while driver’'s license or driving privileges are
under suspension or revocation

1 year revocation

Refusal to submit to field sobriety or Breathalyzer test

1 year revocation

Manslaughter (or negligent homicide by vehicle)
from the operation of a motor vehicle

resulting

1 year revocation

Driving or being in actual physical control of a motor
vehicle while under the influence of intoxicating liquor
(BAC of .08% or greater, on or off station)

i. Vehicle Parking Violations

(1) Tenant commands and departments assigned and
utilizing station parking lots and parking areas shall designate
in writing responsible persons to act as “parking lot
controllers.”

(2) Parking lot controllers shall tour their assigned
parking lots and/or areas regularly in order to discover parking
violations.

(3) When parking violation is discovered, the parking
lot controller shall report the nature of violation to the
Security Department for issuance of an Armed Forces Traffic
Ticket.

(4) The Traffic Hearing Office will maintain a “parking
violation file.” Upon receiving the copies of the Armed Forces
Traffic Tickets, the Traffic Hearing Office will identify
violators from the vehicle registration files and compile any
existing past parking tickets. Records for parking violations
will be maintained for a period of 1 year.

j. Procedures for violations committed on bicycles,
skateboards and push-powered scooters. Persons found in
violation of regulations concerning bicycles, skateboards, and
push-powered scooters are subject to the following action:

(1) In case of military dependants, the police officer
will escort the offender to his/her sponsor.
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(2) An Armed forces Traffic Ticket will be issued citing
the nature of the infraction and the offender’s name. The
family member’s sponsor will be listed in the comment/remarks
section of the Armed Forces Traffic Ticket.

(3) The military sponsor will be issued the Armed forces
Traffic Ticket when one of hi/her family members is the
offender.

(4) If the offender is active duty military, he/she will
be issued the Armed Forces Traffic Ticket.

(5) The police will forward the original (white) and
copy number two (yellow) to the Traffic Hearing Office in
accordance with standard operating procedures for issuance and
disposition of Armed Forces Traffic Tickets.

(6) The Traffic Hearing Office will maintain records of
bicycle, skateboard, and push-powered scooter violations as part
of the individual’s driving record. The following action will
be instituted in the case of bicycle, skateboard, and/or push-
powered scooter viclations:

(a) The first and second violations will be issued
as warnings.

(b) Third and subsequent violations will result in a
letter being sent to the individual’s Commanding Officer (or

Officer-in-Charge), with a copy being sent to the violator.

12. Traffic Safety Training Requirements

a. Traffic Safety Training Requirements

(1) All military personnel age 25 and under must receive
4 hours of traffic safety training within 12 months of entering
the Naval service. This training will convey to incoming
personnel the profound responsibility associated with operation
of a PMV, Navy expectations for responsible vehicle operation,
and the significant impact Navy PMV fatalities have on Naval
operational readiness. Completion of this training will be
documented and entered into the service records of military
personnel.

(2) Service schools, or initial assignment commands for
military personnel not attending “A” service schools, will
provide the training outlined in preceding paragraph for all
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personnel who have not previously completed the training within
90 days of arrival. This training will address general traffic
safety precautions and local command traffic safety policies as
well as any unique traffic safety considerations appropriate for
the area.

NOTE: The NKO E-Learning “Driving for Life Course” (DFL), or
any National Safety Council, American Automobile Association,
Smith-System Driver Improvement Institute course, or any locally
developed or commercial course of instruction approved by
COMNAVSAFECEN, may be used to accomplish this training.
Completion of this training will be documented and entered into
the service records of military personnel.

(3) Military personnel age 25 and under will receive at
least 2 hours of annual refresher traffic safety training each
year. This training will address general traffic safety
precautions and local command traffic safety policies as well as
any unique traffic safety considerations appropriate for the
area. NKO E-Learning DFL, or any National Safety Council, ARAA,
Smith-System Driver Improvement Institute course, or any locally
developed or commercial course of instruction approved by
COMNAVSAFECEN may be used to accomplish this training.
Completion of this training will be documented and entered into
the service records of military personnel.

b. Government Motor Vehicle (GMV) Operator Driver
Improvement Training Requirements

(1) All military, civil service and contract personnel
who operate a GMV as their primary duty, or who operate a GMV
more than 8 hours a week as part of their incidental duties will
attend a NAVSAFECEN-approved 8-hour course of driver improvement
instruction at no cost to the individual prior to assignment.
Commands may use courses outlined in paragraph 12 or use one or
more of the approved sources noted in paragraph 12. At the
Commanding Officers discretion, those personnel assigned as a
duty driver who drive less than 8 hours in a duty week may be
exempted form this requirement. When selecting individuals for
designation as duty drivers, Commanders should consider the
individual’s driving experience, maturity, and past driving
history. Commanders will ensure duty drivers are properly
licensed and briefed on all applicable traffic safety
regulations and requirements.

