NAVAL SUPPORT ACTIVITY, Bahrain — Deandra

“Choosing one teen out of that group was an exceptionally
difficult decision.”

Volunteers consisting of various organizations such as
the Parents, Teachers, Student Organization (PTSO) and
service members provided hours of volunteer time to sup-
port Spooktacular.

“I’m really impressed with the number of volunteers who
come every year,” said Shawna Haas, fourth grade teacher at
Bahrain School. “The fact that we have 250 volunteers who
come from our school family population and military popula-
tion, I just think it’s a wonderful way for everyone to get
involved and help to raise money for the school.”

Volunteers such as Master-At-Arms 2nd Class Jalic
Wiley, assigned to Naval Security Force (NSF) Bahrain,
were more than happy to help.

Every time I
turn around there’s yet another celebra-
tion, party, ball, hail, farewell, dining in
or out. But don’t think for one minute
that your friendly neighborhood chap-
lains aren’t going to get into the act;

Shortly after the Second Continental

viding for the religious ministry require-
ments of service members, their families,
and other authorized personnel.”

We’re assisting our
commanding officers fulfill their obliga-
tion — and helping those who so chose
exercise their First Amendment right of
Freedom of Religion.

ing CYP staff with support, training and
consultation for all BGCA school age and
teen programs.

“The benefit of the visit to Bahrain and
the provided training with our staff ensures
we are running the programs within the
vision of the BCGA,” said Jarod Bailey,
youth director for CYP Bahrain. “It allows
for our kids to have the same opportunities
as children in the U.S. would have. It also
provides consistency between the programs
throughout the military no matter what base
the kids may go to.”

“This was Dianely’s first visit to
Bahrain,” said Grace Purley, teen pro-
grams director for CYP Bahrain. “I have
been fortunate enough to have attended
seminars, webinars and conferences, how-
ever programs change all the time, so it
was a nice refresher training and update of
the latest BGCA programs. We can now
implement them here to better serve our
young community.”

Heredia also met with teens at the
Keystone Club’s first Leadership
Conference. Teens participated in seminars,
wrote speeches and competed during the
Youth of the Year selection during the con-
ference. With Heredia’s help, the Keystone
Club was able to hold the Keystone confer-
ence, which was one of the requirements to
achieve the BGCA’s “silver” status. NSA
Bahrain’s Keystone Club is one of only
nine silver status BGCA clubs out of a total

of 650 chartered clubs worldwide.

“Our organization really feels the need
for participation,” said Heredia. “We are
true partners, so we need to be able to sup-
port our military in anyway possible.
There is nothing like face-to-face interac-
tion with teens and to build those relation-
ships. Our organization is focused on
being able to provide those on-site experi-
ences and opportunities.”

CYP Bahrain in association with
BGCA runs several programs for children
in kindergarten though high school.
Programs include; Smart Girls, Passport to
Manhood, Diplomas to Degrees, and
Power Hour. These programs are designed
to develop kids in various age groups as
they prepare for adulthood through aca-
demic improvement, positive counseling
and empowerment.

“Family for most people is a very
important thing,” said Heredia. “If you are
looking for opportunities for your kids,
some of the most important things to think
about are programs where the staff genuine,
where they care about your kids, and where
they offer as many opportunities for growth
and development in a positive way. What I
have experienced in Bahrain is the school
age and teen center staff truly cares about
the kids and teens. And whatever they need
to do to form relationships, encourage and
provide opportunities, is what they are try-
ing accomplish.”

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George Washington Battle Group to
Support Philippine Recovery Efforts

WASHINGTON (NNS) — Secretary of Defense Chuck
Hagel has ordered the aircraft carrier USS George
Washington (CVN 73) and other U.S. Navy ships to make
best speed for the Republic of the Philippines.

The aircraft carrier, which carries 5,000 Sailors and
more than 80 aircraft, is currently in Hong Kong for a port
visit. The crew is being recalled early from shore leave and
the ship is expected to be underway later this evening.

