BY CAR 
 

1.  Turn right at the main gate onto Route 16.  After passing Shoppers Plaza, move into the right lane and proceed 
towards 

     HONCHO-YAMANAKA Toll Road and pay ¥210. 
      2.  Go left at the fork to YOKOHAMA-YOKOSUKA (YOKO-YOKO) Toll Road toward YOKOHAMA and pay ¥740 at the   
           KARIBA Toll Gate. 

3.  Keep straight on the main route following the signs for HACHIOJI.  The YOKO-YOKO Rd. toward HACHIOJI will 
     become HODOGAYA BYPASS (Rt.16).  DO NOT take TOMEI EXPRESS WAY.  After driving for about 4km from 
     the entrance of YOKOHAMA MACHIDA interchange for TOMEI EXPRESS WAY, you’ll drive over a bridge.  At the 
     end of the bridge, you will see MURAUCHI store, and within 1 km, GUSTO restaurant both on your right.  Move 

     to the right lane before reaching UNOMORI  鵜野森 intersection.  
4.  Turn right at UNOMORI intersection, where you will see an IDEMITSU gas station on the upper-right corner,  going 

toward  KAMAKURA KAIDO Rt. 52 鎌倉街道. 
5.  Stay on  KAMAKURA KAIDO Rt. 52 until you reach SUGAWARA JINJA Y-intersection. 
     Drive towards the left fork onto Rt.18, which is still a part of the KAMAKURA KAIDO Road. 
6.  Drive further for about 9 km (approx. 30 minutes).  After passing train tracks, turn left at KOTTA-SHIN-OOHASHI 
     intersection, then drive straight toward TAMA NEW TOWN  DORI  Rt. 158 for about 1.5km. 
7.  Turn left at KAMINONEBASHI intersection and drive for about 0.5 km. 
8.  Turn right at KAMINONEBASHI-MINAMI intersection.  The entrance to the parking lot is immediately to your left.

BY TRAIN 
 

From YOKOSUKA: 
1.   At YOKOSUKA CHUO Station, buy a ¥360 transfer ticket to YOKOHAMA Station.   
2.   Go to platform #2 and take a train with either a GREEN or RED kanji sign to YOKOHAMA Station.    
3. Get off at YOKOHAMA Station and transfer to the JR YOKOHAMA Line (green stripes).  Buy a ¥640 ticket to 

 HASHIMOTO 橋本 Station.  
4.    Get off at Hashimoto Station and transfer to KEIO SAGAMI Line.  Buy a ¥180 ticket to  

 KEIO TAMA CENTER  京王多摩センター  Station. 
5. Get off at KEIO TAMA CENTER Station.  SANRIO PURO LAND is about 5 minutes walk from the station. 

 
From IKEGO: 

1.   At JINMUJI Station, buy a ¥430 transfer ticket to YOKOHAMA Station.   
2.   Go to platform #2 and take a train to either KANAZAWA HAKKEI Station.  
3.   Transfer to a KEIKYU MAIN LINE train with either a RED or GREEN kanji sign from Platform #3 bound for 
  YOKOHAMA and SHINAGAWA . 
4.  Continue with Step #3 above. 
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
