CAPT Christopher Misner is a native of Highland, Ind. He earned a Bachelor of Arts Degree in political science in 1990 and received his commission through the Navy Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC) program from Norwich University, the Military College of Vermont. Following primary and advanced helicopter flight training at NAS Whiting Field in Milton, Fla., he earned his “Wings of Gold” in October 1993.
Selected to be an SH-60F and HH-60H pilot, CAPT Misner reported to the “Warhawks” of Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron TEN (HS-10) in November 2003. After completing the training program, his first fleet assignment was with the “Black Knights” of Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron FOUR (HS-4) where he completed deployments aboard USS Kitty Hawk (CV 63) and USS Carl Vinson (CVN 70) and participated in Operations Desert Strike and Southern Watch.
In February 1997, CAPT Misner reported back to the “Warhawks” for duty as a flight instructor. He additionally served as training and quality assurance officer, an assistant Naval Air Training operations and standardization instructor, and standardization and functional check pilot.
In February 2000, CAPT Misner completed the U.S. Air Force Joint Air Command and Control Course, the Joint Maritime Tactics Course and the Joint Operational Planning and Execution Course, and then returned to sea duty on the U.S. Third Fleet Staff as director of the Joint Air Operations Center on board USS Coronado (AGF 11).

Stennis (CVN 74) and USS Carol Vinson (CVN 70) in support of Operation Enduring Freedom and the Global War on Terror. During this tour, he completed the Air Force Command and Staff College course and qualified as command duty officer (underway).
In October 2003, CAPT Misner graduated from the Joint Forces Staff College and reported to the office of the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff in Washington, D.D., where he served as protocol officer for the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff and was designated a Joint Qualified Officer.
In December 2006, CAPT Misner reported to the “Red Lions” of Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron FIFTEEN (HS-15) for his command assignment.
