Registration

waiting list will begin once all slots are filled.
You will need the following items at the
time of registration:

v' Proof of age and dependant status in the
form of either a military ID card, birth
certificate, or Page 2 of Active Duty Service
Record

v' Family Care Plan for all Singe Active and Dual
Active Duty parents

v' The first week of camp payment for each
child, which includes a non-refundable
enroliment fee of $25.00

Fees & Charges

A weekly fee of $25.00 per teen is due
before services are rendered. Parents
using the Teen Adventure Summer Camp
Program will have the option to register
their child(ren) for only the weeks needed.

Camp Drop-in Fees

Drop-in services will be available for the Teen
Adventure summer Camp Program. Fees will
be $5.00 per day, per teen on non-field trip
days when space is available. On fieldtrip
days, the fee will be $5.00 plus the admission
fee to the fieldtrip destination.
