AFN RADIO UPDATE

AFN radio frequencies FM 106.0 and FM 107.0 stopped transmitting from the RAI tower on Mt. Camaldoli Sunday afternoon. Due to damage of RAI’s antenna array, possibly from an earlier lightning strike. While RAI is troubleshooting, AFN is still broadcasting via satellite, and TV services are unaffected. 
AFN activated the 500 Watt standby transmitter and tower at the AFN station on the Support Site. Off-base residents can receive AFN radio by tuning decoders to channel 182 for FM 106.0 “The Eagle” and channel 183 for FM 107.0 “Powernet”. Housing’s decoders should already carry FM 106.0 as background audio on the TV program guide channel. There may be a relatively weakened signal in parts of the Support Site, and AFN radio will be largely unavailable on radios away from the Support Site.

Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) CENTEr WILL OPEN SOON

Beginning Monday, February 7, the Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) center will be open and ready to file your 2010 income taxes.  Before contacting the VITA site you should have the following forms and documents (if applicable): a valid ID, W-2, 1099-INT, 1116 (foreign tax credit), social security card, day care receipts, and documentation of student loan payments. W-2s are now available at https://mypay.dfas.mil/mypay.aspx. The VITA tax center is located at the Naval Legal Service Offices (NLSO), Administrative Building 2. The center will be open from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. and taxes will be prepared by appointment only.  To make an appointment, call 626-4576 or 081-568-4576. UPCOMING CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS AT THE SUPPORT SITE

Starting on Monday, Jan. 31, the parking lot by the Pass & ID office at the Main Gate of the Support Site will be expanded.
