Realign your AFN satellite dish by July 31

Forty thousand people have viewed AFN Europe’s on-line manuals, videos and hints to realign their satellite dish and reconfigure their decoder.  Another 1,500 have called AFN’s Help Desk.  If you get AFN TV via a direct-to-home household satellite dish and decoder and still haven’t switched, you need to realign now!
Since setting up a dish and adjusting a decoder varies according to decoder model and other variables, use the manuals and how-to videos in English and Italian at www.afneurope.net or contact the AFN Help Desk at 00800-236-268-3662 (00800-afnantenna) if you still have unresolved issues. The AFN Help Desk is manned Tuesday-Friday from 1:00-9:00 p.m. and Saturday from 10:00 a.m.-8:00 p.m. (Central European Time). 

TV Services on Support Site

On-base residents must visit the Residential Services Center at the NEX to sign up for the basic AFN package and receive the decoder. The first decoder and basic AFN package are free and include the 10 AFN channels plus one Italian channel. The expanded TV service, which includes 30 Sky Channels in English, 6 Italian channels plus "Pay per View," is provided under a service agreement through the NEX with a standard fee.
