The Naples American Red Cross Station, in conjunction with the U.S. Naval Hospital Dental Clinic, is offering free dental assistant training to military ID card holders. The six month/500 hour training program is presented Mon-Fri 40 hours per week. New regulations require that all trainees be certified and tested in Dental Radiology prior to the end of the 6 month training program. Trainees will be instructed in the computer skills necessary to manage a dental practice, dental radiology, dental anatomy, and sterilization of dental instruments. Upon completion of classroom learning, the course continues with a clinical section, to include patient chair-side time. This is a fast paced, hands-on program in a working clinic. Attendance is critical for completion. Child care is not provided.
