Going home for vacation?
Many of us fly home to be with family and friends throughout the year.  Housing wants to remind residents that if you plan to leave your quarters unoccupied both on and off base for more than seven days (but not to exceed 90-days) you must take the following actions:

	
	Inform the Housing Office of your absence by filling out a Temporary Absence Form.  Provide the name, address and telephone number of a designated friend or neighbor who will look after your home during your absence.
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	Take all necessary precautions to properly secure the unit and eliminate safety hazards prior to leaving.
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	Make arrangements for adequate care of your home and grounds.  If you live on-base call CFAY Security several days prior to your departure to arrange for security checks during your absence.
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	Notify the Welcome Center within 24-hours of your return.  If you will be away for more than 30-days, your agent (off-base) or designated person (on-base) MUST have a power of attorney so they can remove and store your private goods in case of an emergency.  Homes may not be left unoccupied for more than 90-days.  Renting or leasing your home is prohibited.
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	House sitting is permitted, but the assigned member remains fully responsible for the quarters for and the sitter's conduct.  House sitters must be SOFA-sponsored with base privileges, 18-years or older, and authorized in writing.  Members may not collect any payment from house sitters.
