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Pony Pals is a fun, family-oriented way
to introduce children to horses! Weekly
mounted instruction is offered to
children ages five to eight years. Each
individual gets to ride a suitable horse

or pony for the entire eight-week Iessa

Extra events such as trail rides,
horseback riding, games, pony
scavenger hunt and a mini-horseshow
are included in the session.

All of our classes are taught in an £
arena. In the event of inclement
weather, riding classes will be held i
our indoor riding arena.

Our highly structured program provides
excellent training by certified

instructors for the beginner rider. All
students learn how to handle themselves
around horses and how to keep
themselves and their mounts safe.
Riders need to bring boots with a heel
and smooth sole, comfortable pants, and
an ASTM/SEI Certified helmet.

Parents lead ponies in the lessons as
they assist their child to ensure
maximum safety and control until the
children are ready to manage the horse
or'pony by themselves. Our aim is to
keep horse and rider safé and have fun
while educating the children about
horsebagck riding.
