Eligibility:  The workshop is designed strictly for active duty members who experienced or are experiencing service connected disabilities that have received medical treatment that is annotated on their respective medical records.  The workshop will provide an overview of: VA disability claims requirements, review of medical records, preparation/submission of claims applications, and information on VA “Fast Track” Program.

To attend the workshop you must be: 
· Within 180 and no less than 60 days from EAOS or active duty separation date at the time the application is received by the VA to qualify for VA “Fast Track” claims processing.  

Participants MUST bring the following with them to the workshop:

· Complete copy of medical records (to submit to the VA).

· Copy of marriage license.

· Social Security numbers of spouse and children.

· Name and phone numbers of all private-sector physicians that have or are providing medical services.

Workshop Policies:
· No service members with more than 180 days or less than 60 days of active duty service with the exception of service members facing a Med Board review or the BDD program coordinator’s approval.

· Pre-registration is mandatory.
