Materials that can be turned in at the electronic waste event: 
Non-broken CRT screens (TVs and Monitors that aren’t cracked); cell phones (w/o) batteries; non-secret or confidential non NMCI laptops (with hard drives removed); computers (with hard drives removed); Palm Pilots or Blackberry (old version w/o GPS functions); cell phones (w/o GPS function and w/o battery); non-NMCI printers (w/o ink cartridges); non-NMCI copiers (w/o toner cartridges); Recycling will be on site and will accept printer ink cartridges, copier toner cartridges, appliances, lead acid batteries (not cracked and with fill caps).

Materials that can’t be turned in at the electronic waste event: 
Electronic waste with a classification sticker of confidential or higher; No DEMIL or shipboard electronics (MLI or STGLI items); hard drives or external hard drives w/o having a certification of hard drive disposition form affixed to the equipment.  DLA will be on site to assist in setting up specific DEMIL or MLI, STGLI items for pick up at a later date (i.e. classified equipment, shipboard electronics).

Prior to the electronic waste event:
1. Go to the DLA website: http://www.drms.dla.mil/turn-in/scrap/documentation-scrap.shtml#Excel for a 1348-1A turn in form.  
2. Fill out the form as complete as possible and bring it with you to the event.  You must have your UIC, RUIC or DODAC on the form or material will not be accepted.  
3. Ensure hard drives are removed, degaussed, or smashed and have a filled out “Computer Hard Drive” certificate with them.  “Computer Hard Drive” certificates can be found at: http://www.drms.dla.mil/turn-in/usable/hard-drive-cert.pdf . 
4. Remove any batteries, printer, or toner cartridges from the materials to be turned in and bring them with you.  NBPL recycling will take these materials for recycling.
5. Go to the NBPL electronic waste turn in site on 19 April 2012, 0800-1130, DLA will be onsite to assist completing the paperwork, review if the materials are acceptable, and provide you a waste turn in ID for turn in documentation.
6. 5-7 days after the 19 April electronic waste event go to the DLA website: https://www.drms.dla.mil/WebDocsIV/DocumentSearch and enter the turn in documentation you were provided at the turn in event.  The site will provide you an electronic copy of the processed 1348-1A form for your final disposition records.
