 Water –at least one gallon per person per day for at least three days 

 Food- nonperishable food for at least three days 

 Baby formula/food and supplies-nonperishable baby food for at least three days, 

diapers, blankets, toys, bottles and pacifiers 

 Pet Food-nonperishable pet food for at least three days 

 Manual can opener and eating utensils 

 First aid kit 

 Prescription medications 

 Dust masks 

 Personal sanitation supplies such as moist towelettes, garbage bags and plastic ties 

 Flashlight 

 Battery-powered or hand-crank all-hazards NOAA (National Oceanic & Atmospheric 

Administration) radio 

 Extra batteries 

 Cash in the local currency 

 Tools to turn off utilities 

 Local maps 

 Family emergency plan 

 Command muster information
