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Chilean tall ship Esmeralda to arrive in Pearl Harbor

(PEARL HARBOR, HAWAII) — The Chilean tall ship Esmeralda is scheduled to
arrive in Pearl Harbor at 8 a.m. on Thursday, Oct. 4 for a five-day visit to Hawai’i.

Esmeralda (BE-43) is a steel-hulled four-masted barquentine tall ship the Chilean
Navy and is currently the second tallest and longest sailing ship in the world.

Since it commissioned, Esmeralda has been a training ship for the Chilean Navy.
It has visited more than 300 ports worldwide acting as a floating embassy for Chile. It has
participated in Operation Sail at New York in 1964, 1976 and 1986. She participated in
Osaka World Sail in 1983. It has also participated in International Regattas of Sails in
1964, 1976, 1982 and 1990 winning the coveted Cutty Sark Trophy in the latter two
participations
