	Victim Witness Liaison Officer

The Victim and Witness Liaison Officer (VWLO) for Navy Region Northwest chairs the VWAP Council, manages and maintains a list of all unit Victim Witness Assistance Coordinators and other base Victim Witness Representatives, provides liaison with local civilian services for victims of crime, tracks all services provided and is the central point of contact for the base program.

Pursuant to Navy Directives, each office or agency which provides services to victims and witnesses (see list below) appoints a Victim Witness Assistance Representative and each command appoints a Victim Witness Assistance Coordinator (VWAC).  The VWAC and other representatives are responsible for that command or office’s part of the station VWAP.

	Victim’s Bill of Rights
· The right to be treated with fairness and with respect for the victim’s dignity and privacy.
· The right to be reasonably protected from the accused.
· The right to be notified of court-martial proceedings and any scheduling changes which will affect their appearance at court-martial.
· The right to be present at all public court proceedings related to the offense, unless the court determines that testimony by the victim would be materially affected if the victim heard other testimony at trial.
· The right to confer with trial counsel.
· The right to available restitution.
· The right to be notified of the apprehension of an accused, the initial appearance of an accused before a military judge, the release of the accused pending court-marital, and trial proceedings (including entry of guilty pleas). 
· The right to receive information about the conviction, sentence, confinement, and release of the accused.   




	Transitional Compensation
If you or someone in your family has been a victim of abuse, the Transitional Compensation Program can help you start a new life. Transitional Compensation is a congressionally authorized program which provides temporary monetary payments and benefits to family members of service members who are separated from the military due to a dependent-abuse offense. The program is designed to help ease the unexpected transition from military to civilian life for eligible family members who have experienced abuse.
