The general location of the training on the island of Farallon de Medinilla training area will be on a 10 nautical mile radius on all quadrants. In addition, the air and sea space in the Farallon provides sufficient room for the many different attack profiles necessary to replicate training opportunities in the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands.
ATCAA 3A, 3B, 3C is an irregular shaped polygon that begins north of Sarigan and extends south-southeast in international waters. ATCAA 3A, 3B, 3C is contained within the following coordinates: 1700°N/14505°E, 1700°N/14710°E, 1615°N/14800°E, 1445°N/14800°E, 1351°N/14534°E, 1415°N/14534°E, 1450°N/14616°E, 1514°N/14620°E, 1530°N/14610°E, 1540°N/14600°E, 1542°N/14535°E.
