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TW-2 resumes flight training
following T-45 Goshawk crash

Training Air Wing TWO resumed flight
training at NAS Kingsville Nov. 3, a day af-
ter a T-45 Goshawk from VT-21 crashed in
a heavily wooded area south of airfield run-
ways. Two pilots on board the aircraft safely
ejected before the crash. Both were treated
for minor injuries at the scene and then tak-
en to Christus-Spohn Hospital-Kleberg for
further evaluation and later released.

The pilots were conducting a routine
training flight at the time of the accident.
The Naval Air Training Command has not
released the names of the pilots involved in
the crash.

Greetings Team Kingsville,

After driving across the western United
States this past weekend to get back to Tex-
as, it dawned on me to share some of the
fall/winter driving safety tips that are suit-
able for South Texas.

To begin with the basics, when was the
last time you really had your vehicle in-
spected for winter driving conditions? If
you haven’t done so, please visit our Auto
Skills shop and Bill Boswell will give your
vehicle a look-over and let you know any
areas of concern.

Additionally, there are always nighttime
animal hazards that can be very dangerous
to you while driving, those include hogs and
deer.

With the rut about to hit full swing for
whitetail deer, the Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDoT) recommends that
you slow your speeds, if you’re driving at
night, and use high beam headlights to the
maximum extent without causing a safety
hazard to oncoming drivers. If you see the
eyes of deer along the roadway, assume
there are more deer there.

Lastly and obviously, the most severe
scenario is an imminent collision with an
animal. Again, TxDoT recommends you do
not “swerve to avoid,” for that creates an
even larger issue where you may lose con-
trol or even rollover your vehicle. Instead,
it’s recommended to maintain control of
your vehicle, apply maximum breaking and
hope for the best as God has done the math
on whether you will collide or not.

Please be careful as the holidays ap-
proach and you drive to many points of in-
terest.

Plan your route, let your supervisors
know where you are going and utilize the
daylight as much as possible.

Stay safe and don’t drive fatigued.

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Routine Monitoring Violation
Total Coliform Rule

NAS Kingsville received two viola-
tion notices from the Texas Commission
on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) for
the August-September time frame. Ac-
cording to Naval Facilities (NAVFAC)
Southeast-Detachment NAS Kingsville
environmental protection specialist Ro-
berto Castellano, the violation was a
result of an administrative error in the
paperwork submitted to TCEQ. Castel-
lano stated that proper bacteriological
testing was performed during August and
September, and the results were within
TCEQ standards. The following notices
are required by TCEQ to inform you of
these violations.

Public Notice:

NAS Kingsville/PWS 1370003 failed
to collect the required number of bac-
teriological samples for coliform moni-
toring of the water distribution system
during August and September 2011.
This monitoring is required by the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality’s
“Drinking Water Standards” and the fed-
eral “Safe Drinking Water Act,” Public
Law 95-523.

Bacteriological samples are used to
monitor water quality and indicate if the
water is free of coliform bacteria. NAS
Kingsville’s water system is required to
submit two bacteriological samples each
month. Failure to collect all required
bacteriological samples is a violation of
the Texas state monitoring requirements
and we are required to notify you of this
violation.

In addition, Orange Grove Navy Aux-
iliary Landing Field /PWS 1250029 was
cited for failing to collect the required
number of bacteriological samples for
coliform monitoring of the water distri-
bution system during August and Sep-
tember 2011. This monitoring is required
by the Texas Commission on Environ-
mental Quality’s “Drinking Water Stan-
dards” and the federal “Safe Drinking
Water Act,” Public Law 95-523.

Bacteriological samples are used to
monitor water quality and indicate if the
water is free of coliform bacteria. NAS
Kingsville’s water system is required to
submit one bacteriological sample each
month. Failure to collect all required
bacteriological samples is a violation of
Texas state monitoring requirements and
it is required by the State that these viola-
tions be published.

