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Naval Air Station Joint Reserve Base (NASJRB) New Orleans recently celebrated the completion of renovations to Plaquedilla Park with a ribbon cutting ceremony.

After years of wear and tear, the playground at Plaquedilla Park needed an upgrade for both the enjoyment of patrons and also safety reasons.
The four-month project consisted of removing an existing playground and replacing it with two new playgrounds that provide age appropriate activities for children ages 2-5 years old and 5-12 years old.
The new playgrounds feature NEOS by Playworld Systems. NEOS is described as the world’s first electronic playsystems for the playground, combining the speed and fun of video games with the explosive movement of aerobic exercise.
Additional park amenities include a concrete backgammon table, checkers and chess tables, and a 20’x20’ pavilion to house the outdoor ping-pong and pool tables.
