“It’s very humbling for me because it’s an opportunity to participate in what is a major life decision for our Sailors,” he said. “When you take a force such as our Sailors – and they’ve never been of a higher quality for any of the time I’ve been in the Navy – and they choose to continue service to their Navy during this critical time, I think that’s important to celebrate.”
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