(2) All personnel who have been convicted of a serious
moving traffic violation while operating a GMV (i.e., reckless
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driving, driving while impaired, speeding, following too
closely, and failure to yield) or who have been determined to be
at fault in a traffic mishap while on/off a DoD installation
shall attend a NAVSAFECEN-approved driver improvement training
course.

(a) Individuals will be assigned to the Driver
Improvement Course by the Traffic Hearing Office.

(b) Failure to attend the Driver Improvement Course
within 90 days of notification will result in a suspension of
driving privileges until proof of attendance is provided.

(3) Drivers of Navy-owned school buses shall
successfully complete a host nation, state, or local
jurisdiction-approved by COMNAVSAFECEN.

(4) Regional/host commanders shall provide NAVSAFECEN
approved driver improvement training as required within 30 days,
at no cost to Naval military and DoD civilian personnel both
shore and afloat.

(5) All required training will be entered in the

individual’s military training record or civilian personnel
file.

e Private Motor Vehicle (PMV) Traffic Violations

(1) All personnel, who have been convicted of a serious
moving traffic violation defined in Title 40 United States Code,
Provision for Promulgation of Fines or Imprisonment for Traffic
or Pedestrian Violations, while operating a PMV or a DON
installation or who have been determined to be at fault in a
traffic mishap while off a DoD installation shall attend any
required driver training or court-mandated training at the
individual’s own expense.

(a) Individuals will be assigned to the Driver
Improvement Course by the Traffic Hearing Office.

(b) Failure to attend the Driver Improvement Course
within 90 days of notification will result in a suspension of
driving privileges until proof of attendance is provided.

(2) All personnel, who have been convicted of a serious

moving traffic violation (i.e., reckless driving, driving while
impaired, speeding, following too closely, and failure to yield)
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while operating a PMV or who have been determined to be at fault
in a traffic mishap while off a DoD installation shall attend
any required driver training or court mandated training at the
individual’s own expense.

d. Specific Driver Training Resources

(1) An E-Learning DFL course is available through the
NKO portal. This training option requires online computer
access to complete. Access to the DFL course requires
establishing a login username and password at the NKO portal.
Login to NKO at: www.nko.navy.mil. After logging into the NKO
website with user name and password, click on the “Launch Navy
E-Learning” button under the "“Get Started” menu. Click on the
“*Advanced Search” button under the “Content” menu. Type in
“Driving for Life” in the course title box and click on the
“Search” button. Click on the “Driving for Life” link under the
“Advanced Search” menu, and follow the on-screen instructions to
enroll in the course.

(2) The National Safety Council defensive driving course
is available on the National Safety Council’s website at:
http://www.nsc.org. This training option requires online
computer access and establishing a login username and password.
Naval commands can purchase this course or other approved
National Safety Council courses directly through the National
Safety Council.

(3) The AAA Driver Improvement Program (DIP) is an 8-
hour traditional classroom training program that can be adjusted
to a 6- or 4-hour curriculum. AAA DIP instructors are trained
by OCMNAVSAFECEN. The AAA DIP course material is purchased
directly from AAA.

e. Maximum Driving Time - GMVs

(1) Commands shall follow all federal and/or state
guidelines that may exist regarding maximum driving time.

(2) Commanders should not assign or authorized long
distance or long duration driving without assessing the impact
fatigue may have on the operation and personnel. An individual
may not drive nor require another individual to drive a GMV for
more than a total of 10 hours in a 24-hour period. A 1l4-hour
duty day, including driving an all other duties, should be the
maximum allowed unless required under exceptional conditions.
Any driving in excess of this standard should only be undertaken
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after a thorough risk assessment, following the principles of
Operational Risk Management (ORM), is completed. Commanders
should document risk assessment and acceptance, to include one-
time and routine alternative procedures as necessary.

f. Motorcycle Safety Training
(1) Initial Training

(a) The purpose of the motorcycle safety training
program is to provide motorcycle operators with safe riding
skills, knowledge, and techniques.