In company with the carrier will be the cruisers USS
Antietam (CG 54) and USS Cowpens (CG 63), and the
destroyer USS Mustin (DDG 89). The supply ship USNS
Charles Drew (T-AKE-10) is already underway and will
rendezvous with the group as they get closer. USS Lassen
(DDG 82) got underway yesterday for the region. Embarked
on board USS George Washington, is Carrier Air Wing
Five (CVW-5).

CVW-5 is a collection of aircraft designed to perform
various functions including disaster relief and includes the
“Golden Falcons” of Helicopter Sea Combat Squadron 12
flying the MH-60S Seahawk; and the “Saberhawks” of
Helicopter Maritime Strike Squadron 77 flying the
MH-60R Seahawk.

As needed, these ships and aircraft will be able to pro-
vide humanitarian assistance, supplies, and medical care in
support of the ongoing efforts led by the government and
military of the Republic of the Philippines.

The ships should be on station within 48-72 hours. The
Defense Department is continuing to work closely with the
Philippine government to determine what, if any, addi-

tional assets may be required. Republic of Philippines.

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at every level. Deandra began with CYP when she was enrolled in the Child Development
Center, and the School Age Care program, and now in the Teen Center.

“Deandra has spent more time in Bahrain than almost anyone else at NSA,” said Bailey.
“I think her time and experience here alone make her uniquely qualified for the position,
but beyond that, she is ambitious, outgoing, responsible and highly intelligent.”

Once selected as an NTC representative, Deandra flew to Washington D.C. To meet
with the 12 other NTC representatives for workshops, team building, and round table dis-
cussions. The teens then briefed senior Navy leadership on programs and suggestions to
bring teens together and get them involved in their local communities.

“I think I’'m impacting positively because now they are no longer looking at just the
Teen Centers and activities in the U.S.,” said Andrade. “Most of the Teen Centers in the
U.S. basically operate all the same way and have many opportunities for field trips and
activities. Now, the leadership paying more attention at the other Teen Centers overseas,
which may have limited opportunities and different ways of doing things.”

Upon her return from Washington D.C., Deandra briefed the NSA Bahrain commanding
officer on her experiences at the conference and proposed ideas and suggestions for the
Teen Center in Bahrain.

“Deandra returned from Washington very excited with everything she learned and from
her experiences,” said Grace Purley, Lead Programs Assistant for CYP Bahrain. “She has
been going non-stop since her return. The teens have all been very supportive of her and
they were very happy to have her represent them in D.C.”

“I spoke to the CO about one new program, which is a website for teens,” said Andrade.
“Teens will be able to go to the website and see what programs and events are coming up
at the Bahrain Teen Center or any other Navy Teen Center. They will be able to register and
sign up for events online.”

Deandra also suggested a monthly hail and farewell dinner for the teens. Another idea
the teens would like Deandra to bring to the attention of NSA Bahrain leadership is extend-
ing the hours of the cafe outside the teen center.

“I think having Deandra selected to represent Bahrain and EURAFSWA speaks vol-
umes for the quality of people and programs we have here,” said Capt. David Meron, com-
manding officer of NSA Bahrain. “She is very passionate about what she does. She’s
energetic, very outgoing and is one of the best teens in the Navy. The position is important
for her to get the experience and recognition she needs. With her help, the teens and the
staff of the Teen Center have made this a world-class program and one of the best in the
Navy I have seen.”

Some of the requirements to for applicants who wish to be selected for the CYP NTC
include; be 14-17 years of age, maintain at least a 2.75 GPA with their respective high
school, accumulate at least 40 hours of community service, be an active participant with an
installation-based Navy Youth Program for at least two years, have no major disciplinary
issues with their Navy Youth Program, school, or community and be able to serve a 2-year
term of service in the NTC.
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“What we did tonight can prepare them
for things later on in life,” said Master-At-
Arms 2nd Class William Leonard, assigned to
NSF Bahrain’s Training Dept. “We gave the
boys some good information about handling
weapons and who to call in an emergency.

The tour ended in the NSF training
classroom where the boys were given lami-

nated cards containing the boys’ name,
contact information and a list of emergency
numbers. The boys also participated in a
fingerprinting demonstration.

“I think the tour was really good and I
like the part where we learned about the
guns,” said Blake Martin, from Cub Scout
Pack 826. “I think the military police are
doing a really tough job keeping us safe.”