As mentioned above, Castellano
stated the violation was a result of an
administrative error in the paperwork
submitted to TCEQ. Castellano added
that proper bacteriological testing was
performed during August and September
and the results were within TCEQ stan-
dards.

MCPON message to Fleet: ‘No second chances for drug abuse’
Special from Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy (MCPON)(SS/SW) Rick D. West

WASHINGTON (NNS) -- Master Chief
Petty Officer of the Navy (MCPON)(SS/
SW) Rick D. West, released the following
message on drug abuse, which focuses on
“Spice,” herbal products and other designer
drugs, to the fleet, Feb. 11:

“Shipmates,

There has been an alarming rise in
the number of Sailors who are choosing to
use ‘Spice,” herbal products and other so-
called designer drugs; and this must come
to an immediate stop.

More than 150 Sailors are currently
being processed for ‘Spice’ use, possession
or distribution, and this is UNSAT.

Overall, the Navy has separated
1,374 Sailors in FY09; 1,308 Sailors in
FY10; and 302 Sailors during the first
quarter of FY11, for drug abuse. These
unexpected losses negatively affect our
commands’ manning levels, which in turn
affects the commands’ operational and
warfighter readiness. The Navy’s policy on
drug abuse is simple and clear - zero toler-
ance, and there are no second chances.

NAVADMIN 108/10 states the fol-
lowing on drug abuse:

‘Drug abuse includes the wrongful
use, possession, manufacture, or distribu-
tion of a controlled substance. Drug abuse
also includes the unlawful use of controlled
substance analogues (designer drugs), nat-
ural substances (e.g., fungi, excretions),
chemicals (e.g., chemicals wrongfully used
as inhalants), propellants and/or prescribed
or over-the-counter drugs or pharmaceuti-

cal compounds with the intent to induce
intoxication, excitement, or stupefaction of
the central nervous system, and will sub-
ject the violator to punitive action under
the UCMJ and/or adverse administrative
action.’

Some examples of substances men-
tioned above where the wrongful use con-
stitutes drug abuse includes, but is not lim-
ited to the following:

- Products that contain synthetic
cannabinoid compounds, such as “Spice,”
genie, blaze, dream, ex-ses, spark, fusion,
dark knight, yukatan fire, and K2.

- Natural substances such as salvia
divinorum and mushrooms.

- Common items abused by inhal-
ing or huffing, such as Dust Off, glue, paint
thinner and gasoline.

- Over-the-counter products such as
Robitussin and Coricidin HBP.

- Prescription medications such as
Oxycodone, Vicodin, Adderall, and Va-
lium.

If you didn’t know, ‘Spice’ is a mix-
ture of natural herbs and synthetic can-
nabinoids, that when smoked, produce a
marijuana-like ‘high’ that decreases motor
skills, impairs coordination and concentra-
tion, and effects short-term memory and
senses.

The effects of these substance is un-
predictable when combined with alcohol,
and since the chemical blends are continu-
ously manipulated and the strength of the
synthetic chemical used is unknown, there
is no way to know what you are getting in

the drugs nor what the long-term health
risks are if used.

Some of the side effects from these
drugs included uncontrolled vomiting, ex-
cessive sweating, flushed skin, increased
heart rate and high blood pressure, and loss
of consciousness. If this sounds like a good
time to you, then go ahead and hand over
your rank and paycheck, and possibly your
life.

Bottom line: The use and even just
the possession of ‘Spice,” herbal products,
designer drugs, chemicals used for huffing,
salvia divinorum, or products containing
synthetic cannabinoid compounds are pro-
hibited.

Leadership, along with Naval Crimi-
nal Investigative Service, is aggressively
working to catch personnel who are pos-
sessing, using, or distributing drugs; and
when you get caught, your career will be
over.

Drug abuse goes against our Navy’s
core values and ethos, and it is a threat to
lives, unit and mission readiness and mo-
rale.