(b) All military and civil service or contract
personnel motorcycle operators must comply with all host nation
or state licensing requirements. '

(c) All military personnel who operate a motorcycle
on/off base, and all DoD civilian personnel who operate a
motorcycle on base are required to complete a COMNAVSAFECEN
approved motorcycle rider safety course prior to operating these
vehicles. This training will be provided to the above
individuals at no cost and they may not be charged leave to
attend the training.

(d) Operators of motorcycles with attached sidecars
and three-wheeled motorcycles are excluded from COMNAVSAFECEN
required motorcycle training. Refer operators to state
sponsored courses where available.

(e) Local commanders shall grant permission for
motorcycle riders to transport their motorcycles by trailer or
other means to attend approved motorcycle safety training prior
to obtaining a license.

(£) All individuals, to include military, DoD, DON
and all civilians and contractors, must successfully complete a
Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) rider course to obtain a base
decal for their motorcycle. Upon successful completion, the MSF
Rider/Coach conducting the safety training will issue an MSF
completion card with an expiration date of 3 years. Commanders
shall also accept the completion card of an COMNAVSAFECEN-
approved state motorcycle training course that includes a
written and riding evaluation.

(2) Follow-on Training
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(a) If the Basic Rider Course (BCR) is completed on
a trainer motorcycle (500cc or less) and the course graduate
plans on operating a privately-owned motorcycle greater than
500cc, the MSF Experienced Rider Course (ERC) or MSF Military
Sport Bike Rider Course (MSRC), as appropriate, shall be taken
on the privately owned motorcycle as soon as possible after
completion of the BRC and , ideally, no later than 60 days after
completion of the BRC.

(b) If the BRC was completed on a standard, cruiser
or touring motorcycle (greater than 500cc) and the course
graduate plans on operating a privately-owned standard, cruiser
or touring motorcycle greater than 500cc, operators are
encouraged to complete the ERC as soon as possible, but no later
than 3 years following completion of the BRC.

(c) All sport bike operators shall complete the MSRC
ideally within 60 days of completion of the BRC or purchase of
the sport bike, regardless of the type motorcycle they used to
complete the BRC.

(3) Al motorcycle operators covered by this instruction
shall continue to enhance their motorcycle skills and competency
by completing a follow-on, Naval Safety Center-approved
motorcycle training course (i.e., ERC, MSRC, etc.) at a minimum
of every 3 vyears.

(4) Rider/Coach Training. The Rider/Coach preparation
course is 10 days in length. Commands shall ensure all DON
sponsored participants conduct a minimum of one course per year
on a DoD installation to maintain certification. Contact the
NAVSAFECEN for MSF Rider/Coach instructor training prerequisites
and requirements.

(5) Regional/host commanders shall provide NAVSAFECEN
approved motorcycle safety training at no cost to all military
and DON civilian personnel.

g. All Terrain Vehicle (ATV) and Off-Highway Motorcycles
Safety Training

(1) All military and DoD civilian personnel who operate
government -owned/leased ATVs or privately owned ATVs shall
successfully complete the Specially Vehicle Institute of America
(SVIA) ATV rider course prior to operating these vehicles on/off
any DON installation. Privately owned ATV use on installation
is not authorized.
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(2) SVIA may be contacted at: www.svia.org or call
(800)887-2887 for ATV course locations.

(3) All military and DoD civilian personnel who operate
government-owned/leased dirt bikes or privately owned dirt bikes
must successfully complete the MSF dirt bike course prior to
operating these motorcycles on/off any Navy installation.
Privately owned dirt bike use on installation is not authorized.

(4) MSF may be contacted at: www.msf-usa.org for dirt
bike course locations.

h. Specialty Vehicles

(1) Low Speed Vehicles. Low speed vehicles operated on
roadways will be treated as motor vehicles. Commands shall
establish standard operating procedures to include vehicle
inspections and operator training. All low-speed vehicles shall
meet Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard 500 safety
requirements such as windshields, exterior mirrors mounted on
driver and passenger sides of the wvehicle, head lamps, tail
lamps, brake lamps, emergency flashers and turn signals,
reflectors, parking brake, safety belts, vehicle identification
numbers, and horn or warning device. They also shall meet
federal, state, and local safety requirements. These
requirements do not apply to golf carts because their speed, as
manufactured, is less than 20 miles per hour (mph). However, if
any golf cart is modified so that its maximum speed is over 20
mph, it must conform to the above standards.

(2) Golf Carts. Golf carts typically operate at speeds
no greater than 15 to 20 mph and offer no occupant protection in
a collision. They are not classified as a GMV or a low-speed
vehicle. They do not meet the requirements in reference (d) and
shall not be used on roadways that are used for commercial and
PMV traffic. Commands using golf carts shall establish wvehicle
standard operating procedures, develop a map of authorized
travel routes, perform vehicle inspections, conduct operator
training, and mark units per reference (e).

(3) While in use, all vehicles shall meet federal, and
state requirements and comply with original manufacturers’
instructions and guidance as applicable.

13. Auto Seat Belts/Child Restraint Device. All individuals,
operating or riding in motor vehicles on station, are required
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to wear seat belts. Gate sentries are authorized to ensure
compliance of this requirement prior to allowing entry to the
station. Station police are authorized to issue traffic
citations for violations as a primary offense.

a. Per reference (c) and Maryland state statutes, every
operator of a motor vehicle who is transporting a child in a
passenger car, van or truck operated on the roadways, streets,
or highways of this state and station shall, if the child is
four years old or under and not exceeding 60 pounds in weight,
provide protection of the child by properly using a crash-
tested, federally-approved child restraint device. The
restraint device must be a separate carrier or a vehicle
manufacturer’s child safety seat. For children aged five years
and older, a separate carrier, an integrated child safety seat,
or seat belt must be used.

b. Personnel who cannot wear seat belts due to a medical
condition shall have in their possession a certified doctor'’s
statements for presentation to Security Department personnel,
stating that a condition exists which precludes the wearing of
seat belts.

c. Personnel who wish to operate a vintage motor wvehicle on
station shall have appropriately-installed seat belts,
regardless of antique status, personal convenience, or
preference.

14. Pushing/Pulling Vehicles. No government vehicle shall be
used to push another vehicle, nor shall a private vehicle be
used to push a government vehicle. Damaged or inoperative
private vehicles may be towed by chain or by cable (not
exceeding 15 feet from one wvehicle to the other). Any chain or
cable used to pull another vehicle shall have attached to it, at
the center, a white flag or cloth not less than 12 inches
square.

15. Motorcycles, Motor-Driven Cycles, and Bicycles

a. When operated on station, motorcycles and motor-driven
cycles must be equipped with proper lights, mufflers, and
mirrors. The headlight must be turned on at all times of

operation. Motorcycles and motor-driven cycles will not be
operated in any area not designated for use by vehicular
traffic. They may overtake and pass slower-moving traffic, but

shall not dart between and around other vehicles. They must
five the same hand/turn signals, indicating their intended
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movement to traffic in the rear, that are applicable to drivers
of automobiles.

b. No person, other than the operator, may ride as a
passenger on a motorcycle, motor scooter, motor bicycle (moped),
or bicycle except when the vehicle is equipped for carrying a
passenger as a normal condition. Any person riding as a
passenger or driving such a vehicle shall ride on a seat
permanently attached to the vehicle and specifically designed to
carry the rider in a safe manner. Foot pegs must be provided
for any passenger and must be used by the passenger.

c. All motorcycles operating on DON installations will have
all original safety equipment as designed by the manufacturer.

d. Motorcycle Rider Protection. All active duty military
riders and passengers, on/off base, and all riders and
passengers on any DON installation shall comply with the
following personal protection while riding motorcycles:

(1) Head Protection. A helmet meeting DOT, Snell
Memorial Foundation certification shall be worn and properly

fastened under the chin. Fake or novelty helmets are
prohibited.
(2) Eye Protection. Protective eye wear designed for

motorcycle operators (impact or shatter resistant safety
glasses, goggles, wrap around glasses sealing the eye, or face
shield properly attached to the helmet) shall be properly worn.
A windshield or standard sunglasses or standard eye wear alone
are not proper eye protection.

(3) Foot Protection. Sturdy over the ankle footwear
that affords protection for the feet and ankles shall be worn.

(4) Protective Clothing. Riders and passengers shall
wear a long sleeved shirt or jacket, long trousers, and full
fingered gloves or mittens designed for use on a motorcycle.
Motorcycle jackets constructed of abrasion resistant materials
such as leather, Kevlar, and/or cordura and containing impact
absorbing padding are highly recommended. To enhance the
ability of other wvehicle operators to see and avoid
motorcyclists, outer garments constructed of brightly colored
and reflective materials are highly recommended during daylight
hours. Reflective outer garments or vest shall be worn during
nighttime hours.
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e. Gas-powered or electric mini-bikes, pocket bikes, or
motorcycles that do not meet DOT motor wvehicle standards will
not be used on Navy installation roadways.

f. Tactical Motorcycle Protection. The PPE for government
owned motorcycles and ATVs should also include knee and shin
guards and padded full-fingered gloves when applicable.

g. Off-road courses or tracks are not authorized on
station.

h. Bicycles.

(1) Bicycle operators riding on the Navy installation
roadway, regardless of age, shall wear a bicycle helmet approved
by the Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) or Snell
Memorial Foundation. All active duty military personnel shall
wear an approved bicycle helmet on/off a Navy installation.

(2) All individuals shall ride with the traffic, in
single file, obeying traffic rules while properly wearing
brightly colored reflective clothing between sunset and sunrise
and a bicycle helmet approved by the Consumer Product Safety
Commission or Snell Memorial Foundation at all times.

(3) Required safety equipment for bicycles will include
working brakes and reflectors. Additionally, for bicycles
ridden between sunset and sunrise, a white light on the front
with the light being visible from a distance of at least 500
feet, and a red reflector on the rear that is visible at a
distance of at least 600 feet is required. These lights may be
steady burning or blinking. Additionally, bright clothing
including vests, caps, and ankle and wrist straps, with retro-
reflective materials incorporated in them is required to make
the bicyclist more noticeable.

(4) Wearing portable headphones, earphones, cellular
hands-free devices, iPods, or other listening devices while
running, jogging, walking, bicycling, skating, or skate boarding
in roadways and streets impairs recognition of emergency
signals, alarms, announcements, and the approach of emergency
vehicles. Use of these devices while performing the noted
activities on Navy installations is prohibited.

(5) Cyclists will have the same rights as pedestrians in
crosswalks. All vehicle traffic will treat cyclists in the same
manner as pedestrians when approaching a crosswalk. Cyclists
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will have the right of way in a cross walk. Mandatory shoulder
use is no longer required unless the speed is greater than
50MPH. If a bike lane is available, cyclists are required to
use the lane as long as it is striped and marked and is flowing
in same direction as the rest of the vehicular traffic.

(6) All motorists are required to give cyclists a three
(3) foot clearance as long as the cyclists maintain their course
and if the roadway is wide enough to allow a three (3) foot
clearance. If a cyclist is on a ten (10) foot roadway he/she
may not get a three (3) foot clearance from an eight (8) foot
wide vehicle. All wvehicles are also required to give way to
cyclists when cars are making right turns into driveways and/or
parking lots.

(7) The sidewalk on Cedar Point Road is designated as a
bicycle/pedestrian path.

16. Skateboards, rollerblades, skates, push-powered scooters.
Due to the hazard posed in operating this equipment, the
following rules apply to those owning and operating said
equipment :

a. Skateboards, rollerblades, skates, and push-powered
scooters my not be ridden on main thoroughfares, industrial
areas, parking garages, or buildings on station.

b. Operators of skateboards needing to cross main
thoroughfares will dismount and carry their skateboard using
pedestrian crosswalks.

c. Operators of push-powered scooters will dismount and use
pedestrian crosswalks.

d. Pedestrians will be given right-of-way by operators of
skateboards and push-powered scooters.

e. Skateboard ramps my not be constructed or utilized on
any street on this station. Ramps may be used on driveways,
provided streets and sidewalks are not used as landing areas.

£ Skateboards, rollerblades, skates, and push-powered
scooters may not be used in any area on the station that will
present a hazard to the operator or drivers of motor wvehicles,
or interfere with military operations.
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g. Skateboards, rollerblades, skates, and push-powered
scooters may not be ridden inside of buildings.

h. Operators of skateboards, rollerblades and skates must
wear an ANSI-approved helmet while on station streets, roadways
and public access areas, such as parking lots. All skaters
shall wear light-colored clothing. During restricted wvisibility
conditions, reflective clothing shall be worn. Elbow pads, knee
pads, and gloves are strongly recommended.

i. Skating on streets and roadways during the hours of
darkness is prohibited.

j. In the case of family members, the sponsor is
responsible for ensuring compliance with these regulations.

17. Speeds. Regardless of the maximum speed limits prescrib3ed
by this instruction, vehicles must be operated at such speeds
and under such control as will ensure at all times their own
safety against injury or damage, as well as against injury or
damage to other vehicles or pedestrians.

a. Speed Restrictions. No person shall drive a vehicle at
a speed greater than the posted speed. The movement of a
vehicle shall be controlled as may be necessary to avoid
collision with any person, stationary object, vehicle, or other
conveyance. Where no special hazard exists, the following
speeds shall be lawful:

(1) In any parking lot or heavy industrial/warehouse
area: 10 mph (maximum permissible).

(2) Flight line area, in close proximity to any
aircraft: 5 mph. flight line area, in any open area: 15 mph.

(3) In residential, barracks, or training areas, and
upon all unimproved roads: 20 mph, unless otherwise specified
by traffic signs.

(4) In other locations: 25 mph, unless otherwise
specified by traffic signs.

(5) When responding to emergency calls with emergency
equipment operating, (authorized for emergency vehicles only):
10 mph above posted speed limit.
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b. Regardless of the speed limits established herein, all
vehicles must:

(1) Come to a full stop, well clear of a stopped school
bus taking on or discharging children, whether travelling in the
same or opposite direction of the bus. No vehicle may proceed
until the way is fully clear and the school bus has completed
its loading or discharging of passengers and is back in motion.

(2) Come to a full stop or slow to a permissive speed
set by the pace of troops in formation. Bodies of troops in
formation may not be overtaken and passed except when traffic
moving in the opposite direction permits, sufficient roadway
exists without interfering with troop formation, and when such
passing is signaled permissible by the person in charge of the
formation.

(3) Yield to the right-of-way to pedestrians and
clearly-defined crosswalks.

c. Pedestrian Traffic

(1) Pedestrians shall be separated from motor wvehicle
traffic to the maximum extent possible. Adequate sidewalks,
pedestrian crossings, handicapped access ramps, and bicycle
paths shall be provided where required for safe pedestrian

travel. Pedestrians shall use crosswalks, paths, or sidewalks
along roadways. When pedestrians must travel on roadways, they
shall keep near the left edge, clear and facing oncoming
traffic. At night, or in periocds of reduced wvisibility,

personnel are encouraged to ear reflective clothing or other
reflective garments when running, jogging, walking, or traveling
near roadways.

(2) Applicable fluorescent or reflective PPE shall be
provided by the Command and used by all personnel who are
exposed to traffic hazards as part of their assigned duties
(e.g., troops in marching formations, traffic control personnel,
road construction crews, electricians, or telephone repair
personnel working on outside overhead lines).

(3) Individuals are not authorized to run, jog, or walk
in the roadways during high traffic density and peak traffic
periods.
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(4) Personnel jogging on a Navy installation roadway
shall jog facing oncoming traffic, in single file, and obey
traffic rules.

(5) Whenever a vehicle is stopped to permit a pedestrian
to cross the roadway, the driver of any other wvehicle
approaching shall not pass such stopped wvehicle.

(6) Marching troops have the right-of-way over all other
traffic.

(7) Street crossings are permitted at intersections and
marked cross-walks.

18. Parking. Off-road parking lots and areas are assigned to
various activities and units by the Public Works Department. It

shall be the responsibility of the activity or unit concerned to
arrange paving and, when necessary, striping assignment of
parking areas: and to control parking in the lot or area,
including driveways.

a. Normally, motor vehicles must be parked parallel to the
road and not further than six inches from the edge of the road
or curb, but not on the grass or shoulder of bordering road.
Where angle parking is provided by lines or signs, vehicles
shall be parked on the angle indicated.

b. Parking is permitted only in those areas indicated by
signs or other markings, or in special venue parking controlled
by the police.

c¢. There shall be no parking:

(1) In any place marked by a sign or painted
curb/pavement (yellow) that prohibits parking;

(2) In any place where prohibited by a patrolman in the
discharge of his/her duties;

(3) In any place at or near the scene of a fire, where
prohibited by a fireman in the discharge of his/her duties;

(4) On the roadway side of any vehicle parked at the
edge of a curb (i.e., double parking). In addition, no vehicle
may be parked in a manner which would prevent the owner or
operator of another vehicle from entering or leaving a parking
space, or gaining access to the road;

(5) On any grass or area or unpaved areas not
specifically designated with signs for parking;

() In any place where movement of traffic would be
impeded or blocked;

(7) In any place where an alley-way, street, lane,
sidewalk, or other thoroughfare would be obstructed or blocked;

(8) On a crosswalk or sidewalk;
(9) Within an intersection;

(10) Between safety zone and the adjacent curb, or
within 30 feet of this area;

(11) Near any excavation or construction;

(12) Upon any bridge;

(13) In a fire lane;

(14) In front of any fire station or fire engine house;

(15) At any place in front of, or within 15 feet of,
each side of a fire hydrant; and/or

(16) Within 50 feet of any railroad tracks.

d. Privately-owned motor vehicles and unauthorized
government wvehicles, excluding support equipment and material
handling equipment, are prohibited from parking within any
hangar, building, or other structure unless such hangar,
building, or structure is an approved garage, or such parking is
approved by the Commanding Officer.

e. Stopping or momentary parking when the wvehicle operator
is present is permitted in the following locations to pick up
and discharge passengers only:

(1) In front of a public or private driveway;

(2) Within 50 feet of the nearest rail or railroad
crossing;
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(3) Within 30 feet of the approach to any flashing
signal, stop sign, or traffic signal;

(4) Within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to any fire
station and;

(5) Where official signs prohibit parking, when this can
be accomplished in a safe manner so as not to impede traffic or
hazard other individuals.

f. If unusual or extraordinary circumstances exist,
vehicles may be parked on grass areas as follows:

(1) In the event of an emergency or mechanical
difficulty. However, under these circumstances, the wvehicle
must be removed within 24 hours.

(2) In residential areas by guests when ample parking
spaces are not available, on an infrequent basis.

(3) During special events, as authorized by a Commanding
Officer.

g. Vehicles parked continuously in the same spot for longer
than 72 hours without being moved shall be considered illegally
parked. Vehicles parked contrary to the above regulations may
be towed away at the owner’s expense, for storage by a
commercial tow company until claimed by the owner.

h. Securing Unattended Motor Vehicles. When a government
or privately-owned motor vehicle is parked or left unattended,
it must be secured by the operator to prevent unlawful or
unauthorized taking, driving, or accidental moving from its
position. Unattended motor vehicles must be secured by:

(1) Setting the hand brake, and in case of automatic
shift wvehicles, placing the selector lever in the park position.

(2) Stopping the motor.
(3) Removing ignition keys.
(4) Locking vehicle doors.
i. Temporary Impoundment of Unattended Private Vehicles.

The removal and temporary impoundment of privately-owned
vehicles is authorized by station police when:
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(1) The vehicle is parked in violation of traffic
regulations and constitutes a public nuisance that cannot be
abated by other reasonable measures;

(2) The vehicle is parked illegally for more than three
consecutive days; or

(3) The vehicle is left unattended in an officially-
designated restricted or controlled area so that its presence is
a safety or security hazard, and has an adverse impact on
mission activities.

19. Emergency Light and Siren Installation on Vehicles.
Management of Civil Engineering Support Equipment (NAVFAC P-300)
addresses installation and use of warning lights and sirens.

The following Navy vehicles are authorized to have subject
equipment, in color(s) indicated:

a. Fire trucks and fire emergency vehicles (Red).
b. Aircraft crash/fire vehicles (Red).

c. Police vehicles and Naval Criminal Investigative Service
vehicles (Red/Blue).

d. Ambulances (Red/White).

20. Accidents and Accident Reports. All vehicular accidents
shall be immediately reported to the station police and, unless
needed to assist the injured, the vehicles shall not be moved
from the scene until released by a member of the security force.
However, if the vehicle is movable and blocking traffic, it can
be moved to the shoulder of the road.

a. When information is received that an accident has
occurred, station police will assign a patrolman or detective to
proceed promptly to the scene of the accident and make the facts
a matter of record as they are evident from inspection,
including the names of persons involved; the vehicles involved
and their license numbers; the injuries or damage resulting from
the accident; the names of witnesses; and such other information
as might be pertinent to a judgment of responsibility or
liability for the accident.

b. In case of accidents involving serious injury to
persons, it shall be the duty of the patrolman or detective to
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render such immediate assistance as might be required and to
summon an ambulance.

c. Accident Reports. All data contained in the accident
reports involving government vehicles or properties are
considered “Controlled Unclassified Information.”

21. Miscellaneous Restrictions. The following are
miscellaneocus restrictions that apply on station:

a. The operation of engine powered “go-carts” on station is
prohibited.

b. Official Designation on Vehicles. The placing on
private vehicles of “USN,” “U.S. Government,” or similar
designations ordinarily reserved for official motor wvehicles, is
prohibited. Conversely, placing bumper stickers, signs, and
decals of any kind, with the exception of approved cautionary
placards (e.g., “seat belts required,” “caution military working
dog”), on government-vehicles is strictly prohibited.

c. Operation of Government Vehicles. Military and civil
service or contract personnel shall not drive government
vehicles unless so ordered or authorized by proper authority.
Picking up or carrying passengers in government vehicles is
prohibited except under the following conditions:

(1) As passengers on regularly scheduled buses.

(2) When the driver is ordered or authorized to do so by
the proper authority.

(3) As passengers when government transportation is
required in connection with their assigned duties.

(4) In extreme emergencies, such as public disaster and
serious accidents.

(5) In addition to the operator, there shall be
permitted in the motor vehicle only the number of passengers for
which the vehicle was designed. Vehicle operators are
responsible for properly securing loads on, or in, the wvehicle.

d. Aviation Support/Material Handling Vehicles. Slow-
moving aviation support and material handling vehicles are
prohibited from using Cedar Point Road and Buse Road. When
necessary to operate outside warehouse and hangar areas, side
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streets shall be used. In this event, special attention must be
paid to overhead steam lines and similar obstructions, to avoid
accidents.

e. Colors Ceremony. During colors (0800 and sunset),
vehicles within sight or hearing of the ceremony shall stop.
Persons riding in such vehicles shall remain seated in their
vehicle until colors is complete. “Colors” and “Carry On” are
sounded from a public address system at Bldg. 409.

f. Windshield/Windows

(1) No person shall operate any motor vehicle on which
the front windshield, side wings, and side windows on either
side forward of, or adjacent to, the operator’s seat, are
composed of, covered by, or treated with any material which has
the effect of making the glass non-transparent, or which has a
highly-reflective or mirrored appearance.

(2) No person shall operate any motor vehicle on which
the front windshield is cracked or damaged directly in front of
the driver.

(3) No person shall operate any motor vehicle on which
the rear window is composed of, covered by, or treated with any
material which has the effect of making the rear window non-
transparent, or which has a highly-reflective or mirrored
appearance.

g. Wearing of Headsets. Reference (b) states in part
“wearing portable headphones, earphones, or other listening
devices while operating a motor vehicle or while jogging,
walking, bicycling, or skating on roads and streets on Naval
stations are prohibited.” A road is defined to include any
shoulder alongside the roadway. No person shall operate any
motor vehicle while listening to any device (stereo, radio, tape
player, etc.) by earphones. Hearing aids, protective hearing
equipment (where required), and equipment used for official Navy
business are not included in this restriction.

h. Trailers, Motor Homes, and Recreational Vehicles. House
trailers designated as living quarters are authorized to occupy
space on station under the direction of the Public Works
Officer. Utility trailers, boat trailers, motor homes, campers,
and other recreational vehicles are authorized, provided they
meet the requirements listed below:
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(1) Are properly licensed in accordance with Maryland
statutes.

(2) Are safely constructed.

(3) Are not permanently parked in spaces reserved for
automobiles. Storage is available from the Morale Welfare and
Recreation (MWR) Department.

(4) When used to launch or carry boats: Utilize only
those facilities designated for that purpose.

(5) When camping on station: Are used only in those
areas designated for camping, after being registered with MWR.
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
